Chair Nickerson explained that the original ROW was moved by Selectboard when purchased from the Bodwells but he couldn't find the decision to move it in the meeting minutes. Chair Nickerson stated the Board needs to check with Attorney Boldt to see if the Selectman have the authority to move the ROW back to its original location, then decide to move it or allow the ROW or sell a piece of the land to the Cormiers (lot line adjustment). 3.0  Department Updates 








  3.1 Fire Department – Chief Dexter – Chief Dexter stated he has done a lot of research on an ambulance chassis and found a demo unit a couple of weeks ago but is know back to square one, the Ford ($36K). Chief Dexter noted the ambulance specifications were written at the State bid price and it can not be beat. Chief Dexter stated hopefully Ford has fixed the problems with the engine. Chair Nickerson asked if a box for the ambulance has been decided upon and Chief Dexter replied that he has written specifications but needs permission to go to bid. Chair Nickerson made a motion to allow Chief Dexter to look at different chassis & boxes, to get prices. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. House numbering sign sample – Chief Dexter provided the BOS with a green house numbering sign with white reflective letters on both sides of the sign. Chief Dexter stated there would be an application form and the sign would cost ten dollars, the Fire Department would apply the numbers. Selectman Ober asked if stakes could be used and Chief Dexter replied yes or mailboxes. Chair Nickerson noted there may be a problem with people use granite posts. Chief Dexter noted the signs could also be hung. Chief Dexter stated he has been driving around for a couple of weeks and some of the Town's homes are problems. Chief Dexter stated he still needs to check the Zoning Ordinances but some Towns do this. Nick Orgettes offered to supply Chief Dexter with the Town of Brookline's Ordinance.  Uncollected Ambulance Revenue – Chief Dexter stated he has a list since 2005 with no response on a collection letter. Chief Dexter noted some of the letters are of of Town, a few are out of State and some are residents. TA Veloski suggested sending the letter from the Town because he has seen some respond better than if from the department. TA Veloski offered to check with the Town of Bristol regarding a sample letter. Selectman Ober suggested checking with OPW VanTassel as well.
