The Board of Selectmen meet at the Town Offices on Wednesday, August 31, 2011 at 6:30 pm. Selectmen in attendance were Dave Nickerson, Karen Ober and Guy Giunta. TA Veloski was also present.

2.0  Carmine Cioffi Re: LRPC Representative –   Mr. Cioffi stated he has been part of the LRPC for seven years and had to give it up for a bit, due to health reasons. Mr. Cioffi noted that there is a lot of driving involved, so if the BOS know anyone that may want to be the Town's Representative, he would be willing to step down. Mr. Cioffi stated the meetings are very informative and the Town pays money to be a member, so it is better to be represented. Selectman Ober stated Mr. Cioffi has done a very good job. Selectman Ober asked how often the LRPC meets and Mr. Cioffi replied once a month, the meetings are at various locations across the State. Selectman Ober swore-in Carmine Cioffi as the Town's LRPC Representative and the BOS signed his appointment forms.          










  




3.0  Non-Public Session RSA 91-A:3 (c) – Chair Nickerson made a motion to go into non-public session at 6:41 pm with Melanie VanTassel and Selectman Ober seconded the motion. Roll Call vote; Nickerson, present, Ober, present and Giunta, present. TA Veloski was also present. The BOS reconvened the public session at 7:13 pm, no decisions were made and vote was taken to seal the minutes of the non-public.





 



  






4.0  Attorney Katherine Miller – Metrocast Franchise Agreement – The BOS reviewed a memo dated 8/16/11 of a summary of Metrocast's comments. Attorney Miller informed the Board that they are currently talking with Center Harbor and other Towns regarding a “consortium” but Sanbornton is so far along in the process, she feels the Town should move forward with the agreement. Attorney Miller stated they have the Service Area Map, which is essentially the same and Metrocast is saying the cost to do a build out is roughly $200K. The BOS reviewed the map. Attorney Miller suggested the BOS pull apart the map locations in Town they feel should be serviced. Chair Nickerson stated it does not make sense why they can not provide the service this day & age. Attorney Miller stated Metrocast would be less willing to do a contract with all of the dwelling in existence. TA Veloski noted the Town of Bristol did a contract for the entire Town to have service over 20 years. Attorney Miller informed the Board that she has not seen anything in the contract that would be considered a “big give” on Metrocast's part. Attorney Miller noted Fairpoint is in rough shape and the telephone company would take over, as the likely competitor. Chair Nickerson stated there is less than one mile before the Knox Mountain Road homes. Attorney Miller stated the Town's one bargaining chip is the length of the franchise term. Chair Nickerson asked if the Town should negotiate a ten-year term with build out of some of the areas and Attorney Miller replied it is a fluid area but does not recommend long contract periods. Selectman Giunta asked if they could get Metrocast to define how much they would build out and Attorney Miller replied they could try, if there is room on the poles it shouldn't be a huge expense. Attorney Miller noted that if Metrocast is not in compliance with the franchise agreement then the Town could call on the bond and that would get their attention. Attorney Miller stated the capital contribution is unspecified and the Town may want clarification on those costs. Attorney Miller recommended the Town leave in the language concerning taxation (1%-5%) of poles and conduits that may be in the Town's right-of-way. Attorney Miller suggested the performance bond be $50K to start and she will discuss build out/construction costs further with Metrocast. Attorney Miller stated there would only be two ways out of the agreement, showing the agreement proposal is unreasonable or that they are not in compliance with the existing agreement. The BOS will mark up the Service Area Map and provide Attorney Miller with it once completed. Attorney Miller noted that she would contact Andy Sanborn of Know Mountain Road, to discuss build out costs.       













5.0  Woodman Road - Culvert – A concerned citizen called to report the culvert was collapsing. Chair Nickerson reported that Paul Fluet was contacted to get an emergency permit with DES, to replace the culvert by tomorrow. Chair Nickerson provided the permit to Jon VanTassel and asked him to contact Earl Leighton for help with excavation. Police Chief Hankard and Fire Chief Dexter will also be notified.  


  

     








6.0  Matt & Rachael Swain Re: Signs – Mr. & Mrs. Swain read the unsigned complaint. Chair Nickerson stated he does not have a problem with the signs but some do. TA Veloski informed the Swains that TP Ward viewed 17 total signs located on Bay & Upper Bay Road for Heritage Farm. The Swains were given a list of the sign's locations. Mrs. Swain stated they would consolidate the signs by eliminating some of the pole in the ground signs but the signs at intersections would need to stay for direction. Chair Nickerson stated they could work with TP Ward and the Historic District Commission, to include a Heritage Farm sign. Selectman Ober noted it has been suggested to place a rustic sign with all of the Town's businesses, in front of the Post Office but it has not moved forward yet. The Swains agreed to remove some of the signs and work with the Town. The Board thanked the Swains for their time.

Chair Nickerson reported Hoyle & tanner would like to do from the Church to Collieson with improvements to box culverts through November and start back up in April until finished. TA Veloski informed the BOS there is a Change Order because the original engineering didn't include $50K in police details.
