The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, September 14, 2011 at 6:30 pm. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Karen Ober, Guy Giunta and Dave Nickerson. TA Veloski was also present.

2.0  DPW Update





 



   2.1 Woodman Road – DPW Director presented the Board with a change order bringing the paving amount to $8,772.75 due to the amount of hand work required.  The BOS signed the change order.  

2.3 Single Stream – DPW Director told the BOS that we have switched over to single stream in anticipation of the move next year.  So far there have not been any complaints and the change has been received well.  The process will be watched over the next few months and may have to be tweaked for hours.  Selectman Ober suggested a cart of some sort be made available for elderly and disabled to use to move their recycling to the bin.  DPW Director Thayer stated he has had to have the recycle container emptied on a weekly basis since the changeover.  Director Thayer said that he may be using the old containers to store electronics and eliminate the need for the storage container, which would lower operational costs at the Transfer Station.  Director Thayer updated the BOS on the Coop in Penacook, it is anticipated the Board of the Coop will vote to begin construction tomorrow night.  It would be a year for construction. Director Thayer said it may be necessary to purchase another compactor to reduce the number of trips to the recycling center, since we pay by the trip this would also reduce operating costs, he will be exploring this possibility.

Bay and Upper Bay Road - Chair Nickerson stated Pike Industries has been digging on Upper Bay in the vicinity of Steele Hill Road and it has been a slow start.

Osgood Road – Director Thayer would like to place about 500 feet out to bid to clear up some of the drainage issues on this road, it is in the budget.  Chairman Nickerson made a motion to bid out Osgood Road, seconded by Selectman Giunta.  The motion motion passed unanimously.
2.5 Hunkins Pond Road  - Chair Nickerson asked about plans for the section of Hunkins Pond Road between the Elementary School and the DPW garage. Director Thayer will look into it, he had stated he was planning on working on Hunkins Pond from Heritage to Swains Farm next year.
2.6 10 Wheel Dump Truck – Chairman Nickerson asked about the need for a 10 wheel dump truck next year, a 10 wheel will haul 2x’s the amount of a 6 wheel truck and in addition in the winter would not need to fill up on sand as often.  Director Thayer will look into a lease purchase agreement and report back to the BOS.
2.7 Burleigh Hill Road and Hermit Woods Road – Selectman Ober questioned Director Thayer regarding plans for Burleigh Hill Road and Hermit Woods Road.  Director Thayer advised the BOS that there are plans to top Burleigh Hill and do culvert work on Hermit Woods.
2.8 Bags and Tags for Transfer Station- Director Thayer showed samples to the BOS and the BOS agreed to move forward and purchase the tags.
2.9 Knox Mountain Bridge and Hale Road – Selectman Ober asked Director Thayer about maintenance plans for Knox Mountain Bridge and Hale Road.  Director Thayer advised the BOS that the Bridge has been swept off once this summer and will be done again and that the DPW would be doing ditch cleaning on Hale Road.  Director Thayer talked about purchasing a suction device for around $3,000.00 to make cleaning the ditches more efficient.  The BOS told Director Thayer to look into the matter and check with Belmont on the use and efficiencies of the device.  Selectmen Ober also suggested that this is what the county could look into a shared device.
2.10 Man Power – Chairman Nickerson asked if staffing for the DPW is sufficient with all the projects going on.  Director Thayer told the BOS that Johnny VanTassel would be doing more with the DPW as the Transfer Station does more on single stream and that currently the staffing is sufficient.
2.11 Mail boxes – Chairman Nickerson brought up the suggested changes to the Town Policy re Mail boxes.  After some discussion, the BOS approved the changes to the policy.
2.12 Lights at DPW – The problem of lights on during the daylight hours has been solved.             
 2.13 Town Beach  – The construction has been delayed a little and will start in approximately 3 weeks, but will be finished this year.
