SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

November 9, 2011

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, November 9, 2011 at 6:30 pm. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Karen Ober, Guy Giunta and Dave Nickerson. TA Veloski was also present.     











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.

2.0  Budget 










  2.1
Town Clerk Tax Collector (4151) – Jane Goss presented her budget with reductions in telephone, deeds, general supplies, equipment and postage. There is an increase in software.  The results of the changes are an overall reduction in her budget of about $77.  The most prominent part of her presentation revolved around the outsourcing of the tax bills next year to cut costs.  Ms. Goss thanked the Town and its employees for their concern during her recent loss.
 2.2 Health Enforcement  (4411) –  All sections level funded. 
Planner Bob Ward presented the BOS with income reports for the past 2 years and there was a discussion about reviewing the costs and the revenue.  The BOS asked Mr. Ward to review the revenue and present suggestions to them regarding increases to cover costs.  Mr. Ward advised the BOS that the sign on the tree at the Winery would be removed and a new sign on a post would be placed. 

2.3 Outside Agencies (4415) – Youth Assistance left a request for $37,454.  The BOS asked the TA to look into how many Sanbornton youths were serviced by Belknap County Youth Services and how the school dealt with the students from Sanbornton.  The other agencies that were funded last year remained level funded.  There were requests from Greater Lakes Child Advocacy Center (GLCAC) and Pemi River Advisory Committee which have not been funded in the past.  The BOS asked the TA to speak with the Police Chief regarding any references to the GLCAC.
 2.4 General Assistance (4441 & 4445)  – Melanie VanTassel kept her administrative costs level funded, however due to federal cuts to the fuel assistance program and the number of homeless people served along with the 7 year waiting list at the State for assisted housing her budget shows a 26% increase. Approximately $6,000 for fuel and $20,000 for vendor payments.  These increases are based on prior year spending and the changes made are out of the Town’s control.  Ms. VanTassel advised the Board that there was some problems at the old Town Hall with rodents, the TA will look into the problem.  Ms. Van Tassel also advised the board that the smoke detectors need new batteries; the TA will look into this as well.
2.5 Recreation (4520) – Julie Lonergan and Heather Goodwin presented a budget with a $5 reduction from last year and stated that the income returned to the Town would be 50% of the budget.  The biggest changes in the Recreation budget were moving expenses between lines, the transportation line was reduced by $1,000 and general supplies was increased by the same amount.  This would allow for fewer trips but increase the number of residents that could attend the trips.  There was some discussion over reducing costs by eliminating the life guards and removing the telephones at the beaches.  Ms. Goodwin advised the BOS that that would be a decision by the BOS not the Recreation Department.

  4.1 MS 5  – The BOS signed the MS 5.    

4.2 Tax Rate  -  Selectman Giunta made a motion to authorize Selectman Nickerson to use up to $85,000 from the unfunded balance to set the tax rate.  Seconded by Selectman Ober.  3 aye 0 nay motion passed.          





4.3 Meeting – Reminder the BOS will meet tomorrow to sign the tax warrant @ 4:00 pm.                     4.4 Fire Chief re personnel actions – Chief Dexter presented the BOS with 2 PAF’s, one to hire Virginia Chapman and one to increase pay for Mike Skeats who passed his EMT.  The BOS approved both actions.

Hunkins Pond Change Order – Quantum Engineering presented a final change order and final bill for the section of Hunkins Pond Road from Wells Road to the Parker Hill Loop.  The change order did not increase the cost of the project but moved some money from one line of the budget to another.  Selectman Ober made a motion to accept the change order and Selectman Giunta seconded the motion.  3 aye 0 nay the motion passed.
4.6 Flag at DPW – Selectman Nickerson suggested placing a US Flag at the new DPW Building the BOS agreed.

Sign at Town Office – TA Veloski provided the BOS with an estimate to repaint the sign at the Town Office Building, $700.  Selectman Ober said she will do the work at no cost to the Town.
4.8 Weatherization at the Public Safety Building – The Police Department asked if the doors at the PD could be weatherized.  The TA asked if the BOS would like to add this to the contract for repairs at the Town Office.  The BOS agreed.



  4.9 22 Meeting House Hill  – The Finance officer reported that the price of the property at 22 Meeting House Hill has dropped to $249,000.  




4.10 Town Office Building – The BOS asked the TA to look at the building in Canterbury to see what was done and how much it cost to renovate.  The TA asked the BOS for permission to use up to $1,500 to have a surveyor and Paul Fluet look at the land behind the old Town Hall for a preliminary study.  The BOS agreed.


  4.11 Land sale – Justin Barriault asked the BOS to refund his payment on the land on Schoolhouse and Knox Mountain Road. The next lowest bidder Andrea Burns would still like to purchase the property.  Guy Giunta made a motion to refund the money to Mr. Barriault and to sell the land to Ms. Burns.  Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion.  3 aye 0 nay the motion passed.

4.12 Recognition
- Selectman Nickerson thanked the TA, Fire Chief and Mark Thurston for installing the flags on the flag poles.









5.0 Accept cash donations under RSA 31:95(a) – Food Pantry – Checks for:
$100 from Marc & Lynne LaFlamme; $75 from Dragonfly Botanicals; $50 from Mary and John Earley; $50 from Opechee Garden Club and approximately $500 worth of can goods from the Sanbornton Central Students. Selectman Ober made a motion to accept the donations to the food pantry.  Chair Nickerson seconded the motion.  3 aye 0 nay the motion passed. 


6.0 Library – There was a brief discussion over complaints received from the recent craft fair.











7.0 Non-Public Session – RSA 91-A:3II(c) – Chair Nickerson made a motion to go into non-public session at 9:00 pm. with TP Ward and Fire Chief Dexter. Selectman Ober seconded the motion. Roll call vote: Nickerson; aye, Ober; aye and Giunta; aye. The BOS reconvened the public session at 9:34 pm. The Board voted unanimously to seal the minutes of the non-public. No decisions were made.  


8.0 Building Codes – Chief Dexter discussed a meeting that he and TP Ward had with Mr. Edney  a circuit rider for the State Building Officials.  Chief Dexter stated that he has only had time to be reactive on code issues and would like to review the status at the Fire Department to become more proactive.  Selectman Nickerson talked about the Town residents like to be more independent and do not like additional restrictions placed on them.  Chief Dexter talked about the need to keep commercial and residential issues separate.  Further discussions will take place.



9.0  Review and Approve Draft Minutes  - Members of the Board reviewed the draft meeting minutes of Wednesday, November 2, 2011. Selectman Ober motioned to approve the draft meeting minutes of November 2, 2011 with corrections.
