The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, November 16, 2011 at 6:30 pm. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Karen Ober, Guy Giunta and Dave Nickerson. TA Veloski was also present.     











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment – Peter Drouin Re: Cutoff Road – Mr. Drouin informed the Board that he has spoken with DPW Director Thayer regarding filling some holes on Cutoff Road. Mr. Drouin reported he has cut some brush and cleaned some leaves from the ditches but still would need a couple loads of gravel with the Board's permission. The BOS agreed to grant Mr. Drouin permission. Mr. Drouin noted the lot would be maintained as a wood lot and he may place an out building on the property for agricultural purposes.

Library (4550) – Linda VanValkenburgh, Marla Davis and Cab Vinton were present. Selectman Nickerson stated the retirement line has more in the line than they have been spending. Cab Vinton stated the figures are accurate and the line is used to cover whatever comes up because everything can not be anticipated. Mrs. VanValkenburgh informed the Board that when someone quit and Cab started working for the Library they were advised by Terry Knowles to keep the money in the budget so that the line was not lost. TA Veloski suggested the lines that go over budget be increased and the retirement line be decreased. Mr. Vinton replied they are trying to be conservative and it would depend on how consistently each line is over spent. Chair Nickerson stated the budget is under last year's total but he does not agree with how it's being done. Mr. Vinton noted Library use has increased (24% overall) and handed out a usage chart for November through October. The Board and the Library Trustees briefly discussed direct deposit and the lead paint condition of the “cupola”. Mr. Vinton offered to forward Steve Alghrens information to the Town. Total budget is $115,135 dollars. 



  2.2 Patriotic Purposes (4583) – Selectman Ober suggested increasing the line item by $100 dollars, in order to replace flags as needed. The total budget is $300 dollars. 
  2.3 Conservation (4611) – Level funded at $1,638 dollars.

  4.3 Black Brook Road - culvert – Chair Nickerson stated he drove to the Meredith line, towards Black Brook Road and the road could be ground to the culvert then starting at the other end back to the same culvert.  Chair Nickerson noted the Board needs to discuss the road schedule with Jon Thayer.
