SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

November 30, 2011 

Town Office


The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, November 30, 2011 at 6:30 pm. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Karen Ober, Guy Giunta and Dave Nickerson. TA Veloski was also present.     











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment 









   1.1
Mitch Lewis Re: Shute Hill Road – closure – Mr. Lewis requested the BOS consider closing the class VI section of Shute Hill Road past the cemetery. Mr. Lewis provided the Selectmen with a letter. Chair Nickerson asked what the reasons are and Mr. Lewis replied to reduce traffic four wheel traffic like jeeps but allow for ATVs & snowmobiles. Chair Nickerson stated the Board would not be able to make a decision tonight and suggested he discuss the matter with Director Thayer, to get some ideas. Gating the road was briefly discussed. Mr. Lewis noted that he already maintains the road from Rufus Colby Road to his house. Mr. Lewis informed the BOS that he has discussed discontinuance of the road with his neighbors and there should not be any more logging in the foreseeable future. Mr. Lewis stated the road is currently a foot and a half of muck from full sized vehicles driving on it with no gravel placed. DPW Director Thayer will be asked to check out the road's condition. 






  1.2 Carmine Cioffi Re: Black Brook Road – Mr. Cioffi stated the road's safety reflectors have been down due to plowing since last year and he could not get anyone from the Town to get them for repair. Mr. Cioffi informed the Board he straightened the posts out because they are needed for the steep section of Black Brook. Chair Nickerson informed Mr. Cioffi that he visited his road today and Director Thayer wants to do something on Black Brook but the road is tied up with the water study which is still ongoing. 










  1.3 Carmine Cioffi Re: New Town Offices – Mr. Cioffi stated he has heard about discussion regarding purchase of a house for sale (+$200K) but he thought the Bodwell property was purchased to build a new Town Office building. Mr. Cioffi noted the roads need to be fixed. Selectman Giunta stated the Board's discussions have been blown way out of proportion and there is currently no intention to buy anything. 


   1.4 April Harvey – 183 Upper Bay Road – Ms. Harvey stated there is extensive & inexplicable damage to her property and legal action will be pursued. Ms. Harvey left the meeting after making the previous statement. Chair Nickerson stated Pike is working on the road now but it will not be fixed until next year and would be put back to the way it was. 










  1.5 Ben Burlingame Re: ATVs on Class VI Roads – Mr. Burlingame informed the Board that the Town's prior Selectman gave permission to let all ATVs the use of the Town's Class VI roads which are now officially being advertised on maps. Mr. Burlingame expressed concern with damages to his property. The Board will ask the Salmon Brook Trail Riders to meet with them. 





  1.6 Steve Benoit – 181 March Road – Mr. Benoit explained that his well has been being tested for chloride for a year and he has never seen any of the results. Mr. Benoit stated the plow trucks push the snow back too far, so he staked the road and they took all of the stakes out. Mr. Benoit noted that he has thought about making the ditch bigger but if the trucks still plow where they have been, a wrecker would be needed to get it out. Mr. Benoit informed the BOS of a free FEMA Mitigation training on December 12th & 13th. TA Veloski to provide information to DPW. 


















2.0   Non-Public Session – RSA 91-A:3II(c) – Chair Nickerson made a motion to go into non-public session at 7:03 pm. with Ben Burlingame. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion. Roll call vote: Nickerson; present, Ober; present and Giunta; present. The BOS reconvened the public session at 7:41 pm. The Board voted unanimously to follow the the recommendation of the previous non-public session meeting and to seal the minutes of the non-public session. 





            








3.0  Old Business 









  3.1
Bay and Upper Bay Road - Chair Nickerson stated they are still working and the guardrails are up with most of the under drains & pipes covered. Selectman Ober noted they need to check on the “do not enter sign” for the project. TA Veloski stated the sign may have been moved to let trucks enter. Chair Nickerson noted Pike cleaned up the Leighton property this morning and the ditches have water running through them.

