SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, December 14, 2011 at 6:30 pm. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Karen Ober, Guy Giunta and Dave Nickerson. TA Veloski was also present.     











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment

2.0  Non-Public Session RSA 91-A:3II(a) – Instead of holding a non-public session, the Board reviewed an e-mail from Town Counsel. To be revisited. 










3.0  Draft Warrant and Budget – Town Warrant - TA Veloski informed the BOS that the warrant is a rough draft and there are currently thirteen warrant articles besides any that are petitioned. Chair Nickerson stated Article #6 ($40K Dump Truck) should be deleted because of the funds the Town may need for Steele Hill Road. TA Veloski noted repair of the Library's Cupola is an $18K warrant article but the funds could be taken out of a “CRF”. Selectman Ober stated the repairs may cost less if the cupola is taken down then repaired and put back on. TA Veloski stated in regards to the Sale of Town Property, there is one piece on Hermit Lake but he has not received a list from the Conservation Commission to date. Selectman Giunta asked about the Hueber Drive property and TA Veloski replied they have been in touch with relatives but would discuss the issue further with Attorney Boldt. Budget -  TA Veloski reported that the budget has been voted on with the exception of four sections. The BOS reviewed the Capital Outlay, Improvements other than Buildings, the Operating Transfers Out / Capital Reserve Funds (CRFs) and individual Warrant Articles. Selectman Ober made a motion to accept the Capital Outlay at $109,000 dollars and Selectman Giunta seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. Selectman Ober made a motion to accept the Improvements other than Buildings budget at $400,000 dollars and Selectman Giunta seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. Selectman Ober made a motion to accept the Operating Transfers Out at $180,000 dollars and Chair Nickerson seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. Selectman Ober made a motion to accept the Individual Warrant Articles at $77,400 dollars and Selectman Giunta seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously.  









    


4.0  John Olmstead – ZBA Appointment – Mr. Olmstead informed the Board he is a retired Military Officer and served on the Town of Belmont's Zoning Board for six years (5 yrs. as Chair), which was an elected position. Mr. Olmstead stated he believes in what the ZBA stands for, judge & jury over property disputes. Selectman Ober asked if there was anything Mr. Olmstead was looking to work towards. Mr. Olmstead replied his pet peeve is when people come in and want a 50% decrease in the setbacks or when people come in and play ignorant. Mr. Olmstead stated they need to know the Zoning Ordinances because they are there to protect all of us. Mr. Olmstead informed the BOS that he was shocked the Town's ZBA does not go out to view properties before a decision is made on an application. Selectman Ober replied site visits may be a welcomed change because it makes sense. Mr. Olmstead noted he use to carry an ID card, to show people who they were. Chair Nickerson thanked Mr. Olmstead for coming in to talk with them. Chair Nickerson motioned to appoint John Olmstead a member of the ZBA. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Selectman Ober swore-in Mr. Olmstead as a ZBA Member.
