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SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

January 11, 2012 

Town Office


The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, January 11 2012 at 6:30 pm. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Karen Ober, Guy Giunta and Dave Nickerson. TA Veloski was also present.     











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment 
- None at this time.










2.0  Public Hearing – Land Use fees schedule - Chair Nickerson opened the public Hearing at 6:32 p.m. and stated the hearing would remain open for public comment until 7:30 p.m. The Land Use fee schedule was revisited at 7:05 p.m. Town Planner (TP) Ward stated the objective of the Planning Board was to cover various costs associated with implementation and administration of subdivisions, site plan review, etc. TP Ward noted the notice to abutters was changed to $10 dollars from the $5.59 that was the certified mailing fee. Involuntary Merger of Lots was increased to $20 dollars. The recording fee was increased to $50 dollars; the increase was calculated using administrative time, recording fees and mileage. TP Ward stated under site plan review, the multi-family & commercial fees were changed to per unit & per acre with no change to the fee. TP Ward stated the PB felt the acreage should not be tied to the fee because of the Town’s rural setting, there could be large acreage with 3 units and if left at the per acre vs. the per unit, the fees would be very costly for the Applicant. TP Ward noted the new fee schedule is in line with the surrounding communities. Selectman Ober made a motion to adopt the new Land Use Fee Schedule as recommended by the PB. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.   













3.0 Fire Department update – Chief Dexter          





  3.1
Resignation letter – Chief Dexter informed the Board that due to Fire Fighter Pelletier’s nightly work schedule and lack of training (due to the schedule) he has opted to resign but may return if things change. Chair Nickerson made a motion to accept the resignation of Jaime Pelletier.  Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  

    


  



  3.2
Replacement of AEDs – Chief Dexter informed the BOS that he is in the process of replacing 3 AED Units including the pads at $858.30 dollars each. Chief Dexter stated the units needing replacement are no longer serviceable.  Selectman Ober made a motion to approve the purchase of three AED Units at the total cost of $2,574.90 dollars. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

 Circular Saw w/ diamond blade – Chief Dexter reported that the current saw is 25 years old and should be replaced. The saw is used to cut open roofs, cut locks etc. Chief Dexter stated the new saw would have a diamond blade with an extra air filter, to not be affected by the smoke and cannot be used on wood but is a 20 year piece of equipment. Selectman Giunta made a motion to approve the purchase of the circular saw at $1,661 dollars. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.    3.4 Foam Inductor – Chief Dexter explained the difference between “Class A” foam and “Class B” foam. Selectman Giunta made a motion to approve the purchase of the 95 GPM Conductor in the amount of $837 dollars. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.   






  3.5 Senate Bill 60 – Chief Dexter stated the new law becomes effective on 6/1/12 regarding the Fire Department’s personnel being required to hold a commercial driver’s license. Chief Dexter noted he has spoken with Primex, surrounding Fire Chiefs and held an Officers Meeting to discuss the change. Chief Dexter informed the Board some have the requirement but others will not change and his Officers were 60/40 on whether to eliminate the driver/training requirement. Chair Nickerson stated he feels expanded training is the way to go with something comprehensive requiring so many hours before operating a vehicle. The Board agreed.
