SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

February 8, 2012 

Town Office


The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, February 8, 2012 at 6:30 pm. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Karen Ober, Guy Giunta and Dave Nickerson. TA Veloski was also present.     











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment 
- None at this time.










2.0 Caring Community Network of the Twin River (CCNTR) – Jim Richardson, R. Silverberg and Jim Wells were present and provided the BOS with a handout. Mr. Silverberg stated he is the Managing Director for the region and they are doing their annual update of service with the Town. Mr. Silverberg noted they have conducted a Regional Public Health Needs Assessment survey was conducted, which will be published to help with grants. Mr. Silverberg stated they are also working on cleaning up the Winnipesaukee River Trail. Mr. Richardson informed the Board he has spent 18 months at a Public Health Institute to help him understand the public & environment better. Mr. Silverberg noted that with Mr. Richardson's new certification he can provide a service that the State use to and the Town's Health Officer can now utilize him as well. Mr. Silverberg stated he feels that a nominal fee should be charged, to help with costly issues. Jim Wells stated CCNTR is the Town's public health network anytime. Mr. Richardson stated that they are funded through the Center for Disease Control for public preparedness and they spend 90% of their time planning for emergency situations. Mr. Richardson informed the Board they spent most of last year reformatting the Public Health Preparedness Plan, to make sure it works and can be understood. Mr. Richardson stated they currently have 42 volunteers from all different backgrounds and are now big enough for the Strategic Planning stage. Mr. Silverberg noted they also have a Healthy Homes program that deals with lead paint and a “One Touch” training program that have been linked. Mr. Silverberg stated the Health First is a federally qualified health center for people without health insurance or Medicaid at a sliding fee discount that provides a very high level of care. Mr. Richardson noted a Health Officer or School Nurse would be the people to refer residents/children to the program. Mr. Silverberg noted they also provide dental screenings. Informational sheets and Volunteer forms were provided.  
           










3.0 Department of Public Works - update –  Director VanTassel reported that the department's tires are getting old & some of the rims are cracking and he would be getting an estimate for replacement. Chair Nickerson stated he researched the issue by going to a few tire places, the lug nuts need to be torqued for the right tire pressure and if the DPW guys are speeding over bumps the rims will crack. Chair Nickerson noted the rims with a four opening will split lees than rims with a two opening. Director VanTassel stated he would tell them to check the tires once a week, as part of their weekly maintenance schedule. Director VanTassel stated safety trainings have not started yet but he has all of the information from Primex. Chair Nickerson suggested they start with a Driver's Safety Class, to help reinforce their driving habits. Director VanTassel reported that Truck #5 is getting a new mirror for $486 dollars. 




























Director VanTassel stated the propane heater at the Transfer Station is electric with a pilot and has not been running for 3 years, he could not get a hold of the original representative and contacted someone from Roberts. Selectman Ober made a motion to authorize Director VanTassel to spend +/- $680 dollars to fix the furnace. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Director VanTassel informed the Board that there is a leak on the back side of the Transfer Station's building's roof but he wants to wait until the Spring to get it fixed. Director VanTassel noted that most of the lights on the loader were fixed by Chadwick-BaRoss in the amount of $1,167.65 dollars but it still needs $3K-$4K of repair work. TA Veloski stated the loader was paid off sometime before 2008. 


















Director VanTassel stated the property owner of the Oak Hill Road / New Road property wants to address the road issues in the Spring. Chair Nickerson noted the property owner want to work with the Town and leave the Attorneys out of it. Director VanTassel stated he wants to purchase a video recorder, to have proof of the road's condition and the Board agreed this is a good idea. TA Veloski stated he has provided a sample “Road Use” Policy. Director VanTassel stated he would look it over and get back to the Board. Selectman Ober asked if the property owner could be bonded and TA Veloski replied he would check. Director VanTassel reported that he ordered new safety gear for the department, one of the guys would be spending one day a month addressing problems with building maintenance and he would have recycling figures for his next meeting with the BOS. Director VanTassel asked the BOS to revisit a fifty cent increase for Andreas due to completed trainings. The Board tabled a decision regarding the increase until next week. Director VanTassel informed the Board of a new liquid product to fill holes, an aggregate is placed in the hole anytime of the year and is suppose to be a permanent fix. Chair Nickerson stated Black Brook Road is in bad shape and Don Foudriat needs to be contacted to discuss what can be done that will not interfere with the study. Chair Nickerson suggested Director VanTassel look in to a winter cold patch that Pike Industries carries. Director VanTassel provided the Board with 3 possible candidates for the Laborer/Truck Driver position. Interviews are scheduled for Monday at 8:00 a.m. 



4.0  Non-Public Session – RSA 91-A:3II(c) – Chair Nickerson made a motion to go into non-public session at 8:15 p.m. with Jane Goss and Marla Davis. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion. Roll call vote: Nickerson; present, Ober; present and Giunta; present. The BOS reconvened the public session at 8:54 p.m. The Board made no decisions and voted unanimously to seal the minutes of the non-public session.
