SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

February 22, 2012

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, February 22, 2012 at 6:30 pm. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Karen Ober, Guy Giunta and Dave Nickerson. TA Veloski was also present.     











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment

2.0 Zoning Enforcement Update –  TP Ward provided the Board with a memo to the Budget Committee. TP Ward stated the Planning Board budget was approved by the Budget Committee then after he had left they had questions regarding the Zoning Enforcement's budget's increase in hours. TP Ward explained he has provided the Budget Committee with a summary of what the job's responsibilities are. TP Ward noted things have been slow in the area of land development but not in fees, due to things like additions, renovations, etc. There have also been a lot of billable hours for violations as well. TP Ward reported that he has issued five new house permits this year and in the past two years there have been none, so things seem to be turning around. 



TP Ward requested that the BOS revisit the building permit fee because people are paying the same $215 dollars for a home as someone would be paying for a “McMansion” and the Town is missing out on a revenue cut. The Board asked TP Ward to draft a new sliding scale for building permits.         
           




TP Ward reported that the Sanbornton Planning Board continues to work with the Tilton Planning Board regarding Giguerre Auto Sales, who will request variances from both ZBAs. They will request a variance to allow for auto sales in the front yard from Tilton and request a variance for 60% impervious coverage from Sanbornton. TP Ward stated the aquifer overlay zone only allow for 10% impervious coverage and the previous variance only allows for 30%, which they are over (existing conditions plan show 91% coverage). TP Ward noted he would be proposing an amendment to the Zoning Ordinance for the Aquifer Overlay Zone. 






TP Ward stated he and the Health Officer would be going out to review the properties that have been identified to have encroachments on Town property. TP Ward noted Towns are not effected by adverse possession its a State Law.

TA Veloski stated he would have the Town Attorney review and check the waiver language.  3.2 Donahue, Tucker & Ciandella, Attorney Kate Miller Re: MetroCast Franchise Agreement – The Board reviewed the letter. TA Veloski stated he would discuss the issue with Andy Sanborn (Knox Mountain Road) further. Chair Nickerson stated there is a box at Prescott Road that would feed Knox Mountain Road through DSL. Chair Nickerson offered to draft a letter to send to the Public Utilities Commission.

The following language was approved; 1. The Chairman of the Board of Selectmen is hereby authorized on behalf of the Applicant to file an application for a loan to be made in accordance with the New Hampshire Code of Administrative Rules Chapter Env-Wq 500; 2. That if such loan be made, the Applicant agrees to repay the loan as stipulated in the loan agreement; 3. That the said Chair man of the Board of Selectmen is hereby authorized to furnish such information and to take such other action as may be necessary to enable the Applicant to qualify for the loan; 4. That the said Chairman of the Board of Selectmen is hereby designated as the authorized representative of the Applicant for the purpose of furnishing such information, data, and documents pertaining to the applicant for a loan as may be required; and otherwise to act as the authorized representative of the Applicant in connection with this application. 5. That certified copies of this resolution be included as part of the application to be submitted for a loan; 6. That if such loan be made, the applicant agrees to make provisions for assuming proper and efficient operation and maintenance of the facilities after completion of the construction thereof.
