SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

February 29, 2012 

Town Office


The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, February 29, 2012 at 6:30 pm. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Karen Ober, Guy Giunta and Dave Nickerson. TA Veloski was also present.     











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment 
- None at this time.










2.0 Service Link Update – Brenda Kummerer-Cyr was present. Mrs. Kummerer-Cyr reported that the State of New Hampshire's Bureau of Drugs & Alcohol has decided they would like each Town visited to get input for a very comprehensive plan for substance abuse prevention. Mrs. Kummerer-Cyr noted that some Towns have a sense of their community and others do not. Mrs. Kummerer-Cyr provided the Board with data from the School District. Mrs. Kummerer-Cyr stated they have asked the School to break the information out by zip code for better results but the information provides a trend which is a little above the State average. Chair Nickerson asked how the survey is administered and Mrs. Kummerer-Cyr replied the youth survey is a questionnaire given out to 7th & 8th graders. Mrs. Kummerer-Cyr stated depression and hopelessness are a concern because they could lead to alcohol & drug use without preventive steps like role models, activities and sports. Mrs. Kummerer-Cyr stated a sense of belonging helps and when someone is young they have that sense but once a child is in a bigger pool (high school) they start to lose the sense. Chair Nickerson stated there are a lot of things kids can not do that he did as a kid, like hunting because now they have to be a certain age and kids do not want to shovel manure like we used to do. Mrs. Kummerer-Cyr responded there has been a cultural shift. Chair Nickerson stated the curriculum at Winnisquam is not up to “par” and parents have been shipping their kids to private schools. AS Rollins stated there has been a shift in funding for things like sports, schools are no longer footing the bill and parents are being asked to purchase things like equipment and uniforms. Mrs. Kummerer-Cyr replied there are grants that could become available that would help with funding. Chair Nickerson stated the Town could use more fields, it has the space and sports draw a community together. Mrs. Kummerer-Cyr noted if kids are asked to put the work into a new sports field then they would be less likely to destroy it. Selectman Giunta stated the stress of the economy adds to the issue, as fuel prices increase parents see an increase in bills. Chair Nickerson noted the Town does a lot of work/projects with the Eagle Scouts and Boy Scouts through this BOS, as well as the previous Board. Mrs. Kummerer-Cyr stated the Town is doing a lot of things right but kids can not get away with the things we used to. The Board thanked Mrs. Kummerer-Cyr for her time. 













3.0  Public Hearing to accept funds from FEMA ($15,992.77) – Chair Nickerson opened the Public Hearing at 7:10 p.m. TA Veloski stated he and Finance Officer McGee have discussed where to place the funds and the unanticipated revenue line may be the best place, to help offset the tax rate. Chair Nickerson stated the Public Hearing would remain open for public comment until 7:40 p.m. Chair Nickerson closed the Public Hearing at 7:55 p.m. Chair Nickerson made a motion to accept $15,992.77 dollars in FEMA funds and place them in the Town's unanticipated revenue line. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Chair Nickerson made a motion to remove the three outstanding bills from the list. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 4.6 Bodwell property – Purchase & Sales Agreement – TA Veloski informed the Board he has sent the agreement to Town Counsel and there is no line in the budget for the $1,000 dollar deposit but he will wait to hear from Attorney Boldt before proceeding.  4.7 Belknap County Youth Services – There have been two Sanbornton youth referrals. 4.8 Tilton Bridge – The State has received the wetlands permits, the Town is waiting for approval. 










   4.9 Donahue, Tucker & Ciandella – TA Veloksi reported that the Town of Hopkinton has sent a letter of demand for flood control funds to be released, he will be watching the issue for a class action.
