The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, March 14, 2012 at 6:30 pm. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Karen Ober, Guy Giunta and Dave Nickerson. TA Veloski was also present.

2.0 Fire Department Update 







      2.1
Warrant Article for Tanker -  Chief Dexter stated Engine #3 needs to be refurbished, if they get the tanker then Engine #2 will be moved out of Chapel Station and replaced with Engine #1. Chief Dexter stated he would like to use $5,000 dollars out of the Fire Truck Refurbish & Repair account to renovate Engine #3. Chair Nickerson asked if there were any statistics on how many times the engine leaves Chapel Station and Chief Dexter replied he does not have any current statistics but the engine gets used more after hours by volunteers that live near the station. Chief Dexter noted there are some renovations needed to Chapel Station as well but is not suggesting to change anything at this time. Chief Dexter stated Chapel Station does save them 3-5 minutes in response time to that area of Town. Selectman Giunta made a motion to refurbish Engine #3 with reserve tools with the total cost not to exceed $5,000 dollars. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 








      2.2
Termination of Firefighter – Chief Dexter provided the BOS with a Personnel Action Form and stated the firefighter being terminated has not meet the requirements, even after being given an extension. Chair Nickerson made a motion to terminate (name not provided) the firefighter. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 2.3 Performance Evaluations – Chief Dexter informed the Selectman he has finished with the first round of evaluations and everyone was happy with the process. The BOS reviewed the four page document. 








 
  

3.0  Gary Daniels Re: Property Taxes  – Chair Nickerson reported the property taxes were sent to the wrong location and Mr. Daniels is requesting that the interest & penalties be waived. Mr. Daniels stated he was contacted after 3 years and then received a tax lien. Mr. Daniels stated he spoke with AA Jutton, who had taken the address off the 2009 deed but that is not the mailing address. Mr. Daniels noted he has always paid his taxes, which employs the Town Office staff to make sure the job is done right but an 8th grade student could of found him faster. Chair Nickerson asked why he did not realize the taxes were not paid for three years and Mr. Daniels replied he runs a business, he pays a lot of bills but feels the Town should of notified him of the delinquency after the 1st year. Mr. Daniels noted that he has never received mail at his residence (sent to post office box). TA Veloski stated the Town has to go by the deed and the address was changed when it was changed to a Trust through the Warranty Deed. TA Veloski suggested Mr. Daniels' Attorney revise the deed. Mr. Daniels stated his business has been in the same place since 1982, they should know who I am and if he waited three years to get a hold of someone it would be bad business. Mr. Daniels stated he would pay the back taxes once a corrected bill is sent. The BOS reviewed a packet of documentation showing $2,514.58 dollars in interest & penalties and $14,529.71 in property taxes due. Selectman Giunta made a motion to waive Gary Daniels' $2,514.58 dollars in interest & penalties. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

      4.1
Mud Season – Director VanTassel stated welcome to mud season, this is the worst he has ever seen. Director VanTassel reported he has spent up to $10K in gravel, he would be working on Brook Road tomorrow and has been concentrating on the bigger roads in Town. Director VanTassel stated he would be working over the weekend on some of the smaller things. 










      4.2
Freon disposal charge - Director VanTassel stated the charge for freon is $15 dollars but he would like to see the charge dropped because the company the Transfer Station uses, recycles it without a charge to the Town. Director VanTassel noted he would still keep track of freon for reporting purposes. Selectman Giunta made a motion to drop the Transfer Station's charge for freon to zero dollars. Selectman Ober seconded the motion. Ober, in favor, Giunta, in favor and Nickerson, opposed. 





          4.3 Black Brook Watershed – Meeting - Director VanTassel informed the Board he will be attending a meeting at Donald Foudriat's house regarding Black Brook. Director VanTassel was asked to report back to the BOS. 




         4.4 “Y” Project – Pre-Construction Meeting – A meeting is schedule for Monday with Pike Industries. 









       4.5 Tilton Bridge – All of the NH DES permits have been approved and M.A. Bean & Associates is to start work next week. Director VanTassel stated he would check with the Fire Chief regarding what happens while the bridge is closed for one day. 

        4.6 Telephone pole easements – Selectman Ober stated the easements were divided out with six that need to be mailed. Selectman Ober noted that the addresses were wrong and they said they were obtained from the Town but the information was pulled from the Registry. Selectman Ober stated there are five property owners that refuse to sign the easements and Attorney Connelly has said its FairPoint's problem. Chair Nickerson stated there is one pole on leech field and another located in front of someone's door, FairPoint is suppose to comment then review the pole system with the BOS. TA Veloski drafted a letter and the Board reviewed then signed it. Selectmen Ober stated she would attend the meeting regarding the “Y” project.

Statistical update – The Board reviewed information from AA Jutton, recommending R.B Wood as the low bidder and past connections with the Town. Chair Nickerson made a motion to award the statistical update contract to R.B. Wood, in the amount of $25,000 dollars. Selectman Ober seconded and the motion passed unanimously. The Board reviewed the budget page for the software maintenance update (line 4152-66). Chair Nickerson made a motion to increase the software maintenance line from $4,600 to $4,900 dollars. Selectman Ober seconded, the motion passed unanimously.

Selectman Giunta made a motion that the BOS interview all Board, Committee and Sub-Committee members before appointment or reappointment, excluding elected officials. This clarifies the previous policy regarding interviewing. Chair Nickerson seconded, the motion passed unanimously.      6.6
