SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, March 21, 2012 at 6:30 pm. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Karen Ober, Guy Giunta and Dave Nickerson. TA Veloski was also present.     











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment 
- None at this time.










2.0 Code Enforcement  –  Chair Nickerson stated there is interest in having the BOS check in to having the Fire Chief be the Code Enforcement Officer (CEO) because under the law the Fire Chief is ultimately responsible for the Life Safety Codes and if Bob Ward is gone then the ranking Fire Officer would be responsible, so it only makes sense to make it the Fire Department's responsibility. Selectman Ober noted that Laconia has one person for fire inspections and one person for life safety. Chief Dexter stated right now, as things stand, he would not have the time to do it and there is no mechanism in place for inspections of new or existing single family homes only for businesses and multi-family homes. Chief Dexter noted he does not have the background to conduct home inspections and would need to learn, plus the structure of the Fire Department doesn't allow for extra time. Chief Dexter stated he could inspect LP Gas but the Town would need an ordinance, the laws are very clear regarding what he can and cannot do.  Chief Dexter stated he is unsure about putting everything under one umbrella, he works well with Bob Ward. Selectman Ober asked what authority Bob Ward has and Chair Nickerson replied septic approvals & setbacks. Chief Dexter explained it is up to the builder to meet the International Code Council and the adoption of Building Codes would only affect new homes not existing ones. Chair Nickerson stated he has spoken with a lot of people that know a full-time Fire Department is needed.

Memo from AA Jutton Re: Telephone poles – The BOS reviewed the information regarding how the Town's telephone poles are taxed. TA Veloski noted the State has a formula and the Town would have to hire an Assessor to value the poles which may not gain anything. Chair Nickerson asked if a tax bill is sent and TA Veloski replied yes, twice a year PSNH pays approximately $20K in taxes. Chair Nickerson asked if cell towers were taxed as well and how. TA Veloski to check. 











4.0 Katy Wells Re: Reappointment to the Conservation Commission - 
Chair Nickerson stated the Board asked Katy to come in for an interview to discuss how the Selectmen can help or how things could be changed. Ms. Wells stated she has worked for the Conservation Commission since 2004 as their Secretary and an Alternate. Ms. Wells noted she has done a lot to help the Chair facilitate information. Ms. Wells stated she does whatever is in the best interest of the Town. Ms. Wells noted she has been putting off meeting with the BOS because she doesn't feel it's important and has served the Town in many capacities. Ms. Wells reported the Conservation Commission is currently working on a lot of easements and everything she does for the Town is her pleasure, she love to do it. Selectman Ober stated Katy does very well for the Town. Chair Nickerson made a motion to appoint Katy Wells to the Conservation Commission as an alternate. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Selectman Ober swore-in Katy and the BOS signed her appointment form.

Flag plaque – The Board reviewed the amended language and approved.

Plummer Road Bridge – The BOS reviewed a letter from Nancy Mayville (DOT) stating the plans for the bridge have been approved for the year 2020 in the amount of $253K. TA Veloski noted the project could be started now on the Town's dime but if we wait, the State covers 80% of the funding. Chair Nickerson suggested to have M.A. Bean look at the bridge. Selectman Ober stated the Town may pay a little more but it will gt done eight years earlier. TA Veloski noted there would still be four more red listed bridges in Town. Chair Nickerson stated a different type of guardrail has been recommended for Tilton Bridge by the State.

Housing Advisory Committee – TA Veloski referred to RSA 673:1, which was cited by Town Counsel and 674:1, which was cited by Bob Ward & the Planning Board. Under the duties of the Master Plan RSA 674:2 III(2)L, would make the committee under the Planning Board and not the Selectmen. TA Veloski stated he spoke with Attorney Radigan (DTC) who said it was basically under RSA 673:1. Selectman Ober noted that some of the members were upset with taking the time to interview because they were already appointed and the statutes does not say who can appoint, the PB hand picked the members of the committee. Selectman Ober noted the process was not opened to anyone who was interested. Selectman Giunta stated the people who were picked served on boards in the past and their experience is important. Selectman Ober stated the PB suggested the BOS attend one of their meetings.

Monthly Financial Report –  Selectman Giunta made a motion to accept the contract for the DPW, Transfer Station and Life Safety Building. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.   



   5.5 ARRA Funds – TA Veloski stated Andrew Livernois was the authorized agent and the Authority to File has been changed to the “Chair” of the BOS. Selectman Giunta made a motion to accept the change to Chair of the BOS as the Authorized Agent. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  The following language was approved; 1. The Chairman of the Board of Selectmen is hereby authorized on behalf of the Applicant to file an application for a loan to be made in accordance with the New Hampshire Code of Administrative Rules Chapter Env-Wq 500; 2. That if such loan be made, the Applicant agrees to repay the loan as stipulated in the loan agreement; 3. That the said Chair man of the Board of Selectmen is hereby authorized to furnish such information and to take such other action as may be necessary to enable the Applicant to qualify for the loan; 4. That the said Chairman of the Board of Selectmen is hereby designated as the authorized representative of the Applicant for the purpose of furnishing such information, data, and documents pertaining to the applicant for a loan as may be required; and otherwise to act as the authorized representative of the Applicant in connection with this application. 5. That certified copies of this resolution be included as part of the application to be submitted for a loan; 6. That if such loan be made, the applicant agrees to make provisions for assuming proper and efficient operation and maintenance of the facilities after completion of the construction thereof.
