TA Veloski stated the request should be reviewed by the Police Department as well. Selectman Giunta made a motion to deny the request and Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 







    
              4.4 Black Brook – Watershed Study – TA Veloski stated he has spoken with Franz Vail regarding the use of the ARRA funds, letters have been sent out to the six engineering firms and some of the responses should be received by this Friday. TA Veloski suggested one of the Selectman and DPW Director VanTassel listen to their proposals, in order to try and not hold any extra meetings and move the project forward. The BOS agreed.
  4.5 Winnipesaukee River Basin Program (WRBP) – TA Veloski informed the Board that the WRBP has issued a Press Release with an estimated budget for the new water/sewer system. TA Veloski reported Sanbornton will see an increase of +/- $1,000 dollars overall.
