The Board of Selectmen convened on Wednesday May 9, 2012, at 6:30 p.m. at the Sanbornton Central School. Selectmen in attendance were Dave Nickerson, Karen Ober and Guy Giunta.  Also in attendance was Bob Veloski the Town Administrator.
1.0 Cold Storage Building - The TA gave the BOS the revised copy of the contract for the cold storage building at the DPW Garage including the suggestions by Town Counsel.  The cold storage building was part of the bond for the DPW Garage.  Selectman Ober made a motion for the BOS to sign the contract with CCI to finish the project; the motion was seconded by Selectman Nickerson.  The motion passed unanimously

2.0 Turkey Bridge – The TA presented the BOS with an updated status on the Road and Bridge Capital Reserve Fund.  Selectman Ober made a motion to table the issue until the next BOS meeting; the motion was seconded by Selectman Nickerson. The motion passed unanimously

3.0 Chapel Valley 4 H – The Chapel Valley 4H asked the BOS if they could clean along side of town roads from the Fire Station up to Heritage Farm on May 18, 2012 as a project.  The BOS agreed that this is a worthwhile project, but requests the 4H add the Town as an also insured on their policy and have all participating wear traffic vests.  Chairman Giunta says he may be able to help with loaning vests if that is needed.


4.0 ARRA Funds – The signed a modification to a loan request for the ARRA funds that will move the completion date of the project until October of this year.  This will allow the BOS to make a motion to reduce the Debt Service portion of the budget this year.


5.0 Payroll and Account Payable Manifests -  The BOS reviewed payroll and the accounts payable register, a copy was made available for public inspection.


6.0 Motion to adjourn – At 6:43 p.m. Selectman Nickerson made a motion to adjourn the meeting before the Town Meeting starts, the motion was seconded by Selectman Ober. The motion passed unanimously.
