SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

May 23, 2012

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, May 23, 2012 at 6:30 pm. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Dave Nickerson, Karen Ober and Guy Giunta. TA Veloski was also present.     











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment 
- None at this time.










2.0 Conservation Commisison - Appointments – Brad Crosby, Mary Alghren, Brian Moeckler and Karen Bordeau were present. Chair Nickerson asked why they wanted to be appointed and of there was anything the BOS could do to help improve how things work. Brad Crosby stated the Conservation Commission has a lot of things going on i.e., the Swain Easement, the Virginia Huntoon Trail and they need to keep them going. Mrs. Alghren stated it takes a long time to understand what you are doing, as a member. Selectman Ober swore-in all four in attendance and they signed their appointment forms. Terms to become effective on 6/1/12. Chair Nickerson thanked all of them for their service to the Town.  






 





       

3.0 Don Bormes Re: Autumn's End – PB Chair Bormes thanked the Board of Selectmen foe allowing him to come in and discuss Autumn's End. PB Chair Bormes stated he did not want to ask for administrative enforcement but like everyone else there is an ordinance that needs to be complied with. PB Chair Bormes stated they (Autumn's End) are holding functions and the barn is being used as a commercial entity. PB Chair Bormes stated the Board of Selectmen have a copy of the enforcement procedures and it spells out what they have to do. PB Chair Bormes read RSA 676:15, Article #20 of the Town's Zoning Ordinance, a section of the Subdivision Regulations and a section of the Site Plan Review Regulations. PB Chair Bormes stated this is where the PB stands, although they feel that Autumn's End is a wonderful thing but the rules need to be followed and all the board wants is compliance, not to make things hard for people. PB Chair Bormes provided examples of current PB cases where compliance is being sought. PB Chair Bormes requested that Mrs. Chong & Mr. Pearlman come before the Planning Board and that is all he is asking, it's a simple request. PB Chair Bormes stated if they do not meet the requirements then the BOS can shut them down. PB Chair Bormes stated he wants to maintain the credibility with the Town's Land Use Boards. PB Chair Bormes stated the building permit was for a barn that has morphed in to a 3-story building and he is not sure what is in the building. PB Chair Bormes noted the neighbor is upset with the operation and has submitted a letter to the PB with a list of all of the parties that have taken place since January 20, 2007, 41 total. PB Chair Bormes stated he is asking Mrs. Chong & Mr. Pearlman to do the same thing as anyone else and they are being treated fairly. 




 



       




Chair Nickerson asked what they are in violation of? Chair Nickerson stated he has heard of dances with food but he could build a barn and hold a function every Saturday and if they are running a business, he does not know. Chair Nickerson stated the PB should try to figure out what is in the barn and the complaint the Selectmen received was that they were selling food without a sprinkler system for a commercial use. Chair Nickerson noted he has been invited to the barn. 












  




PB Chair Bormes stated if it looks like a duck, quacks like a duck then it's a duck. PB Chair Bormes provide the BOS with an aerial photo of the property showing commercial type vehicles in the driveway. PB Chair Bormes noted if the problem is not resolved then it could be brought to court and the abutter has the same right. Selectman Ober stated the information provided by TP Ward to the BOS was not true and the BOS said the PB/TP Ward should sit down with the property owner, which Mr. Pearlman did. 












 

PB Chair Bormes asked if the food was donations and Selectman Ober replied yes there are but they go to the Town's Food Pantry. Overseer of the Public Welfare VanTassel clarified that all of the items received by the Food Pantry are canned items. PB Chair Bormes stated this is being given the appearance of “cronyism”. Chair Nickerson noted he has done his own research because he does not want to see this issue end up in court and the food was the main issue. 


















