The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, October 3, 2012 at 6:30 pm. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Dave Nickerson, Karen Ober and Guy Giunta. TA Veloski was also present.

2.0 Black Brook Watershed Grant  –  TA Veloski reported he has been working on the “319” Grant Application (deadline 10/15/12), has done advertising for the BMP's and the drainage on Black Brook Road is working. Chair Nickerson stated the BMP's are in the DES contract and he has visited both sites, which are okay.                




    









3.0 Autumn’s End – Carmine Cioffi and Don Bormes were present as Planning Board members. Chair Nickerson noted this is not a Public Hearing and the BOS just wanted some facts from the PB. Chair Nickerson stated Selectman Giunta and I will go over the information to make a decision. Chair Nickerson noted that he has never been to Autumn's End and is not biased. Carmine Cioffi stated we have to do our jobs for everyone and make sure everyone is treated fairly. Mr. Cioffi provided the BOS with a memorandum dated 10/2/12, with two event (Joel Cage) advertisements dated 7/15/11 & 10/8/11, and a fact sheet for Autumn's End. The BOS reviewed. Mr. Cioffi noted there has also been complaints from the neighbor and the BOS have not met with her yet to discuss any concerns. Mr. Cioffi stated all Mr. Pearlman has to do is meet with the PB and show he is in compliance but the advertisements he provided tonight is grounds enough to show a violation. Mr. Cioffi stated the BOS should take action and feels the PB is being abused because of no action. Chair Nickerson stated a  non-public will be scheduled and they will review any permits with what was provided tonight. Chair Nickerson stated he would like to give the PB another option, then made a motion to allow the Planning Board to discuss any issues with Attorney Boldt. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Don Bormes noted the PB typically utilizes Attorney Waugh. Chair Nickerson noted it is another source of information for the PB, if you want it. Bill Whalen stated he is confused with the structure, the Zoning Enforcement Officer should be here and not the PB.        
  




    



   





4.0  Steiman/Tibbets Hydroseeding – Chair Nickerson stated after the information they have reviewed and the Town's Zoning Regulations (Article IV, Section S(g)), it's the Board's intention to let the issue lie. Chair Nickerson stated the ordinance needs to be amended to be made a little cleaner. Evelyn Auger stated it is not a business because it is not in the Commercial District and they will look at it. Chair Nickerson stated he appreciates it and to please let Planner Ward know.

  5.1
Executive – TA Veloski stated he has included an HR person (health care reform) under administrative support because currently he and FO McGee have been sharing the responsibility. TA Veloski noted new computers are needed at the Town Office and the DPW. TA Veloski noted the election equipment line has been increased to purchase new stanchions, to save the floor at the Town Hall. Overall proposed increase of $10K.  
  5.2 Finance – TA Veloski reported that printing, supplies and postage have all been decreased, lowering the proposed election budget by a little under $2K. 

  5.3 Revaluation – Has been decreased by $25K. 




  5.4 Legal – Level funded.  







  5.5 Personnel  - TA Veloski informed the Board that he is still waiting for insurance information from the Finance Officer. 






  5.6 General Government Buildings – TA Veloski reported grounds maintenance & service was increased by $200 dollars for the pond, electricity was decreased by $2K, heating fuel was increased by $10,200 dollars, equipment purchase was decreased by $2K and custodial supplies was decreased by $500 dollars. Overall proposed increase of $4,500 dollars. Chair Nickerson stated the Town needs one vendor for oil/propane to get the better rates. TA Veloski replied he would look to bid.

Debt Service/Interest – TA Veloski reported an increase of +/- $50K for debt and interest, due to the ARRA payments/funds. 





  5.8 Insurance – Overall proposed increase of $3K. TA Veloski stated the Board has a lot to think about.

  6.1 Personnel Policy – Chair Nickerson and Selectman Giunta both stated they do not have a problem with the new personnel policy. Selectman Ober stated there are a lot of things in the policy that are evolving and some of the job descriptions are missing. Selectman Ober stated she feels that human resources is the responsibility of the Town Administrator, it is in his job description. Selectman Ober stated she would send her comments.  








              6.2 Steve Benoit / Gilford Well
- The BOS reviewed the Gilford Well contract in the amount of $9,753.48 dollars for drilling and $4,233.08 dollars for other. Selectman Giunta made a motion to authorize TA Veloski to supervise the drilling of the Benoit well to go another 10% (contract at 440 foot depth). Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. The Board signed the contract.  

   6.3 E-mail from Fire Chief Dexter – Chief Dexter has five people to interview and asked if any of the Selectmen would like to attend. Selectman Ober replied she would. 6.4 Gazebo / Bandstand – TA Veloski reported Home Depot has donated approximately $600 dollars in lumber for the gazebo and he is waiting for the exact figure. Steve Ober stated the bandstand is historic and is located in the historic district, are we going to restore it? Steve Ober noted the lumber is 1 1/2 inch pressure treated and it will look manufactured, it should be restored to it's historic state. Steve Ober noted he appreciates the donation but this is not a project for kids. Steve Ober stated it is constructed of hemlock and has pressure treated underneath. Chair Nickerson noted hemlock is thirty-five cents a foot and the Town could have it sawed. Steve Ober offered to put a list together of supplies needed, so the project can be done right and make Bob Bodwell proud.

Jeff Jenkins noted once the road is striped it will need to be maintained. Chair Nickerson made a motion to stripe Steele Hill Road with fog lines and a center line. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed. Selectman Ober was opposed.
