SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

October 10, 2012

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, September 19, 2012 at 6:30 pm. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Dave Nickerson, Karen Ober and Guy Giunta arrived at 6:37. TA Veloski was also present.     











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment 
- No Public Comment
2.0  Lori Graham re wedding venue on Knox Mountain Road – Ms. Graham complained about the noise from the Long View property (Colm Brophy).  Ms. Graham is not an abutter and was not notified of the ZBA or Planning Board hearings over the property. Selectman Ober talked of the background noise over the telephone when Ms. Graham called her to complain during the wedding.  Ms. Graham is upset over the noise in what was a quiet rural area.  Chairman Nickerson asked if there were any restrictions placed on the property when the variance was issued.  Bob Ward, the Town Planner/Zoning Enforcement Officer stated that there were no restrictions placed by either the ZBA or the Planning Board, and that Long View was not a home occupation but it was granted a variance as a commercial business.  There was a lengthy discussion of the business and the problem.  The BOS asked the T/A to request that Mr. Brophy and John Olmstead of the ZBA come in in 3 weeks and discuss the issues.


  






3.0 Budget for Historic District Commission - The Historic District Commission (HDC) presented a flat budget from last year ($250).  The BOS took the request under consideration.


4.0 Planning Board Budget – The Planning Board presented a budget $46 higher than last year, due to an increase from the Lakes Region Planning Commission (LRPC).  The proposed budget is $41,413.  The BOS took the request under consideration.


5.0 Cemetery Committee – The Cemetery Committee presented a flat budget from last year ($5,000).  The BOS took the request under consideration.    









6.0 Memo from Rob Pearlman  – Mr. Pearlman presented a request to the BOS not to take action on the complaints regarding Autumn’s End Barn until he has had a chance to respond to the allegations.  The BOS took the request under advisement and will have a non-public meeting to discuss the issue next Wednesday at 5:30 pm.

    







   





7.0  Zoning Board Budget – The Zoning Board presented a flat budget from last year ($1,521).  The BOS took the request under consideration.










8.0  Budget Committee – The Budget Committee presented a flat line budget from last year ($1,113).  The BOS took the request under consideration. 



9.0 Old Business – 
9.1 Budget instructions - There was a discussion over raises for Town Employees and the impact on the budget.  The BOS discussed different percentages and the fact that Town Employees have not had raises for at least 2 years.  Jeff Jenkins suggested that the BOS not try to make up for the lack of raises in one year.  After the discussion Selectman Ober made a motion to approve a 2.5% COLA for the hourly and salaried employees and to level fund the operating portions of the budgets.  The motion was seconded by Chairman Nickerson.  The motion passed 3 Aye, 0 Nay.

9.2 Personnel Policy - After a brief discussion over the Affordable Health Care Act and its effects on the Town’s policy.  Chairman Nickerson made a motion to adopt the proposed policy revisions. The motion was seconded by Selectman Giunta.  There was a discussion over the language on part-time employees and definitions.  Steve Ober talked of the T/A’s request for an additional part-time Human Resource (HR) person that this is not the year for any new positions.
The motion was tabled until next week and some clarifications on the part-time definitions.


9.3 Ambulance bills – Chairman Nickerson questioned any billing of residents and the use of the 
Comstar hardship form.  After discussion the BOS decided to see if Comstar could use the Sanbornton Hardship Application for all hardship requests.

10.1 Quote from MA Bean on railings for Hermit Woods Bridge – The BOS reviewed the quote and requested the status of the bridge relative to the red list.  Tabled for further information.
10.2 Candidates night – Candidates night is scheduled for October 19 at the old Town Hall at 7:00 pm.  Dick LeClerc will take down the voting tables and the DPW will set up the chairs. 
  
10.3 Letter from LRPC re under served or stranded broadband service – The BOS instructed the T/A to respond to Carol Miller re concerns of Sanbornton residents.
10.4 Longevity Award – The BOS signed a longevity award for Justin Howe to be presented at the Employee Appreciation Lunch.
10.5 Letter to Home Depot – The BOS signed a thank you letter to Carmen Fulchini at Home Depot for the donation of $567.08 worth of wood for the Gazebo.  
10.6 Change Order # 1 – The BOS received a change order for Pike Industries for shoulder gravel on the roads that Pike paved this summer and to pave a portion of Perkins Road for a combined total of $76,900 from the DPW.  Chairman Nickerson made a motion to approve Change Order # 1 for $76,900.  The motion was seconded by Selectman Giunta.  The motion passed 3 Aye, 0 Nay.
10.7 Black Brook Culvert – The BOS asked the status of the engineering request to Paul Fluet for recommendations of the concerns of residents on Black Brook regarding the recent culvert placement.  The T/A to check with Paul Fluet.
10.8 Preliminary Expense Report – The T/A presented the BOS with a preliminary expense report for September.  There were no pressing concerns.
11.0  Accept cash donations under RSA 31:95(a) – Chair Nickerson made a motion to accept $567.08 in a lumber donation from Home Depot for the Gazebo.  Selectman Ober seconded the motion.  The motion passed 3 Aye, 0 Nay.  Steve Ober advised the BOS he was meeting with Peter Bacon of Sant Bani regarding the repairs tomorrow at 9:00 am and that he was marking some dead trees for removal on Osgood Road.
12.0  Review and Approve Draft Minutes - Members of the Board reviewed the draft meeting minutes of October 3, 2012. Selectman Ober motioned to approve the meeting minutes of October 3, 2012 with corrections. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
