SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

October 24, 2012 

Town Office


The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, October 24, 2012 at 5:30 pm. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Dave Nickerson, Karen Ober and Guy Giunta. TA Veloski was also present.     











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Autumn’s End – Selectman Ober recused herself from the discussion. Chair Nickerson stated we received a lot of information from the Planning Board, Citizens, Mr. Pearlman and his Attorney, the Town's Attorney and Mrs. Chung. The Fire Chief has inspected the property and he was satisfied with the conditions. Chair Nickerson stated this all started due to a complaint by a neighbor on 7/25/07 regarding music events that were taking place then a “Google” maps picture showing two trucks in the yard but as the Board has discovered Mr. Pearlman has businesses all over the place. Chair Nickerson noted he has reviewed the Noise Ordinance and all other Ordinances that pertain to the Town, he has also discussed the issue with Town Planner Ward and Assessing Assistant Jutton. Chair Nickerson stated he has found that all of the proper permits were obtained, the property is located in the General Agricultural zone but they are not running a business. Chair Nickerson noted there is not an apartment and it is not a public building, it is a gathering of neighbors. Chair Nickerson stated there could be an issue with a sign permit. Mr. Pearlman informed the Board he has taken the sign down. Chair Nickerson stated they may have needed an “Open Air” permit through someone else's advertising but there is nothing I can see they have done wrong. Chair Nickerson stated he does not feel there is any recourse besides what has already been done. Selectmen Giunta stated he has reviewed what has been presented over the past couple of months, Attorneys were involved and I did not see anything wrong, this has gone on for too long. TA Veloski asked if the valuation (for the barn) was being worked on and Mr. Pearlman replied yes. Selectman Giunta made a motion to not pursue the Autumn's End issue any further and to let the Planning Board know of the decision. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.         









  






2.0 Public Comment  –  Gazebo electricity, Andy Sanborn informed the Board that there is a problem with the current wire that runs under the pavement, it was not installed properly and should have been put inside a pipe because it is a high traffic area. Mr. Sanborn noted he can run the wire from the meter to the gazebo. Chair Nickerson noted the meter can be left but it is illegal to change. Mr. Sanborn stated he could meter past the gazebo then “stub” up for future service. Mr. Sanborn noted the line would run from the end of the driveway near the ditch because if you are going to dig a hole, you only want to do it once. The BOS agreed it was okay to go ahead with the installation of electricity. Mr. Sanborn stated he would start after the deck was finished.                    




    









3.0 Budget Review FYE 2014 






              3.1
Fire Department – Chief Dexter supplied the BOS with a binder of the Fire Department's proposed 2014 budget. Chief Dexter stated he has taken a different approach this year and is giving the Town options that he would like to move forward with over the next few years. Fire Chief Dexter conducted a power point presentation outlining the department's staffing history and the three budget proposal options. Option #1 – To hire one full-time Firefighter/EMT and extend the hours of coverage to 12 hour daily with 2 Firefighter/EMT's and the Fire Chief continuing with 8 hour shifts (overall proposed increase of $83,387 dollars). Option #2 – To continue with Per Diem staffing and extend the hours of coverage to 12 hours daily with 2 Firefighter/EMT's and the Fire Chief continuing with the 8 hour shifts (overall proposed increase of $78,167 dollars). Option #3 – To continue with Per Diem staffing and leave the hours of coverage as they are but cover daily with 2 Firefighter/EMT's and the Fire Chief (overall proposed increase of $27,418 dollars). On page #6 of the presentation, it states “Currently in 2012 we are well over 500 calls”. Chief Dexter explained this is anything ((inspection, service, permits, etc.) that the public asks us to do, including inspections. Chair Nickerson requested that the figures be broken out into categories i.e. fire, rescue, preventative, etc. Chief Dexter replied he would get the Board those numbers. The BOS and Chief Dexter reviewed the Fire Department's operating budget which shows an increase in cleaning supplies, a decrease in rescue supplies, a decrease in fire fighting supplies and a decrease in vehicle maintenance & repair. Chair Nickerson stated he thinks the presentation was great but the Board hasn't seen other Department Heads yet, this could make people's taxes a lot more and the budget could be left level for another year. Chief Dexter noted the budget has been level for six years. Chair Nickerson stated he knows that the Fire department has to grow but the government is taking more from Medicare and I may not be able to live in Sanbornton. Chief Dexter stated it is his responsibility to discuss the department's needs  and he sees limitations, that's why there are three options. Chair Nickerson asked if CIP numbers were included in the proposal and Chief Dexter replied no. Chief Dexter noted that the budget includes the 2.5% COLA increase.     

  3.2 Emergency Management – Has been decreased by $692 dollars.

E 9-1-1 – Has been level funded at $4 dollars. 




  3.4 Forest Fire - Has been decreased by $1,000 dollars.   







4.0  Jane Alden – Candidate for House of Representatives – Mrs. Alden stated she has been a NH resident for 40 years, the Chair of the Tilton PB, on the Fire EMS Budget Committee for Tilton/Northfield, Vice Chair of the C.H.A.D. Committee and on the Executive Board for Senior Centers. Mrs. Alden stated she is in favor of small businesses and feels like we are running a backwards economy and our children will pay the price.

  5.1
Trash bags – Selectman Ober made a motion to allow Director VanTassel to purchase up to $2,600 dollars in trash bags. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 






    5.2 Title Insurance – Selectman Giunta made a motion to purchase title insurance in the amount of $332.75 dollars for the easement property. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

   5.4 Black Brook Road project – Change Order #13 – The Board reviewed. Selectman Ober made a motion to authorize Chair Nickerson to sign the change order. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.


  5.5 Library Steeple – TA Veloski reported Mr. Alghren will start with the bottom portion first then repair the steeple in the Spring, the contract has been amended. 
  5.6 Holiday Closures – The Town Offices will close at noon on 12/24/12 and 12/30/12.  5.7 Personnel Policy – The BOS signed. 





  5.8 Steele Hill Road and Hunkins Pond Road – Change Order – TA Veloski reported the State will reimburse the Town 100% but the Town needs to make the payment first. TA Veloski stated it is $10,000 dollars for the Town's portion of Steele Hill Road that wasn't paved. Chair Nickerson made a motion to approve the increase for Steele Hill Road and Hunkins Pond Road. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 








  5.9 Leaf vacuum – Chair Nickerson reported he checked with Belmont and it wasn't commercial enough, so they purchased a leaf collection system. Chair Nickerson noted it would cost $18-$20K. Earl Leighton stated he saw one, for one thousand dollars at a junkyard he visited. DPW to contact Mr. Leighton. Chair Nickerson expressed concern with catch basins on Upper Bay Road, the beaver pond is creating water to run under the road. 










      5.10 “Y” project – Selectman Giunta to check if use of a “sleep foot roller” or pulverizer is in the contract for the reclaiming process.
