SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, December 12, 2012 at 4:30 pm. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Dave Nickerson, Karen Ober and Guy Giunta. TA Veloski was also present.     











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Tree Lighting  – The BOS went outside of the Town Offices and lit the Town's tree. 




2.0   Authorize Payroll & the Accounts Payable Register – The BOS reviewed payroll and the accounts payable register, a copy was made available for public inspection. Selectman Ober made a motion to authorize Chair Nickerson to sign the State's Revolving Fund documents. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 

  












3.0  Public Comment  - None at this time. 














4.0  Ruth McDonald Re: Septic on Town owned property – The BOS reviewed a letter from Mrs. McDonald, a letter from the Town's Attorney and the property file. Chair Nickerson stated the Conservation Commission did a survey to log some sections of Town owned property and yours was one with stuff on it but most of it can be removed. Mrs. McDonald informed the Board that the septic was where it is now before the Town purchased the property around her, she bought the property in 1962 and can not locate a copy of the septic plans. Mrs. McDonald stated the plan the Town has is not right, the well & septic are on the other side of the house. Mrs. McDonald explained that back when Bob Wood was working for the Town, he walked the property line and told her there was not enough space then moved the line a few feet. Chair Nickerson noted the septic plan in the property file says 1972 but it may be the neighbor's plan, the Assessor needs to look this over. Mrs. McDonald noted there is no there place for the septic system to go, it is completely wet. The BOS thanked Mrs. McDonald for providing them with this information and will be in touch. 





  





5.0  Price increases on trash bags – TA Veloski stated the large bags were $1.25 but will now cost twenty-five cents more ($1.50). Selectman Ober noted the bags can only be purchased at the Town Office and the Transfer Station. Selectman Ober made a motion to increase the price of the large trash bags to $1.50. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.         









  




6.0  Budgetary Discussion – TA Veloski informed the BOS that he has adjusted the budget after last week's decisions that were made by the Board.

Planning Board – TA Veloski reported that the PB voted to drop the Administrative Support line to $1,000 dollars. Selectman Giunta made a motion to recommend the Planning Board's budget to the Budget Committee. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 


              


  6.2 Fire, EMS, Forest Fire and E 9-1-1 –  TA Veloski stated the Chief's new request combines lines 116 and 111 but his version also has a change of title and my version does not. Chief Dexter explained that his original proposal #3, was for another person but he revisited the proposal after last week's BOS meeting. Chief Dexter stated he was directed to level fund the operating budget with a 2.5% COLA but that would total $5,500 dollars and his proposal calls for an increase of $3,793 dollars because the operating budget is down by $9,569 dollars. Chief Deter stated this would allow for four days a week of extra coverage. Chair Nickerson replied you are funding salaried for the position you wanted, not what the Board asked you for and it will cost more next year, we are trying to take baby steps. Chair Nickerson stated the Town had let things go for too long and listed off all of the projects that have been completed within the past few years i.e. roads, bridges, etc. Chair Nickerson noted all of those things are starting to add up to big bucks and the Board asked you to wait until next year. Selectman Ober asked if there was $11k in deductions and Chief Dexter replied yes. Selectman Ober noted the proposal will save taxpayers approximately $1K. Selectman Giunta asked where the line were reduced for per-diem, could some of those line be increased next year. Chief Dexter replied yes, possibly but the big lines will not unless something really bad happens. Chief Dexter stated he wants protection for the community. Selectman Giunta asked the Chief if that is how he truly feels. Chief Dexter replied yes, he can do way more with three people and in his heart, it's the best thing for the Firefighters and the public, plus he has kept the budget under the bottom line. The BOS and Chief Dexter briefly discussed the department's “ISO” rating. Selectman Giunta made a motion to recommend the Fire, EMS, Forest Fire and E 9-1-1 budget to the Budget Committee. Selectman Ober seconded the motion. Selectman Giunta informed the Chief that if the Budget Committee does not support this, I will side with them but I have always been for safety. The motion passed. Chair Nickerson was opposed. 








              6.3 Transfer Station – Selectman Giunta made a motion to recommend the Transfer Station budget to the Budget Committee. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 




           

              6.4 Landfill and Wastewater – Selectman Giunta made a motion to recommend the Landfill and Wastewater budget to the Budget Committee. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 


  


  6.5
Health / Welfare -  TA Veloski stated the Board should have a copy of an e-mail from Don Foudriat regarding water testing ($500 dollars) for the Black Brook Watershed. Selectman Ober stated the testing should not come from the Planning Board's budget and the testing used to be conducted by the State but now it falls on the Town. Selectman Ober suggested the $500 dollars be added to the Black Brook Warrant Article and the entire Board agreed. Selectman Giunta made a motion to recommend the Health / Welfare budget to the Budget Committee. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.





    
              6.6 Health & Community Organizations - Selectman Ober made a motion to recommend the Health & Community Organizations budget as level funded to the Budget Committee. Selectman Guinta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 









  6.7 General Assistance – Selectman Ober made a motion to recommend the General Assistance budget to the Budget Committee. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.




   

  6.8 Culture & Recreation – TA Veloski reported that the telephone line has been decreased to reflect the emergency cell phone prices. Selectman Giunta made a motion to recommend the Culture & Recreation budget to the Budget Committee. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Library – Selectman Giunta made a motion to recommend the Library budget to the Budget Committee. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.







                        6.10 Patriotic Purposes – Selectman Ober stated the Old Home Day line was not  utilized last year and she believes it will not be needed again for 2014. Selectman Ober recommended the line be reduced to one dollar. Selectman Ober made a motion to recommend the Patriotic Purposes budget to the Budget Committee with the one change. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.            6.11 Conservation - Selectman Giunta made a motion to recommend the Conservation  budget to the Budget Committee. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 








            6.12 Debt Service – Principal & Interest – TA Veloski noted most of the budget is from the ARRA monies. Selectman Ober made a motion to recommend the Debt Service budget to the Budget Committee. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.








            6.13 Capital Outlay – Selectman Giunta made a motion to recommend the Capital Outlay budget to the Budget Committee. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 


            


            6.14 Operating Transfers Out – Selectman Giunta made a motion to recommend the Operating Transfers Out budget match the CIP Committee's recommendation and go to the Budget Committee. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.









     6.15 Warrant Articles – TA Veloski stated this is a rough draft of the warrant articles and noted that EMS billing & EMS equipment come from a different fund. TA Veloski stated the Town has been approved for $20,000 dollars in Federal funding for the BMPs, which will be added to the warrant article with the $500 dollars for water testing. TA Veloski reported that amount has dropped but the Town will still be raising $60K in new taxes. Selectman Giunta made a motion to recommend the Warrant Articles budget to the Budget Committee. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
