The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, January 16, 2013 at 4:30 pm. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Dave Nickerson, Karen Ober and Guy Giunta. TA Veloski was also present.

Department of Public Works – Director VanTassel – Director VanTassel informed the BOS that the heating guy has visited the highway building and has the heat working with the help of a representative from the heating company. Director VanTassel stated the wrong vent caps were being used and the cost has been a couple hundred so far but there should be a quote on the way. Director VanTassel stated the warm weather has opened up some of the roads and they have fixed the roads the best they can without wasting any gravel. Chair Nickerson asked how the overtime was looking and Director VanTassel replied good, he has used it a few times but overtime has been minimal. Director VanTassel noted they have been doing some equipment maintenance and keeping busy. Chair Nickerson asked if Director VanTassel was still supplying the Board with a monthly operations report. Director VanTassel stated he was but right now things have been day-to-day and it is hard to pin-point were they will be. Selectmen Giunta stated at the calibration class the instructor discussed using calcium chloride in the summer to make the roads better. Director VanTassel replied he would have to look in to it further because a lot of the road is lost through dust erosion. Chair Nickerson stated in the Town of Meredith, the center of the road is hard from the use of calcium chloride but it doesn't work. Director VanTassel noted most of the Town's roads do not have a road base. Chair Nickerson asked if Truck #6 was fixed and Director VanTassel replied yes, it was a valve moving one revolution faster that was causing the problem. Selectman Ober noted that Hunkins Pond Road was becoming ripply again. Chair Nickerson stated the State refused to dig it up and they only cut the asphalt out. TA Veloski was asked to contact DOT's C.R. Wileke. Jeff Jenkins informed the Board that Chuck Flanders is the new guy. Director VanTassel stated if the road gets any worse, it can be addressed in the spring.

  3.1 Town Hall Rental form – TA Veloski explained he has drafted a new Town Hall rental form and asked the BOS to review for comments next week. TA Veloski and the BOS discussed how expensive it is to heat the Town Hall during the winter months. Selectman Giunta suggested making the rental no later than October 31st and no earlier than April 1st. TA Veloski was asked to e-mail the rental rules to the BOS with the form.  3.2 Harassment Training – TA Veloski informed the Board he has sent out an e-mail to all of the Department Heads with a direct link to the training, which takes about two hours. TA Veloski noted there are only a few employees that are outstanding and TC Goss has said, she will not be taking the training because she is an Elected Official. TA Veloski stated if they refuse to take the class then it becomes their responsibility and no the Town's liability, all we can do is encourage them. Jeff Jenkins noted the problem is that you are aware of problems but are not addressing them. TA Veloski noted he and Finance Officer McGee are taking some Human Resource classes but Town Counsel & outside resources could be utilized.

Selectman Ober explained the other problem is that there has not been any fuel assistance from “CAP”.
