The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, January 30, 2013 at 4:30 pm. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Dave Nickerson, Karen Ober and Guy Giunta. TA Veloski was also present.     











PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment – None at this time. 











2.0  Tim Lang and Earl Leighton Re: ZBA Alternate appointment 


  2.1 Earl Leighton – Mr. Leighton stated he has dealt with zoning over the years and it interests him through the building process. Chair Nickerson asked Mr. Leighton what his thoughts were on Workforce Housing (WFH). Mr. Leighton replied usually WFH would be handled by the Planning Board and knows that the average cost is $220K and the Town has a tremendous amount if you look at it, the only piece that is really missing is multi-units. Chair Nickerson made a motion to appoint Earl Leighton to the ZBA as an alternate. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Selectman Ober swore-in Mr. Leighton and the BOS signed the appointment form.  
  2.2 Timothy Lang (arrived later) - Mr. Lang stated he is willing to learn and help out where he can. Mr. Lang informed the Board he understands the “grant” process and will sit down with ZBA Chair Olmstead. Selectman Ober stated there was a recent issue with the factor of noise not being taken into consideration and site visits were discussed. Mr. Lang provided the BOS with an update on the work of the School District's Budget Committee (2.5% increase). Chair Nickerson made a motion to appoint Tim Lang to the ZBA as an alternate. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Selectman Ober swore-in Mr. Lang and the BOS signed the appointment form.

                            3.1 Zoning Board, Bill Whalen appointment – TA Veloski stated in a response to a question, Mr. Whalen was appointed when there were problems between the ZBA & BOS and he volunteered at that time. Chair Nickerson noted some of the discussions regarding the ZBA took place in non-public session.

  3.3 Old Town Hall Rental Rules – The BOS reviewed suggested changes made last week. Selectman Giunta made a motion to approve the Old Town Hall's new rental rules and fees. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.     3.4 Out Door Theatrical License – Selectman Giunta made a motion to approve the amended Out Door Theatrical License/Parades & Open Air Meetings forms. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.


  3.5 E-mail from Attorney Boldt Re: Whitney property – TA Veloski stated there was discussion of splitting the survey costs between the property owner and the Town. TA Veloski informed the Board that Surveyor, Jon Martin is willing to approach the property owners. The BOS granted permission.  






  3.6 Harassment Training – TA Veloski stated the BOS can not force Elected Officials to take the class, only encourage but TC/TC Gross has taken the class. Mr. Lang suggested placing something in the Town's policies. 












4.0  New Business 









  4.1 Capital Reserve Funds (CRF) – TA Veloski stated he has been looking to save money in the budget. TA Veloski suggested changing the purpose of the Town Building Improvement CRF ($100K in fund) and read  the original warrant article from 1973. TA Veloski stated then $30K could be used from the fund to have a design/concept study done without raising taxes. TA Veloski noted the last time any of the funds were used was to upgrade the Town Hall bathroom 3-4 years ago. BOS to review & revisit next week. 









     
  4.2 Flood Control Reimbursement – TA Veloski reported that the Town is owed $54,554 dollars in flood control funding from the State.

  4.6 Highway Garage – Proposals to fix heating & vents – The Board reviewed a proposal to fix the heating in the amount of $4,825 dollars and the vents in the amount of $4,680 dollars. TA Veloski reported that he has asked that the repair person submit a letter stating the wrong equipment was installed then he can consult with the Town Attorney but three bids will be needed.

5.0  Zoning Enforcement update – Master Plan, Planner Ward informed the Board that a complete draft has been approved by the Planning Board (PB) and a copy will be sent to each Land Use Board for the Public Hearing & joint meeting scheduled for March 7, 2013 @ 7:00 p.m. Planner Ward noted that a Housing section will be added by the SHAC and the Conservation Commission has suggested a conservation section be added as well. Giguere Auto Wholesalers, Planner Ward stated there was report made by Selectman Ober regarding vehicles being parked at Pirate's Cove and they are parking them there but with consent of the owner. Planner Ward stated he expressed concern with all of the vehicles being parked on-site and the plan being withdrawn for cause. Planner Ward noted the Site Plan's “mylar” has been submitted for signature with the Town of Tilton then will come to us. Black Brook Watershed, Planner Ward reported that all of the tasks have been completed and the final report by AE COM has been submitted to the State. Bishop Junkyard, Case still open. Cynthia Holt, To be reopened in the Spring. Woodman Road – 2-lot Subdivision, Planner Ward informed the BOS that a Public Hearing is scheduled for Walter & Laurana Joslyn on 2/7/13. Certificate of Zoning Compliance, Planner Ward provided the Board with a report of pending cases and noted that a lot of them have been accessory apartments. Zoning Amendments, Planner Ward updated the BOS with potential zoning amendments being proposed by the PB. Community Planning Project Grant (CPG), Planner Ward explained that he informed the PB of the grant (25% match commitment/ up to $30K) at their last meeting, which would help address the WFH issues the Town may face. Planner Ward asked if the BOS were okay with him proceeding. Selectman Giunta replied he would have to refer to the PB on a decision. Planner Ward noted the grant's submission deadline is 2/12/13 and the timing is tight. Selectman Ober made a motion to pursue and present the CPG to the PB. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed. Chair Nickerson was opposed.
