  5.1 Update on the work of the Budget Committee – Chair Nickerson updated the Board regarding the BC's last meeting. 




 
  
  5.2 Winnisquam Fire Station –  Chair Nickerson stated the issue was discussed at last week's meeting and opinions were voiced but nothing was really decided. Chair Nickerson stated he has had a few people talk to him since and they are hoping the Board pursues more information. Selectman Giunta asked Fire Chief Dexter, if the intent was to shut the door. Chief Dexter replied the only way to make the proposal a viable option is to have 24/7 coverage and the 42 hours proposed really doesn't do much for us. Chief Dexter stated the $37K (that Sanbornton would pay) could be used in better ways and if the W.F.S. was to go to 24/7 coverage, the Town would have to pay +$100K when you do the math. Chief Dexter noted he is trying to do what's best for Sanbornton and he is not trying to build an “empire”, that's silly. Chair Nickerson proposed forming a sub-committee and then approaching Belmont/Tilton/Northfield, to see if they are willing to have discussions. Chair Nickerson noted that Don Foudriat was not wrong about the response time of 35-40 minutes. Chair Nickerson stated he would like to have discussions and get some information, if the other Towns are willing because people are interested. Chief Dexter stated after the Selectmen's meeting on January 9th, the Board said not to move forward at this time. Chair Nickerson replied the minutes of the meeting said not to close the door because there is a lot more to it. Chief Dexter replied the minutes were not really accurate. Selectman Giunta stated based on the option that was provided, the Board didn't want to waste the Chief's time, unless they were doing something better for our Town. Chief Dexter stated ten thousand ($10K) dollars was cut from his budget and now the Board is discussing sending $37K to another community, which upsets him. Chair Nickerson stated the Town is not saying “no” but some of these discussion have taken place at the Fire Chief's meetings and it would be nice to see meeting minutes, for the BOS to review. Chief Dexter replied okay. Selectman Giunta noted the bottom line is that this is not happening tomorrow. Selectman Giunta suggested a letter be written saying, despite what was said in the newspaper article the Town of Sanbornton would like to move forward. Chief Dexter stated the Town is part of Mutual Aid and there should not be any animosity. Selectman Ober stated she was under the impression that what was being presented was the only option but the Chief would be keeping his ear to the ground, in case the proposal was changed to benefit Sanbornton. Selectman Ober noted the fire boat decision, was an economic decision because no raises were given to employees and the Town couldn't afford it. Selectman Ober stated if there is another proposal the BOS will listen. The BOS and Chief Dexter briefly discussed the “sand bar” and the location of the Town lines. Chair Nickerson made a motion to write a letter to the Belmont Select Board and request they hold a discussion with Sanbornton, then if they are willing form a four person (Jeff Jenkins, Guy Giunta, Paul Dexter and a Town resident (tbd)) sub-committee. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
