                            4.1 Swain Conservation Easement – TA Veloski informed the BOS that he has signed some of the easement paperwork and provided the Board with copies for review.

Letter to the Town of Belmont Re: Winnisquam Fire Station (WFS) – TA Veloski provided the Board with a letter to the Town of Belmont regarding the potential reopening of the WFS. TA Veloski stated the BOS also have an article from the Town of Belmont. Chair Nickerson noted the article was in response to Bill Whalen's article. TA Veloski suggested sending the letter if the Selectman want to open up negotiations or do not send the letter & drop it. Chair Nickerson informed those in attendance that he has received about fifteen phone calls and the responses were 50/50 but most of the people he has talked to want a study. Chair Nickerson noted he was surprised, all of the people he talked to said “yes” to the fire boat and discussed a Warrant Article for $10-$15K. Selectman Ober stated the fire boat was a lot of money before. Chair Nickerson replied that Belmont Selectman, Perenti said they were looking for a used pontoon boat because the other one is falling apart. Selectman Ober noted that Tilton/Northfiled, Meredith & Laconia were also involved in the fire boat proposal, so we were not the only ones that didn't go in on it. Chief Dexter stated the area is so confusing because of the Town line and the Town has had only one life safety issue in that area but there has been a lot of law enforcement. Chair Nickerson stated he does not see the benefit of putting money in to a boat. Selectman Ober suggested they send the letter and not rely on the newspaper because they are not always accurate. The BOS signed the letter. 
       

    4.3 Steele Hill Road and “Y” Project – TA Veloski reported that he has spoken with Woodrow Wilson, who thinks he has Pike Industries' costs down by approximately $20K from $120K but the Town may be over by $90K. Selectman Ober stated the Warrant Article was approved for up to and not to exceed so many dollars, not to use the DPW budget. TA Veloski noted Police details was the majority of the overage. Chair Nickerson stated the project's engineering guy said there was plenty of money. Selectman Ober asked how they could be held accountable, there is no recourse if they were not watching the Town's money. TA Veloski offered to contact the Town's Attorney. Chair Nickerson stated material quantities is where the money is made and someone should have been watching it. TA Veloski informed the BOS he also discussed the cracking pavement on Steele Hill Road. Chair Nickerson stated he will not be signing anything, until it has been fixed because there was something wrong with the asphalt and it is not the Town's responsibility to pay for a road that is like it used to be. TA Veloski stated the roads will be reviewed in the Spring.
