The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, March 20, 2013 at 4:30 pm. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Dave Nickerson, Karen Ober and Guy Giunta. TA Veloski was also present.     










PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment 
- Mitch Lewis talked about 3 subjects:
1) The time of the meetings at 4:30 being difficult for working residents.  The BOS advised Mr. Lewis that this was the first complaint since the change.
2) Mr. Lewis commented on the roads and how the Town manages the mud season.  The BOS took his comments under advisement and told Mr. Lewis we were looking for a better way to handle the roads.
3) Mr. Lewis asked the deadline for warrant articles (4/9/13).  









2.0 Jane Goss re TC/TC benefits – Ms. Goss addressed the BOS advising them that she was not going to seek re-election and that currently she does not have benefits since she is retired, but the next TC/TC would need benefits and requested that the benefits be placed in the budget for FY 2015.  Ms. Goss advised the BOS that Ms. Davis, the Deputy TC/TC is in training and should be able to fill in if necessary.  When Ms. Goss leaves there will have to be an audit and there will need to be new warrants.  The BOS thanked Ms. Goss and is glad there is a plan of action in place.             





  






  

3.0  Fire Chief Dexter re new truck – Chief Dexter told the BOS the new truck is in and the BOS recessed at 5:56 pm to see the new truck.  The BOS reconvened at 6:13 pm.                





 

4.0  Metrocast Update – Attorney Miller forwarded the 5 year extension on the Metrocast contract.  Ms. Miller advised that the new contract offered by Metrocast was not as good for the Town as extending the old contract.  Selectman Giunta made a motion to follow the Attorney’s advice and sign the contract extension.  Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.   The BOS noted that Fairpoint is now providing DSL to parts of Sanbornton that were not covered before.

                            5.1 Mrs. McDonald  – TA Veloski advised the BOS that Mrs. McDonald has some concerns with the easement and did not sign. The BOS was willing to change the 60 day period, but was not willing to extend the extension until her son leaves, sells or passes away.  The TA to communicate the decision to Mrs. McDonald.
 5.2 MD&A – The TA provided the BOS with a copy of the Management Discussion and Analysis for the audit written by the Financial Director McGee. The BOS should review and get comments back by the end of the week.  
       

    
5.3 Bridges – TA Veloski provided the BOS with a list of the Town Bridges according to the NH DOT and their conditions.  The Town still has 2 red listed bridges.
5.4 CPG Grant – The TA gave the BOS a draft warrant article for the CPG Grant.  The BOS may wish to bring the grant to Town Meeting rather than accept as money that became available during the year.

  6.1 Draft expenditure for February – TA Veloski provided the BOS with a draft copy of expenditures for February.   



  
6.2 Letter of resignation –  TA Veloski provided the BOS with a letter of resignation from Jason Sirles of the DPW.  Selectman Ober asked about the process for replacing Mr. Sirles, DPW Director VanTassel is working on the ad.
 6.3 IRS Meeting – TA Veloski advised the BOS that the IRS had come in to review some records regarding 1099’s.  Some of the forms were missing the dashes (-) in the TIN numbers the Finance Director is correcting the problem.  The Agent advised that some benefits are taxable: vehicles and cell phones.  The TA and Finance Director McGee are looking into the matter. 

  
 6.4 Certificates – The BOS signed two longevity certificates: one for Julie Lonergan for 10 years and one for Mark McSweeney for 5 years.
  


7.0 Recreation Update – Recreation Director Lonergan updated the BOS on a proposed playground at the Town Park.  The playground will include swings and climbing activities.  There will be a chain link fence with slats to prevent sand from going on to the wood chips that prevent injuries.  The playground is being funded by donations and volunteer work.  This is Phase 1 of updates.  Fund raising is underway for Phase 2.  There was a brief discussion over whether to use wood chips or rubber mulch under the swing sets, Selectman Nickerson advised that the rubber mulch has a smell and breaks down faster than wood chips. It is expected the work will be done June or July this year.  Mrs. Lonergan advised the BOS that the Little League is not in Sanbornton any more.  Mrs. Lonergan commented that it is much better having the BOS meetings at 4:30 pm.

12.1 Update Michael Nemetz Trial – Selectman Nickerson updated the BOS on the trial in Rochester.  The Judge basically dismissed the case advising the plaintiff to sit with the Town and work out an arrangement to remove his property.  The Town’s Attorney provided the Judge with the paperwork provide Mr. Nemetz and the Judge said it looked fine and advised Mr. Nemetz to sit with the Town and make an agreement.  Mr. Nemetz signed the agreement.   

12.2 Budget Committee – Selectman Nickerson advised the BOS the Tuesday meeting was cancelled due to weather and would be held this Friday at 6:30 pm.
12.3 Hazardous Mitigation Meeting – Selectman Ober updated the BOS on the meeting that took place this morning.  The group reviewed the inventory of critical facilities and updated along with the bridges.  The group also updated the major events since 2008.
12.4 Reverse 911 – Selectman Ober explained about reverse 911 that alerts residents of emergencies in their area.  The BOS received a letter regarding this and is forwarding to the Police Chief for action.
12.5 Conditions of the road projects – The BOS discussed the areas of concern with the “Y” project, bumps and cracks. TA Veloski advised the BOS that he had been in contact with C. R. Willeke of DOT and he would be coming next week to look at the bumps and cracks that are occurring in the new road surfaces.  Selectman Nickerson will attend the meeting with C.
