SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
March 27, 2013

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, March 27, 2013 at 4:30 pm. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Dave Nickerson, Karen Ober and Guy Giunta. TA Veloski was also present.     










PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment

Sherry Kemp Re: Zoning Board decision – Ms. Kemp stated she has concerns with the Town's departments having discontent between them and feels they all should be on the same track. Ms. Kemp stated the Master Plan says people should be protecting the Town's Natural Resources but the flow into Hermit Lake has been increased from a recent conversion of a seasonal one-family vacation home in to a two-family. Ms. Kemp noted that things need to start to matter because Lake Winnipesaukee is used as an example of what not to do, when it comes to building. Chair Nickerson asked if the discussion was over the recent variance that was granted by the ZBA and Ms. Kemp replied yes, it was a vacation house and it should have stayed that way. Ms. Kemp stated the area is very delicate and there is so little fresh/clean water left it needs to be protected with everyone working together. Selectman Giunta explained that the Zoning Board is a separate entity and the information that was provided has been reviewed. Ms. Kemp replied she had provided the ZBA with 40 pages of information and feels they didn't read it. Chair Nickerson stated the BOS has not control over the ZBA and asked if the septic system was discussed. Ms. Kemp replied yes it was but they (ZBA) review the number of bathrooms but she was looking at two washing machines, sinks, etc. and a steep grade. Chair Nickerson stated the ZBA looks at all of those things. Ms. Kemp stated once the clean water is gone, it's gone and she may call the State (DES) because they wouldn't be happy. Selectman Giunta noted that if some law has been broken then Ms. Kemp could use that. Chair Nickerson stated the Board would discuss the issue with Planner Ward and ZBA Chair Olmstead, to see if this can be prevented in the future.  





   









2.0  Holt & Tanner Re: “Y” project – Chair Nickerson stated the BOS have reviewed the extra costs for the “Y” project and they understand some of them but there was $6K in future spending. Chair Nickerson asked if Pike Industries replaced Mr. Fox's culvert because there were problems in that area. Woodrow Wilson replied he believes that we (Tanner) paid for the culvert. Selectman Giunta asked Mr. Wilson how the BOS explains the overage to the public. Mr. Wilson replied change order number 2 was a joint seal/vertical joint that was added in, there was the change order for the uniformed officers, the curbing at the Fox property but that was included in the bid and the change order for $8,600 dollars for the balancing of materials. Chair Nickerson stated the State has reviewed Lower Bay & Upper Bay Roads beyond the Robatialle's property and there are some culvert issues. Mr. Wilson stated the freezing & thawing causes bumps in the road. Chair Nickerson replied there were not bumps there before and he has received three written complaints. TA Veloski noted the Town is meeting with C.R. Willeke tomorrow at 11:00 a.m. to review the roads. Mr. Wilson stated he would like to come with them. Selectman Ober stated out of $74K the Town's balance is $42K and TA Veloski replied yes. Mr. Wilson stated the final application from Pike is $42,192.05 dollars. Selectman Ober stated there would be no bill after, right? Mr. Wilson replied right, unless more work is needed. Chair Nickerson asked if the bumps need to be fixed, who fixes them? Mr. Wilson replied Pike does. TA Veloski requested that the details be placed in with the figures of the contract. Chair Nickerson noted Fox's culvert replacement was not authorized by the BOS and there were a lot of issues. Mr. Wilson explained the replacement cost was not that much and it was done under the bid prices. The BOS thanked them for their time.       










                                





 

3.0  Old Business

  





                            3.1 Budget – TA Veloski provided the BOS with six sheets of budgets that the Budget Committee and the BOS differ on, which gives them something to think about. Selectman Ober noted that the PB did not support taking out the mapping figure. The Board reviewed page #30. TA Veloski stated the replacement of Truck #6 was $27K but Director VanTassel has reported that the price has increased to $36K and it will need to be looked at. Chair Nickerson noted the Budget Committee is recommending the purchase of a more heavy duty truck and wanted know how much the roller is used per year. Chair Nickerson stated it is $125 dollars an hour to utilize Frank Dalton. TA Veloski replied the roller is used 30 days in the Spring and 30 days in the Fall. Chair Nickerson asked if it is cheaper to rent or to buy a new roller. The BOS reviewed a bid from CAT for a new roller with a trade-in of the old roller (fixed & not fixed) and the old grader blade. Director VanTassel noted the roller will need to be fixed for a better trade-in price. Director VanTassel stated the Stone Rhino (roller) has never worked well for the DPW because it is designed for newer roads. Chair Nickerson asked if the department's trailer was big enough and Director VanTassel replied he would check. Chair Nickerson noted air brakes may be needed as well. Director VanTassel informed the Board that he is still waiting for a bid from Volvo but they didn't want some of the trade-ins. Chair Nickerson asked if there were any maintenance costs included in the pricing and TA Veloski replied no, this is strictly a cost analysis. Selectman Ober requested that the warranties be checked as well. Director VanTassel reported he does not have a bid from Kenworth yet but it is $2K apart from the CAT bid. Director VanTassel noted he would like to try aluminum rims versus steel, for a possible switch. Chair Nickerson stated he would like to see the roller purchased, so we have it when we need it. The BOS discussed the Kenworth model with Representative, Justin Barriault. Mr. Barriault informed the Board that bid model is heavy duty with a bigger chassis, 300 horse power (9 liter) and a single axle. Chair Nickerson asked what the difference would be for a 10-wheeler and Mr. Barriault replied 10-15K. The BOS discussed warranty information. Director VanTassel noted a 10-wheeler would haul more and he would look into it. Selectman Ober suggested two different warrant articles, to see what the people want.
