SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, April 3, 2013 at 4:30 pm. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Karen Ober and Guy Giunta. TA Veloski was also present. Dave Nickerson was absent.

1.0 Public Comment 









  1.1
Curt McGee Re: Election payments – Mr. McGee stated he is here tonight as a resident. Mr. McGee stated that because he cuts checks for the Town and is the Treasurer for the School District. Mr. McGee explained the Town pays the salary of the TC/TC as an Election worker and she was paid twice, once from the Town and once from the school. Mr. McGee informed the BOS that he has sent the school a letter notifying them of the situation because the Town has not done anything wrong. The BOS took under advisement.     





   



   1.2 Jeff Jenkins Re: Black Brook Road – Mr. Jenkins referred to one of the Selectmen's March meeting minutes where they discussed placing a top-coat on Black Brook Road, which he thinks is a mistake to think about but understood the cost savings of ($2K) mobilization with the Town of Meredith. Mr. Jenkins noted it will take 1180 tons to top-coat Black Brook Road 1 1/2 inches thick and the asphalt prices will fluctuate with the price of gasoline. Mr. Jenkins reminded the Board they are risking $135K. The BOS reviewed pictures of Black Brook Road showing a cracked joint with parallel cracks. Mr. Jenkins stated the road is not strong enough for trucks and Pike Industries needs to fill the center-line joints before a top-coat is considered. Mr. Jenkins noted that it has not even been a season, it has been under four months and the joints have opened up. Mr. Jenkins noted there is an application process and he has a theory of what happened, it was the same crew with the same mix. Mr. Jenkins stated the Town will lose the base of the road if something is not done within 30 days. 




 





2.0  Fire Department Update – Chief Dexter – Chief Dexter brought the department's old laptops and the new “i-pads” to show the BOS. Chief Dexter stated the “i-pads” are very user friendly and have touch screens. Selectman Ober asked if there was a way to back the information up and Chief Dexter replied yes, they have “i-cloud” storage that is password protected. Chief Dexter noted that all three of the “i-pads” sync together for the department's schedules & trainings. Chief Dexter stated the licensing through the State for the “Tempsis” program is saving money and ComStar has access to the ambulance billing reports. Chief Dexter reported the month of March has been slow due to the weather and they are 25 calls down from last year and all of the department's vehicles have been through their “PM's”. Chief Dexter explained the State has gone to once a year inspections for big trucks and he will wait until September next year to do the “PM's”. Chief Dexter stated the tanker is running very well and his people are being trained how to operate & drive it. The BOS signed a P.A.F. for Jason Lamprey. Chief Dexter noted that the department's budget is doing well, with 69% expended to date. Chief Dexter informed the BOS that the next Hazard Mitigation Plan meeting is on April 17, 2013. Selectman Ober explained that she just attended a workshop regarding human resources and asked if the Personnel Action Forms (P.A.F.) is filed with FO McGee. TA Veloski replied they are kept in his office. Chief Dexter replied he keeps a copy as well. Selectman Ober stated if the forms are part of the personnel file then they need to be kept on-site, I-9's & medical information should be kept separately and the Chief shouldn't be keeping a copy at the Fire Station. Jeff Jenkins stated the documents should be kept as “draft” in order to create a formal document. Chief Dexter stated he keeps multiple files in one folder. Selectman Ober noted that all of the HR information is available on-line through Primex. TA Veloski stated he would check into it.

                            3.1 TC/TC benefits – TA Veloski provided the BOS with an e-mail from Attorney Mansfield stating that because the benefits were not formally rescinded at Town Meeting the funds will just need to placed back into the budget.

Letter from Hoyle & Tanner Re: “Y” project – TA Veloski reported that the last payment request was received today for $42K. Selectman Ober asked if the additional fees of $4,820 dollars were to come out and TA Veloski replied yes, in the Spring. TA Veloski noted that there is also a change order for $6K. Selectman Ober made a motion to approve $6,919.68 dollars in change order for the “Y” project. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.    
       

   
  3.3 Solid Waste Committee – The BOS reviewed an e-mail from Earl Leighton, stating no one showed up for the last SWC Meeting. Mr. Leighton is requesting the Board advertise for new members. TA Veloski to advertise. 




   3.4 Hillary Pencoski Re: Sant Bani students – The Board reviewed the e-mail requesting work for the students. Selectman Ober suggested that Recreation Director Lonergan come up with a task list for the Town Park or Town Beaches.   

  3.5 Belmont Town Warrant – TA Veloski stated the Board wanted to now who pays for sewer & water. It is set-up through user fees. 


    


  3.6 MetroCast Franchise Extension - TA Veloksi reported that the extension contract has been returned to the Town. 





              
  3.7 Town Warrant 2013 – TA Veloski informed the Board that Director VanTassel has provided information regarding the truck purchase but none of the numbers in the warrant will be final until after the Budget Committee's Public Hearing on 4/9/13. TA Veloski stated the Liberty International is $128K plus $70K for the truck's body and the pricing from Kenworth is about the same but the figures do not include some of the financing fees. TA Veloski noted the estimate for the vibrating roller is $106K and it is better to have more than not enough. Jeff Jenkins noted the CIP Committee saw the 10 wheeler as more of a dirt truck than a road maintenance truck. TA Veloski noted there are two separate warrant articles, so if the 10 wheeler gets voted down the 6 wheeler could be voted in. Selectman Giunta asked if there was a way to attach a dollar amount, of how much it would cost taxpayers. TA Veloski replied he would check with DRA. Jeff Jenkins stated the loader was on the CIP Committee's radar but the roller was not and the committee is done for the year. TA Veloski explained that it is cheaper to lease/purchase than rent the roller, $10K a year to buy or $3K a month to rent.   


    3.8 ARRA Funds – TA Veloski reported that all of the $918K in ARRA funding has been received. 









    3.9 List of Tax Deed Properties – TA Veloski stated only one person has been removed from the list, leaving a potential of 21 properties. 




  3.10 Winnisquam Fire Station – TA Veloski reminded the BOS that letters were sent to Belmont & Tilton regarding the WFS and Tilton was the only one to respond. TA Veloski asked if he should contact Tilton for a meeting. Selectman Giunta replied he feels they should wait to see what happens. Selectman Ober noted things were assumed and a snap judgment was made but it may be a good idea to explore what avenue could be taken if it were just us & Tilton. Jeff Jenkins noted the BOS will not know until they talk to Tilton and it doesn't hurt to listen.

  4.1 Police Special Detail Fund – The BOS signed the form to dispense $8,939 dollars.   4.2 Letter from LGC Re: Over charge –  The BOS reviewed the letter asking if the over charge should be taken in or credited. Selectman Giunta made a motion to request the LGC refund the over charged amount. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.  


      




  4.3 P.A.F. - Resignation of Jason Sirles – The BOS signed and regretfully accepted.         4.4 Truck Driver position – TA Veloski informed the Board that three applications have been received for the position and asked how they would like to conduct the hiring process. A panel will be constructed of Director VanTassel, Guy Giunta, TA Veloski and potentially one more. 








  4.5 Custodial back-up position – TA Veloski stated he has seven applications for this position. A panel will be constructed of Cab Vinton, TA, DPW VanTassel and Selectman Ober.
