SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
April 10, 2013 

Town Office


The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, April 10, 2013 at 4:30 pm. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Dave Nickerson, Karen Ober and Guy Giunta. TA Veloski was also present.      










PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment 









  1.1
Jerry Wescott Re: Bishop Junkyard – Mr. Wescott provided the BOS with a letter and stated he sent a letter in December of 2008. Mr. Wescott stated he has been reading the meeting minutes and they said the issue was on hold but he would like an update because the junkyard is polluting the cove. Planner Ward informed Mr. Wescott that he has been to the Bishops as Code Enforcement Officer (CEO) with a Police Officer and an Attorney but it is a difficult situation because the Bishops have no capacity to clean-up the property, due to health issues. Mr. Wescott asked if the Town would help the Bishops scrap the vehicles in the yard. Planner Ward replied if the BOS wants to try but the situation is very frustrating. Evelyn Auger stated if the property is a danger to the Town and can not handle the situation, the Courts could assign someone or another family member to help. Selectman Ober stated she likes the idea and suggested Planner Ward push for the clean-up and of nothing gets done then get a relative involved within 14-30 days. Planner Ward noted the inside of the house is just like the outside but he will see what he can do or get the Town's Attorney or Social Services involved.        




 





2.0  Police Department Update – Chief Hankard – Chief Hankard provided the BOS with statistics from January 1st through April 8th. The BOS reviewed. Chief Hankard stated the department has been approved to move forward with the DWI checkpoints grant and there will five held this year. Chief Hankard reported that Officer Phillips needs a few more hours of training and will not be able to complete them until July but he is still able to do Special Details. Chief Hankard noted the warrant article language for the new cruiser should give the option for a trade-in and TA Veloski replied he has amended the article. Selectman Giunta asked if he knows the trade-in value and Chief Hankard replied he would check, plus they plan to detail the old cruiser and remove the decals. Chair Nickerson made a motion to accept Warrant Article #6 and Selectman Giunta seconded the motion. The motion passed unanimously. Chief Hankard informed the Board that he was going to get rid of the 2010 and keep the 2008 cruiser but the 08's transmission is gone, so they have only been using as needed. The 2010 cruiser has higher mileage but they will leave “as is”, if the new cruiser is approved. Chief Hankard noted they may need a new radio for the new cruiser, which is $3,300 dollars but it will be set up the same as the others. Chief Hankard reported that he has received good news from the Town of New Hampton, their P.D. purchased an Interceptor SUV and it has been good in the rain & snow and is cheaper then an Expedition. Chief Hankard stated the raise issue (that came up at the Budget Committee's last meeting) due to Officer McSweeney leaving brought the matter to a head and the rates proposed are not the top rates but they are competitive. The BOS reviewed a break-out of the raises and the impact on the tax rate ($28 dollars per resident a year). Chair Nickerson asked if the detail rates were included in the break-out and Chief Hankard replied details should be looked at separately or as a 2nd job. Chief Hankard noted the police & fire departments will be holding an Emergency Response & Training class regarding school shootings. 








3.0  Zoning Enforcement update – Master Plan; Planner Ward reported that only one comment was made after the Master Plan Public Hearing was held by Ian Raymond regarding a Telecommunications Chapter and the PB is open to the idea but they would like to do it at the same time as the Housing Chapter. Chair Nickerson asked what they would be doing. Planner Ward replied he is not entirely sure of the contents but they will be meeting with Mr. Raymond then a possible committee may be set-up and he will keep the BOS updated. SHAC; Planner Ward reported that the Housing Advisory Committee has reviewed the draft chapter and made some changes but they are getting close to adoption this summer. PB & ZBA update; Planner Ward provided the BOS with an update on pending or approved cases. Zoning Amendments; Planner Ward explained proposed Zoning Amendment #1 has been withdrawn because the wrong age (60 years) was included and would be considered illegal by Federal Law. Planner Ward noted the PB would need to hold another Public Hearing and there wouldn't be enough time before Town Meeting. Community Planning Grant; Planner Ward reported the PB is waiting for a start date from LRPC and the grant is on the warrant. Planner Ward stated Jerry Coogan of LRPC has been assigned to the Town as their Consultant. Black Brook Watershed Management; Planner Ward stated Don Foudriat has put together a proposal for “319” grant funds to be utilized for a mailing to all of the property owners in the Black Brook watershed called the “Home Owner's Guide”. Selectman Giunta made a motion to approve that $435 dollars of the “319” grant funds be used for the mailing. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.                           










    



 

4.0  Old Business

  





                            4.1 Budget – Planning Board; Selectman Giunta made a motion to reduce line #4191.900 to $600 dollars. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Zoning Board; Selectman Ober made a motion to change the Selectmen's budget to match the Budget Committee, in the amount of $2,298 dollars. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Fire Department; The BOS decided to leave the Fire Department's budget “as is” and let the issue got to Town Meeting. Highway & Streets; The BOS reviewed rental estimates for the proposed roller and Chair Nickerson suggested line 4312.380 be increased to $31,500 dollars. Jeff Jenkins stated a used roller could be purchased because it is only used 3 months out of the year and a smaller roller should be considered (6 feet vs. 8 feet). Chair Nickerson made a motion to increase the hired trucking/equipment line to $31,500 dollars. Selectman Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
Health & Community Organizations; Selectman Ober stated the Greater Lakes Child Advocacy Center is a county organization and does not accept outside funding, the BOS zeroed this line. Selectman Ober stated both of the VNAs serve Sanbornton. After brief discussion, Selectmen Giunta made a motion to split the $1,000 dollars between the Franklin VNA and Central NH VNA & Hospice (total budget stays the same). Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Library& Conservation; The BOS decided to leave the Library and Conservation budgets “as is” and let the issue got to Town Meeting. Individual Warrant Articles; EMS Billing, TA Veloski reported that the billing rates have been increased, so the Chief has proposed a $700 dollar increase. Selectman Giunta made a motion to increase the EMS Billing to $5,000 dollars (+$700). Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Replace DPW Roller, Selectman Giunta made a motion to zero the replace DPW roller. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Lake Water Quality (BMP's), The BOS decided to leave the BMP's “as is” and let the issue got to Town Meeting.

Article #9; Selectman Giunta made a motion to remove Article #9 and Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Article #14; Selectman Giunta made a motion to accept Article #14 with a few wording changes.     TA Veloski to amend. Article #15 & #16; TA Veloski explained this article has not been certified by the TC/TC yet. Chair Nickerson noted there are utility lines buried under the middle of the road on Shute Hill.

TA Veloski noted the School District is doing nothing about the letter that was sent last week. Selectman Ober stated Mr. McGee was just informing the Board of the situation, nothing has happened. Chair Nickerson stated if he wants to apologize, he can.    

  4.5 Joint meeting with Town of Tilton Re: WFD – TA Veloski stated the Town of Tilton's, TA Fulweiller is trying to determine who will attend the meeting and he will send a letter to the Town of Belmont to let them know about the meeting. 

  4.6 Solid Waste Committeee - TA Veloski reported that he has not advertised the committee's openings because they need a mission statement. The BOS will ask DPW Director VanTassel to draft something.
