2.0  Patsy Wells Re: Warrant for Town Meeting – The BOS and Moderator, Patsy Wells reviewed the Town Warrant to discuss who would be speaking on each Warrant Article. The BOS agreed that the Town Report would be introduced and a prayer would be made. Moderator Wells stated any board member, committee member or Town official that speaks personally about an issue, speak at the microphone and there should be a caveat to make it clear. Moderator Wells noted she would discuss this issue further with Attorney Boldt. Selectman Giunta suggested a second microphone be placed in the back of the Town Hall, in addition to the microphone in the front. TA Veloski was asked to contact the Town's sound guy.

5.0  Fire Department Update – Chief Dexter provided the BOS with the resignation of Jim Norris and new hire paperwork for Dan Chapman. The Board signed. Chief Dexter explained the month of April (one less call than 2012) has put the department back on track for call volume and mutual aid is up. Chief Dexter stated “i-pad” training is going well and they have been mapping/tracking hydrants but unfortunately the information doesn't sync, so some manual data entry is needed. Chief Dexter reported that Michael Skeats has been gathering a list of tools the department may need for vehicle maintenance. Chief Dexter stated the month of May will be busy starting with Fire Practical Evolution Training on May 16th with Tilton's F.D. and they have been asked to bring the porto-tank truck. They will also be burning a building in May on Knox Mountain Road and the abutters have been notified. Chief Dexter noted the department's budget is 77% spent to date and the tanker's total cost will be $1,300 dollars under.

              7.2 Expenditure Report from the Finance Officer –  TA Veloski informed the Board that General Government Building is over budget by $ 18K because of fuel & heating oil, the tanks had to be filled at the DPW and P.D. TA Veloski noted the Police budget could be over depending upon if and when a new officer leaves and the other is hired. The DPW is over by $20-30K due to hired snow removal, repair & maintenance, equipment maintenance, vehicle repair and salt & sand, which are just the big ones with a lot of small lines over as well. Enforcement is over by $10K due to the well replacement this past year. TA Veloski stated the bottom-line will be close and any increased spending could be a problem.
