                       1.1 Bill Whalen Re: ATV Liability Insurance – Mr. Whalen referred to an e-mail he sent dated 5/30/13 between himself and Jennifer Porter of the Rowley Agency, which states private landowners must be registered with the State of NH's Bureau of Trails Program and the intent is to provide coverage for private/individual landowners. Mr. Whalen noted there is no coverage for public road use and the Town has no coverage at all, which would be a terrible risk for the Town.   




 





2.0  Steve Ober – Appointment to the Conservation Commission & Alternate to the Library Trustees – Mr. Ober stated he has been a member of the Conservation Commission for about five years and during that time he has worked with Hal Graham and Steele Hill Resorts to keep water quality and conserve land. Chair Giunta made a motion to appoint Steve Ober to the Conservation Commission. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed. Mr. Ober stated he discussed being an alternate with Cab Vinton because he has been involved and uses the library weekly. Chair Giunta made a motion to appoint Steve Ober, as an alternate to the Library Trustees. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed.

Selectman Ober asked if the commission was facing any challenges. Mr. Vail replied that they have been working slowly to get their Standards & Guidelines finished but something has come up quarterly. 4.0  Department Updates        







           4.1 Department of Public Works – To be rescheduled. BOS reviewed weekly schedule. 4.2 Fire Department – Chief Dexter – Chief Dexter reported that the department will be starting a dry hydrant maintenance program on July 1st, they have already started to pin point all of the hydrant's locations and there are a few that need to be replaced. Chief Dexter stated the hydrants will be flood tested, pump flushed and repainted because it has not been done in awhile. Chief Dexter noted they will be starting with Cawley Pond first and then he has concerns with Hueber Drive not having a hydrant. Chief Dexter stated he would like the assistance of the Public Works Department and would be coordinating with Director VanTassel. Chief Dexter explained he would also be developing a “Capital Improvements Program” (CIP) over the next year for all of the existing hydrants, while looking at other locations for potential installations. The Chief and the BOS discussed the location of the Town's Hermit Beach. Chair Giunta made a motion to authorize Chief Dexter to purchase $3,263 dollars for 20 lengths of 2 1/2 inch hose from FF supplies, $3,924.92 dollars for tools & equipment for vehicle maintenance and $3,200 dollars for an IV Pump out of line #628. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed.  Chief Dexter noted all of the funds to be spent are out of his 2013 budget.

Selectman Ober noted she is not saying that the people that were here are not responsible. Chair Giunta made a motion to not allow the use of ATV's on Johnson Road, Brook Road and Bennett's Ferry Road. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed.       
       



  5.3 Custodial Services  – TA Veloski reported that he check on pricing with Pure Impressions Cleaning Services for two days a week at 3 hours, at a cost of $25 dollars an hour versus $10 dollars an hour for the applicants. TA Veloski noted the service cost is double and not budgeted for but if one person is sick, the service can send another person. Selectman Ober stated they should hire an applicant and if it doesn't work out then contact with a cleaning service. Selectman Ober made a motion to have TA Veloski move forward with the hiring of an applicant for custodial services for the Town Office & Library. Chair Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed.
