SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
July 17, 2013

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, July 17, 2013 at 4:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Karen Ober, Dave Nickerson and Guy Giunta. TA Veloski was also present.       










PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.


1.0 Public Comment 
  








                        1.1 Earl Leighton Re: Complaints – Mr. Leighton expressed concern with the way complaints are handled because he has heard they go to the department head but he feels all complaints should go to the BOS, to decide what level the complaint rises to. Chair Giunta replied the Board does not have a policy currently in place. Selectman Nickerson stated some of the complaints were received but no response was ever given. The BOS will follow up on Mr. Leighton's comments and draft a policy. 



  1.2 Russ Cedarberg Re: Town Roads – Mr. Cedarberg stated he was wondering if the Town was privatizing some of the road work because the ditches are not clear and the ditches has not been handling the rainfall. Mr. Cedarberg explained that when you see people's driveways washing away, it is because they are not being properly maintained. Mr. Cedarberg stated the DPW has made an attempt to clear the ditches but it is not adequate, which causes concern of their work ethics and the pride they take in their job. Chair Giunta stated the Board does not want to privatize the work, if the Town is paying for a DPW Director. Mr. Cedarberg addressed concern with the Town's equipment being parked for three weeks somewhere other than the garage or being driven back & forth from location to the garage, instead of being left near the next day's work site. Mr. Cedarberg noted there is gravel in the woods that is our tax dollars and the wing could be picked up six inches, to stop that from happening. 











 



2.0  Evelyn Auger Re: BOS Meeting of June 26th – Mrs. Auger informed the BOS that she just happened to read the Board's meeting minutes of 6/26/13 and there were a whole lot of things that bothered her, so the 1st thing is a complaint about the minutes because she couldn't understand the intent. Mrs. Auger stated she understands the power hunger and being called a “bitch” but doesn't think it should have been in the minutes. Mrs. Auger noted she used to be in their shoes and thinks she may be the only Selectmen that was ever shot at but being called names is part of the position. Mrs. Auger stated the complaint in the minutes, does not say who made the complaint. Mrs. Auger made a 91-A request for a copy of the Board's June 26th minutes. Mrs. Auger stated in the complaint it also asked for the letter to be re-written, was it to be re-written to take things out or be typed? Who is “he” in the fourth paragraph? Mrs. Auger explained that she was at the meeting, she saw a lot of passion & frustration but the Board of Selectmen is the DPW's boss and it should be that way. Mrs. Auger stated none of this is the TA's fault because he has been handed the responsibility of others and he is not a Town Manager but a Town Administrator doing things that are the Board's responsibility. Mrs. Auger referred to the comment, “I have been silent too long” in the attached letter written by Selectmen Ober and stated she feels bad because this is an elected position and the people want you to be outspoken, not sit back and be silent, work the issue out. Mrs. Auger made a 91-A request for the minutes of the non-public session on 6/26 under item #5.0. Mrs. Auger stated you have to be careful when you sit on a board, you are friends with a lot of people but the minute you sit down at that table you can not let that friendship interfere. Mrs. Auger noted that she has been listening to the comments about the DPW and the Town has a young man who is overwhelmed without much experience that worked under another man without much experience either. Mrs. Auger reminded the BOS that her husband was the Town's Road Agent with a five man crew that salted & sanded all of the Town's roads. Mrs. Auger stated the current person has a six man crew, new equipment and is still hiring people to help with the roads, there is definitely something wrong. Mrs. Auger emphasized that the BOS needs to figure out the problem.         


           

 







3.0  Health Officer Reappointment – Selectman Ober made a motion to forward Bill Tobin's name to the Department of Health & Human Services, to be the Town's Health Officer. Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Selectman Ober swore-in Mr. Tobin.  








4.0  Discussion Re: Evelyn Auger's comments – Selectman Nickerson approves of what Evelyn Auger said and has been trying to tell the Board what was stated earlier tonight. Selectman Nickerson stated the letter (submitted by Selectman Ober) was brought on by my comments to the DPW Director regarding people leaving and he has now gone to the Local Government Center and spent his own money to retain a lawyer. Selectman Nickerson stated the common thread needs to be discussed, the Board has had 3 public discussion and 2 non-public discussions, one which he was not a part of. TA Veloski stated he drafted the minutes and forgot to put the non-public minutes were sealed. Evelyn Auger asked if they were sealed for eternity.... Chair Giunta replied there was no time limit. Those in attendance discussed the Anne Cioffi vs. the Town of Sanbornton Court Case. Selectman Nickerson explained that the BOS would be discussing a road issue brought up by Jeff Jenkins almost a year ago that still has not been fixed. Chair Giunta explained that this job is not fun and nothing is decided without consideration. Chair Giunta noted he has not gotten any road complaints but use to get them all the time. Jeff Jenkins stated people get tired of complaining on “deaf ears” and the position moved from Road Agent to Director, he faults the BOS for that because you do not know the difference. Chair Giunta replied he certainly is not ignoring anyone by no means, if I didn't feel like I was doing my job, I would resign. Selectman Nickerson explained that he gets calls all the time and there was a compliant from a resident on Eastman Hill Road but the person didn't sign the complaint, so it was thrown out. Selectman Nickerson stated that person/resident will not come to the BOS but only talk to him and that is what has been happening. Chair Giunta suggested the meeting move forward. 





