SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
July 31, 2013

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, July 31, 2013 at 4:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Karen Ober, Dave Nickerson and Guy Giunta. TA Veloski was also present.       










PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.

2.0  Evelyn Auger Re: Road Agent – Mrs. Auger stated after the last time, she looked in to the sudden change in Road Agent to DPW Director with the Transfer Station under the title. Mrs. Auger explained that the more she looked at it, there were 2 or 3 things that jumped out at her. Mrs. Auger noted that she is no lawyer but she did check the RSA's and read aloud RSA 231:62. Mrs. Auger stated the position was elected then went to an appointed position, which was an amendment proposed in 2004 and she is not sure the person was appointed but definitely hired. Mrs. Auger explained the appointee position was a one year term and was never changed. Mrs. Auger referred to RSA 231:65 and noted that an Oath & Bond are required. Mrs. Auger stated the elected Road Agent use to take the Oath and the appointee should too but the process has been dropped off. Mrs. Auger read RSA 231:62-a, which gives the Town at Town Meeting the authority to place the position on a Warrant Article for 1 year or 2 years. Mrs. Auger explained when her husband was the Road Agent, they always worried year to year if he would have a job the next. Mrs. Auger noted if the Town did not like their Road Agent after that year then the Board could decide not to re-appoint. Mrs. Auger stated as for the title of DPW Director, we as a Town never voted to change it and the Town should make that decision. Mrs. Auger noted the Town has a separate Highway Department and Landfill (RSA 231:63) but there is nothing that says the Selectmen can change that. Mrs. Auger stated in 2004 the Board voted to change to a yearly appointed Road Agent (no Oath), in 2005 the Town Report still reflects a Road Agent, in 2006 changed to DPW Director with the same in 2007, in 2008 the duties of the Transfer Station & Building Maintenance are noted with still no vote. Mrs. Auger stated a one million dollar budget has been placed in the hands of a truck driver and everything would have been fine if Johnny VanTassel was left the head of the Transfer Station. Mrs. Auger noted the BOS can not change the past but they can fix the future. Mrs. Auger stated a lot of misinformation has been passed down and she would like to know when it gets solved. Earl Leighton asked if highway crew would be mowing soon and DPW Director VanTassel replied yes, it is going to cost approximately $5K.

4.0  Non-public session under RSA 91-A:3 II (c) – Selectman  Nickerson made a motion to go into non-public session at 5:47 p.m. Chair Giunta seconded the motion. Roll call vote: Nickerson; aye, Ober; aye and Giunta; aye. TA Veloski and AS Rollins were also present. The BOS reconvened the public session at 6:28 p.m. The BOS made a decision to address concerns expressed to the BOS and voted to seal the minutes of the non-public session. 





5.0  Non-public session under RSA 91-A:3 II (c) – Selectman  Nickerson made a motion to go into non-public session at 6:33 p.m. Selectman Ober seconded the motion. Roll call vote: Nickerson; aye, Ober; aye and Giunta; aye. DPW Director VanTassel and TA Veloski were also present. The BOS reconvened the public session at 6:57 p.m. The BOS voted to seal the minutes of the non-public session.









6.0  DPW Update – Director VanTassel –  Mowing – Selectman Nickerson asked if the $5K for the mowing was bid and Director VanTassel replied no, he will bid the mowing next year because he is proposing three passes. Selectman Nickerson stated it is the Town's policy to bid any project over $5K and asked Director VanTassel to check into it, which he agreed to do. Shooting Range - Director VanTassel noted there is $3K for the shooting range but he recently spoke to Horizon Engineering and provided him with an estimate of $10K, so they would like to meet with the BOS to discuss the matter further. TA Veloski to schedule. A brief discussion took place regarding the policy requiring applicants to have a diploma versus a G.E.D. versus experience. Selectman Nickerson stated the qualifications are the Town's job descriptions but it may not be a policy. Paving quote from Pike Industries - Director VanTassel stated the quote from Pike is for $71 dollars a ton, which will get the Town; Black Brook Road topped with shoulder gravel, Hunkins Pond Road from Meeting House Hill Road paved, all of Cram Road paved, the “Y” and cross intersection of Perkins & Philbrook Roads and Shute Hill Road to Rufus Road is included as well. Selectmen Nickerson noted there is no linear footage on the quote and Director VanTassel replied he would have Pike add it. Steve Ober stated he agrees with everything except the paving of Shute Hill Road, when people moved up there the road was dirt and he feels it is a waste of money to pave it. Chair Giunta replied it is one of the last hills in Town that is not paved and it has been complained about for so long, he wants to see it paved because usually as long as the roads are sanded & salted, they are okay. Mrs. Auger noted paving Shute Hill Road would be changing the character because that area was premature for development and now the Board would be making it prime. Selectman Nickerson asked if there were other bids for the paving and Director VanTassel replied no, he will get some. Selectman Nickerson made a motion to bid the Town's summer paving project (roads listed above). Chair Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Director VanTassel stated bidding the project may put the department behind schedule. Selectman Nickerson noted paving of Black Brook Road is critical and Director VanTassel replied worst case scenario, would be to pave it in the Spring.
