SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
September 4, 2013 

Town Office


The Board of Selectmen convened in session Wednesday, September 4, 2013 at 4:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Dave Nickerson, Karen Ober and Guy Giunta. TA Veloski was also present.









   






1.0 Pledge of Allegiance – The BOS and audience repeated the Pledge.

2.0 Authorize Payroll & the Accounts Payable Register – The BOS reviewed payroll and the accounts payable register and signed all of the checks, a copy was made available for public inspection. 




3.0 Jeff Jenkins and Earl Leighton re RSA 91-A requests – Jeff Jenkins started by saying that accountability was very important and he hoped his request was a wake-up call for the BOS.  He noted that of his request 4 of the 6 items he requested did not exist and the other 2 appeared incomplete.  He wanted to ensure that the (bidding) process is followed and that is open and above board.  Selectman Ober is concerned while there is a policy, there is no written bid process to follow.  Mr. Jenkins commented on previous projects that had been bid out.  He stated concern over the written specifications be provided to all bidders.  Selectman Nickerson believes that the BOS was remiss in this process of bidding the dump truck and referred back to the bidding process used for the fire truck and how it was done.  Selectman Nickerson talked of more involvement by the BOS in the bidding process.  Mr. Jenkins referred to a call from a provider over the bidding process for the road projects and they were upset and might not do bidding for the Town on future projects.  Chairman Giunta accepted the blame for the flaws of the bidding process.  Selectman Nickerson objected to Chairman Giunta speaking for him. Chairman Giunta asked Mr. Jenkins if the response to his RSA 91-A request was acceptable, Mr. Jenkins said he wanted to see where the BOS goes from here.  Chairman Giunta presented some draft bids for the projects.  Mr. Jenkins and Mr. Leighton made some comments on parts of the bids that they felt were unclear and needed further work.  Mr. Jenkins suggested that the Fire Chief help the DPW Director on the dump truck specifications, due to his work on the fire truck.  Selectman Nickerson talked of several truck manufacturers to whom bids should be sent.  Chairman Giunta asked Director VanTassel if the State Bids had been reviewed and Director VanTassel responded that the specs used by the State may not be applicable to the Town due to the types of road surfaces in Town.  Director VanTassel will review to see if there are different specifications in the State bid that may be applicable to the Town’s needs.  There was a brief discussion over the maintenance and length of serviceable life of the Town’s vehicles.  Mr. Jenkins talked about the life expectancy of the loader and to have it worked on instead of replacing it.  Selectman Nickerson discussed the overloading of Town trucks and moving up to 10 wheel trucks in the future.  Director VanTassel will get back to the BOS next week with revised specifications for the trucks.  Chairman Giunta made a motion to go out for a bid on the truck, seconded by Selectman Nickerson, 3 Aye, 0 Nay, the motion passed.  Mr. Jenkins talked about extending the contract on Black Brook Road since it was bid out under the ARRA contract.  There was a discussion over the process for awarding the bid for the road projects. Selectman Nickerson talked of more involvement by the BOS in the bidding process.  Mr. Jenkins said the new bid document is a good start but has some holes in it.  Mr. Jenkins will review and make 

recommendations to fill the holes in the bid.  Director VanTassel talked of developing road specifications over the winter.  Mr. Jenkins said there are specifications for developers in building roads in Sanbornton, but not for the Town itself.  Mr. Jenkins and Evelyn Auger talked of the minimum road widths and composition of the road surfaces.  Mr. Jenkins will try to fill the holes in the road bid specifications and get back to the BOS.  The BOS is to review the specifications next week for the roads and truck prior to any posting.  Chairman Giunta made a motion to put the road work out to bid, seconded by Selectman Nickerson, 3 Aye, 0 Nay, the motion passed.  Mr. Jenkins asked that Pike be contacted regarding the discussion on extending the previous bid.  Selectman Ober made a motion to rescind the motion made last week to send the contract to Continental, seconded by Selectman Nickerson.  The motion passed unanimsouly. Selectman Nickerson thanked Mr. Jenkins for trimming out his intersection.


4.0  Non-public – Selectman Nickerson made a motion to go into Non-Public Session under RSA 91-A 3 II (b) at 5:20 p.m., seconded by Selectman Ober roll call vote: Chairman Giunta Aye, Selectman Nickerson Aye, Selectman Ober Aye.   The BOS returned to public session at 5:44 p.m.  No decision made.

Chairman Giunta made a motion to make a conditional offer of employment to Margaret Petraszewski for the Finance Director to start work on September 16, 2013 at the rate of the current Finance Director, seconded by Selectman Ober, 3 Aye, 0 Nay motion passed.
