SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
October 23, 2013

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, October 23, 2013 at 4:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Dave Nickerson, Karen Ober and Guy Giunta. TA Veloski was also present.        










PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.

2.0 Fire Department Budget Review 






  2.1 Lakes Region Dispatch  – Chief Dexter stated he needs to the Board's direction for a vote next week and noted there are a few things he will be addressing. The BOS agreed to let the Chief vote his conscience and for what he feels is right.     


  2.2 Fire Department (4220) – Chief Dexter explained he has included the 6% salary increase and added a fifth day to the per-diem line with an overall increase of $15,874 dollars. Chief Dexter stated the $27K for dispatch fees has been added in to budget as a separate line item but the figure could change. Chief Dexter informed the BOS that there was a payment in the 1999 Town Report in the amount of $22K, so the amount has not increased very much over the years. Chief Dexter stated the new simulcast system has increased the radio & maintenance repair line for reprogramming by $1K, computer service has increased by $100 dollars for upgrades, office supplies has increased by $100 based on past years and the overall increase is $44,667 dollars. Selectman Nickerson asked what the second full-time Fire Department budget is and Chief Dexter replied it is the full-time staff budget to reflect the “Safer Grant” but will go over those figures later.                                   2.3 Emergency Management (4291) – Chief Dexter explained that he spends a lot more time on emergency management than what is reflected, so he has split the pay grade  and increased the line by $1,580 dollars. Overall budget increase of $1,520 dollars. 
  2.4 E 9-1-1 (4292) – Level funded at $4 dollars. 





     2.5 Forest Fire Control (4290) – Level funded at $503 dollars. The total overall public safety budget increase is $46,187 dollars. 





     2.6 Fire Department w/Full-time Staff (Safer Grant) – Chief Dexter informed the BOS that because of the government shutdown the notification for the grant may be pushed out a few weeks. Chief Dexter stated the operating budget has not changed but the payroll reflects two full-time firefighters ($102K) with overtime ($12K) and a decrease in per diem. Chief Dexter stated why isn't the per diem cut in half because of the extension in the current hours. Chief Dexter noted the insurance changes the figures too (see break-out) but the Town is in on the hook for the overtime figure. Selectman Nickerson noted the grant pays for the first two years and the Town pays for the third year. Chief Dexter replied yes, then the Board decides on the fourth year to keep the full-time employees or let them go and go back to the way it was before. Chief Dexter noted some Towns are giving “pink slips” the reapplying for the grant but it will give our Town the opportunity to look at the data, to see if it works. The total overall public safety budget increase with the Safer Grant is $124,607 dollars. 






  2.7 Engine #2 – Chief Dexter reported that Engine #2 has sold for $6,500 dollars and the minimum bid was $4K.

                            3.1 DPW Director VanTassel – Resignation Letter – Director VanTassel stated his last day will be November 22nd  and it has been a pleasure working for the Town. TA Veloski read Director VanTassel's letter of resignation.   
3.2 Privatization Committee – TA Veloski stated Bill Whalen is too busy to serve on the committee and one more member is needed. Mitch Lewis, Craig Davis and Don Bormes have all been recommended. Melanie VanTassel stated there are no women on the committee. Chair Giunta made a motion to appoint Evelyn Auger to the Privatization Committee. Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed. Selectman Ober was opposed. Director VanTassel offered to stay on the committee as a non-voting member to help the new employee. 





    3.3 Telephone Service – TA Veloski reported Metrocast will be a monthly cost of $467 dollars (no long-distance), whereas Bay Ring costs $744 dollars monthly with $39 dollars of long-distance. The Town can save almost $200 dollars a month going to Metrocast. The BOS will meet with Metrocast in two weeks to discuss the service further.          
     3.4 Thanksgiving Day – TA Veloski asked if the BOS would like to close on Wednesday at noon and come in on Tuesday (11/26/13) at 4:30 p.m. to sign checks. The BOS agreed. 









   3.5 Class VI Highway Acknowledgment & Notification of Limits of Municipal Responsibility – Selectman Ober made a motion to sign the “Class VI Highway Acknowledgment & Notification of Limits of Municipal Responsibility” for a property located at 12 Grove Drive. Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Complaint Re: Knox Mountain Road – The BOS reviewed a police report from Officer Matthew Terry and took under advisement. 




     3.7 Black Brook Road Bridge – Final Inspection -  TA Veloski stated the inspection went well but the dry hydrant is covered by silt. Chief Dexter stated they will be flushing hydrants in a few months. TA Veloski noted Paul Fluet will be placing a bid and the BOS may want to consider long-term versus short-term alternatives.

9.0 Selectman's Reports 








     9.1 Update on the work of the Planning Board – Selectman Ober stated the PB had a lengthy discussion of how to inventory rental properties in Town because there are only nine (9) apartments that have been inventoried through the accessory dwelling application process and there are a lot of properties not being taxed properly, so it is up to the BOS. Selectman Ober noted these types of things used to be picked up through the inventory form. Chief Dexter stated there needs to be a mechanism in place for him to be involved because he did an inspection of a home with an accessory dwelling without any means of egress and currently he is only informed if it is a home business. Selectman Nickerson stated without a building code the Town has no authority. Chief Dexter replied he would need authorization from the BOS and he is not talking building code but life safety/fire code and the Town would need some kind of ordinance to allow for those kind of inspections. Chair Giunta asked the Chief to get some sample ordinances. Selectman Ober noted the other issue is that some people are paying taxes and others are not paying their fair share.
