2.0 Budget Review 









    2.1 Patriotic Purposes (4583) – TA Veloski reported this section of the budget has been level funded. Total proposed budget $2,901 dollars. 




  2.2 Conservation (4611) – TA Veloski stated the 2.5% COLA increase has been included in this budget and everything else is level funded. Total proposed budget $1,808 dollars. 










     2.3 Planning (4191) – TA Veloski stated the 2.5% COLA increase has been included in this budget and half of the line items have been decreased by $50-$100 dollars. TA Veloski noted the LRPC Membership has increased slightly. The total proposed budget is $38,367 dollars (1% increase overall). TA Veloski stated he hopes the entire budget ready for review in the next few weeks.

  3.1 DPW Director's Job Description – Selectman Nickerson suggested this discussion take place at the end of the meeting in Non-Public Session. 



     3.2 Overtime – TA Veloski informed the BOS that he spoke with Judy of the Department of Personnel and holidays are not considered time worked for overtime but if the employee works over forty hours then overtime is paid. TA Veloski noted the Public Works Department and the Police Department have different policies.     
3.3 Lower Bay Bridge repairs – TA Veloski reported that Mike Bean brought in the bridge's proposal and Attorney, Doug Mansfield looked it over this afternoon and suggested that final payment not be made until final completion with all of the necessary DES/DOT permits obtained. Chair Giunta made a motion to approve the contract from M.A. Bean for Lower Bay Bridge with the Attorney's suggested changes and have the Chair sign. Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 









      3.4 Carbides -  TA Veloski stated Ray Clark dropped off an $8K estimate and has two verbal quotes. The BOS requested the carbide purchase go out to bid. TA Veloski to check on the State bid pricing and what last year's price was for the carbides. 

     3.5 New DPW Truck – Key Government Finance / Purchase Agreement -  Selectman Ober made a motion to have the Chair sign all of the appropriate paperwork for the lease/purchase of the dump truck, in the amount of $28,523.59 over five (5) years. Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. TA Veloski noted the first payment would be made on November 22nd. Jeff Jenkins asked if the dump body was fixed and Selectman Nickerson replied it is all set.       

  3.6 P.A.F. - Truck Driver/Laborer – The BOS reviewed a personnel action form for Lawrence Young to become effective 11/25/13 at $14.00 an hour with six months probation then review for an increase to $14.63 an hour. Selectman Nickerson made a motion to approve the personnel action form for Lawrence Young as the new Truck Driver/Laborer. Chair Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 









      3.7 NH DOT - 2nd Notice Re: Prescott Road Bridge – TA Veloski stated the first request was received on August 26, 2013 and the bridge needs to be weight posted (E2) or the Town would be in jeopardy of losing Federal funding. DPW to follow up. 
      3.8 CIP Committee – 2015' to 2020' CIP Requests – Selectman Nickerson stated the committee held very interesting meetings and there were a lot of good conversations about the Town's needs. Jeff Jenkins explained the two major things discussed were, 1) The Vibratory Roller because one could be rented for less. 2) The Fire Departments requests for a four-wheel drive pick-up truck was tabled for one year and the potential for a second ambulance after it is put out of service in 2020. Selectman Nickerson stated the road repair line was increased. Jeff Jenkins noted due to the Privatization Committee being in full effect, they pushed out discussion of the “domino effect” for the Town's buildings. Selectman Nickerson thanked all of the Department Heads for all of the information that was provided to the committee and complying with all of their requests.  3.9 Department Head Meetings with the BOS – Selectman Nickerson made a motion to hold department head meeting with the BOS bi-monthly. Chair Giunta seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
