2.0 Budget Review 









   2.1 Town Clerk/Tax Collector (4151) – TC Goss informed the BOS that she would be retiring this year. TC Goss stated she was unsure how the Board felt about her current salary staying the same for whoever runs for election, so she has dropped the line to $40K and that rate with benefits is pretty good. Selectman Ober noted the budget will have to have the benefits in there in case the new person wants them. TC Goss replied the Board would need to negotiate but the people make the vote. TC Goss noted she has given the 2.5% COLA increase to her Deputy, she put one dollars in the printing line to keep it open and has decreased the training line, didn't attend the conference because there wasn't anything new on the agenda. TC Goss noted she would touch base with Moderator Wells regarding the upcoming elections. 









3.0  DPW Privatization (Highway) Study Committee – The BOS reviewed a letter with four questions dated 11/20/113 from the Committee's Chair, Paul Dexter. Those in attendance and the BOS discussed the questions. A written response from the BOS will be given to the Highway Study Committee before their next meeting.  











4.0  Fire Chief Dexter Re: ComStar Ambulance Billing – Chief Dexter recommending writing off $19,570.60 dollars in ambulance billing, due to Insurance coverage, bankruptcies or out of State welfare. Chief Dexter noted this is a vast improvement over last time and they have been aggressive but you can only go so far. Selectman Ober made a motion to accept the Fire Chief's recommendation to write-off $19,570.60 dollars in ambulance billing for 2011 through 2013. Selectman Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