Town Beach  – Chair Nickerson suggested that a site visit be conducted to review the slope and reported that the pond has been raised with one side filled in, to make it smaller. Chair Nickerson noted the wooden steps may be replaced with “allen block” so that the steps will last longer.

Job Descriptions – Zoning Enforcement Officer tabled for ZBA approval. Transfer Station descriptions need further review and a non-public session is to be schedueld. Town Planner job description – Selectman Ober made a motion to accept/approve the Town Planner’s job description. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

  4.1 Steele Hill Road acceptance – Selectman Giunta reported he had a conversation with C. R. Wileke regarding placing a petition warrant article to accept Steele Hill Road. Paving the road in the amount of $60K was briefly discussed. Chair Nickerson stated the road needs more than just ditching and a top coat. Selectman Giunta noted language could be added to the warrant article stating “to be done to the Town’s liking”. Chair Nickerson stated the State never did any maintenance on the road and it is not on the best condition. The BOS asked TA Veloski to set up a tentative meeting with DOT for 12/2/11 @ 8:00 a.m.  

4.2 Land Use Fee Schedule – The BOS will review and schedule a Public Hearing regarding the proposed fees.          

  




       4.3 Gravel for road’s shoulders – The BOS reviewed two quotes for 750 tons of gravel. Chair Nickerson made a motion to accept the quote for gravel from Pike Industries in the amount of $27 dollars per ton. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Town Budget – TA Veloski noted the only real increase in the operating budget is $180,000 dollars for the revaluation. Chair Nickerson stated contrary to what was printed in the papers. The Town does not have a $700, 000 dollar surplus. 

Executive Administration – Selectman Ober made a motion to accept this budget total at $110,888 dollars. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 

Election Registration - Selectman Ober made a motion to accept this budget total at $6,906 dollars. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Financial Administration - Selectman Ober made a motion to accept this budget total at $109,231 dollars. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Town Clerk & Tax Collector – Selectman Ober stated after the last budget was approved the Tax Collector’s Office decreased its hours, so she received a raise and works 200 hours less. TA Veloski noted the position is salary not hourly.

Emergency Management - Selectman Ober made a motion to accept this budget total at $2,873 dollars. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

E 911 - Selectman Ober made a motion to accept this budget total at $4 dollars. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Forest Fire Control - Selectman Ober made a motion to accept this budget total at $1,503 dollars. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Highways & Streets - Selectman Ober made a motion to accept this budget total at $684,354 dollars. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Town Bridges – Selectman Ober made a motion to accept this budget total at $3,600 dollars. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Street Lighting - Selectman Ober made a motion to accept this budget total at $2,444 dollars. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Transfer Station - Selectman Ober made a motion to accept this budget total at $134,721 dollars. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Landfill - Selectman Ober made a motion to accept this budget total at $9,700 dollars. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Wastewater - Selectman Ober made a motion to accept this budget total at $46,642 dollars. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Health & Welfare Enforcement - Selectman Ober made a motion to accept this budget total at $10,670 dollars. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Health / Welfare / General Assistance – Tabled for non-public discussion. 

Health & Community Organizations – TA to check the First Fruits request and contact the Central NH VNA. Selectman Ober suggested taking $1,500 dollars from the food pantry line and moving into the First Fruit’s line. Revisit next meeting. 

Culture & Recreation - Selectman Ober made a motion to accept this budget total at $109,043 dollars. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Library - Selectman Ober made a motion to accept this budget total at $115,135 dollars. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Patriotic Purposes – Tabled, in order to check statute. 

Other Culture & Recreation – Selectman Ober made a motion to accept this budget total at $2,750 dollars. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Conservation - Selectman Ober made a motion to accept this budget total at $1,638 dollars. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Debt Service - Selectman Ober made a motion to accept this budget total at $651,352 dollars. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

5.0  Accept cash donations under RSA 31:95(a) – Chair Nickerson made a motion to accept the donation of $500 dollars of stone dust and $100 dollars from Abigail Mercier.