 
Ron Pearlman stated the upstairs section of the barn has a small playroom, an art studio and a small office, the downstairs section has a wood working shop/garage. Mr. Pearlman stated they do not hold one event a month or else it would not be fun anymore, they would get sick of it.  Mr. Pearlman stated the dances they hold are part of the culture, the fires that have been reported are on his neighbor's property and they have not held 41 parties at the barn, maybe half a dozen. Mr. Pearlman stated the septic system is designed for up to 94 people. Mr. Pearlman stated the Press Release that was printed in the Echo was totally erroneous, all the vents are “pot luck”. Mr. Pearlman informed the board that the van and tractor trailer in the picture are his vehicles but he owns one hundred vehicles for businesses he operates out of Plymouth, Franklin etc. with acres of property. Mr. Pearlman stated his wife (Lynn) did not come tonight because of her political standing (Democrat) and they both feel this is a “high tech lynching”. PB Chair Bormes replied politics has nothing to do with this. Andy Sanborn stated yes it does, there has been no comparison to the parties Bill Tobin holds (Republican). Mr. Pearlman stated he knows Mr. Bormes is a good person but the barn is not what has been listed and he has a commercial kitchen at the Dipsy Doodle (which he owns) but not in my barn. Mr. Pearlman noted the Press Release was written by someone who has never even been in the barn, so they have no basis. PB Chair Bormes stated this is not a lynching, he is asking as a Land Use Member that the barn conforms and if there is nothing to hide then an inspection should be allowed. 















   




Mr. Pearlman noted the Fire Chief has inspected the barn and found nothing wrong and asked if he could go through Mr. Bormes' home. PB Chair Bormes responded yes, you can go through my home. Mr. Pearlman stated not mine, it's private but he is prepared with an open check book for two court case.... one State (re: barn) and the other Federal (re: political standing). Selectman Ober noted that two of the Selectman have recused themselves, so they can not make a decision. Selectman Ober stated she feels the PB is chasing the pot of gold at the end of the rainbow with there being nothing there. Selectman Ober noted these are two people about the community, she has been to all of their dances and the payment/reward of attending is feeding the community/hungry. Christine Hobbie noted she has been to all of the dances and the democratic parties to discuss certain issues, she can not understand the whole thing and feels the time of the Elected Officials is being wasted. Andy Sanborn cautioned the BOS, that whatever they feel about the situation they must apply the same standard to all of the barns in Town. PB Chair Bormes asked not to insult his intelligence. PB Chair Bormes stated Mr. Pearlman's comment regarding the court cases and the money to back, is a direct threat. 


























Chair Nickerson recommended that Mr. Pearlman get a hold of TP Ward or PB Chair Bormes and schedule a meeting. Mr. Pearlman stated he might or he may have an “Intermediary” do so.   













4.0  Curtis Beaupre Re: Timber Intent to Cut – Mr. Beaupre informed the Board he was a resident from 1951 until 1999 when he moved to Vermont to establish a farm and it hurt to leave but now he is back. Mr. Beaupre stated he is a tree farmer and has been working on the Onsager's lot, he has the Intent to Cut but no Timber Report. Mr. Beaupre informed the Board that he harvests mostly pulp and the Town makes money not the land owner. Mr. Beaupre noted he has worked since 1975 on the lots he harvests from. Selectman Giunta stated the Town needs to check the locations because they are trying to keep loggers from destroying the Town's roads. Mr. Beaupre replied then go after the “malfeasers”, which should have been shut down on the first day. Mr. Beaupre stated the driveway he uses has been there since before his grandfather. Mr. Beaupre noted he has been on all sorts of the Town's Boards/Committees.

Turkey Bridge  –  The BOS reviewed a letter from Mike Bean and an e-mail from Attorney Boldt. Chair Nickerson stated the BOS can do what they planned as long as the payment is emphasized to be after July 1st. Jeff Jenkins noted there is a tight window and a “Letter of Intent” is needed for the design or October would be the next available  window. TA Veloski was asked to contact Mike Bean and get a Letter of Intent ready for signature.               







    
     7.2 Town's website – Chair Nickerson made a motion to give Robb Jutton two days off with pay of his choosing, due to all of the work he has done on the Town's web-site. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 

   7.3 Monitoring Report – Upper Bay Road – TA Veloski stated the siltation problems are being addressed. Jeff Jenkins suggested the concrete head wall's pockets be checked because if they fill with water and freeze, they could split. TA Veloski to check. 
  7.4 Tax Deed Properties – TA Veloski reported that Jane Goss has spoken with the banks regarding the tax deed list and most will be stepping up. The BOS reviewed a memo from TP Ward regarding the procedure for environmental issues, which is recommending a review team that would include the BOS. Chair Nickerson stated this is getting carried away, they would look for oil cans, car parts or dilapidated buildings.