5.0  Jeff Jenkins, Mitch Lewis, Tim Lang & Nina Gardner – CIP appointment – Jeff Jenkins & Nina Gardner were present. Tim Lang was present but had to leave. Mitch Lewis was absent. Mr. Jenkins explained that the CIP Committee serves at the Selectmen's pleasure, to help with the planning stage. Mr. Jenkins informed the Board that last year was frustrating because the committee wanted to go deeper than just vehicles and get into other capital items to bring a better package forward to you. Chair Giunta made a motion to re-appoint Jeff Jenkins, Nina Gardner, Tim Lang & Mitch Lewis as members of the CIP Committee. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Selectman Ober swore-in Jeff Jenkins & Nina Gardner, Mitch & Tim will have to see the TC/TC. 









6.0  Dorothy Banks – Conservation Commission appointment – Mrs. Banks stated the appointment would be for 3 years. Mrs. Banks informed the Board she moved here one year ago and is into wildlife and their habitats, so she would love to be a member. Chair Giunta made a motion to appoint Dorothy Banks as a member of the Conservation Commission. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Selectman Ober swore-in Mrs. Banks.

  7.1
Recreation Department – Director Lonergan – Joel Smith, Reappointment to the Recreation Committee. Mr. Smith stated he has been a member of the committee since 2001 and has a lot of experience with the current programs and helped with the new playground. Selectman Nickerson made a motion to appoint Joel Smith to the Recreation Committee for another 3-year term. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Selectman Ober swore-in Mr. Smith. Update – Director Lonergan reported that Summer Day Camp is in full swing and they would be going to Attitash this weekend. Director Lonergan stated she helped the Library do a dinosaur dig this morning at the Town Park, which was fun. Director Lonergan informed the Board that she received a call regarding the gate at Winnisquam Beach because there is nowhere to drive in and put a kayak in the water, which she is now bring to the BOS. Director Lonergan noted the gate is open and the lifeguards catch people trying to drive down there, should the gate be locked? Chair Giunta stated the gate was put there to not ruin the Town's investment. Chief Dexter noted there is a liability issue with a single person backing up, they may not see the kid chasing a beach ball through the wooded area. Chief Dexter proposed altering the gate, near the post with red markings and keep the area “ADA” compliant but a few sapling would need to be removed. Selectman Nickerson replied the saplings were on the DES plan and the Town may want to check with Andy Chapman first. Chief Dexter noted the concern is keeping the landing good for the Fire Department, so a boat can go in the water quick. TA Veloski was asked to contact Andy Chapman. Selectman Nickerson suggested making the gate one piece, so people could walk through it. Selectman Nickerson made a motion to keep the gate locked with a “super box” for access. Chair Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Welfare Department – OPW VanTassel – No report at this time. Selectman Nickerson requested an update regarding the status of the Food Pantry.    

  7.3 Zoning Enforcement Officer – Master Plan; Planner Ward stated the Town's 2012 Master Plan has been filed with the Town Clerk and will be proceeding with the development of a Telecommunications Chapter . Planner Ward noted the deadline for interested candidates for the Sanbornton Telecommunication Advisory Committee (STAC) has come and gone, the BOS can make appointments a.s.a.p. Jeff Jenkins reported that Roger Grey has offered to be the CIP Committee's representative on the STAC. Junkyard – Hermit Lake; Planner Ward reported that one of the property owners has met with him and is willing to start clean-up but it has been over a year since the last inspection, so another one will be conducted tomorrow with Town Counsel. Planning Board update; Planner Ward reported Giguere Auto Wholesalers is installing the storm water management system and a service contract has been received. The zoning amendments that were approved at Town meeting have been posted on the Town's web-site. Planner Ward reported that the Community Planning Grant (CPG) contract has been executed with the LRPC effective 7/3/13. Consultant, Jerry Coogan will be getting a tour of potential Workforce Housing (WFH) areas. Planner Ward noted that the Attorney's “deliverables” can be counted towards the Town's direct match figure.

                            8.1 Lower Bay Road  – The BOS reviewed an e-mail form Jeff Jenkins and a picture of the road. Selectman Nickerson stated it is going to cost a lot more money to fix the road, now that it has been over a year. Jeff Jenkins stated the pipe should have been set back five feet but after the road washed out, the pipe was placed in the hole near the edge of the pavement. Jeff Jenkins noted the Town needs to defend its right-of-way because residents push leaves & gravel in the ditches. 





     8.2 Response letter to DPW Director – Selectman Nickerson stated the Town's Attorney has suggested the BOS do something. Chair Giunta recommended the initial letter be sent. Selectman Nickerson asked if there was a response to Selectman Ober's questions. A copy of the response was handed out. Chair Giunta made a motion to send the letter to the DPW Director, which is a summary of the Town Attorney's comments. Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed.
