SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
November 26, 2013 
Town Office


The Board of Selectmen convened in session Tuesday, November 26, 2013 at 4:30 p.m. at the Town Office. Selectmen in attendance were Karen Ober and Guy Giunta. TA Veloski was also present. Dave Nickerson was absent.









   






1.0 Accounts Payable and Payroll Manifest – Chairman Giunta made the accounts payable and payroll manifests available to the public. Selectman Ober made a motion to sign the manifests, seconded by Selectman Giunta.  Motion passed 2 aye, 0 nay.  

2.0 Christmas Lights – There was a discussion over the lighting of the tree outside of the Town Office and the problems associated with the lighting.  The BOS decided to instead place lights on the Town Office Building and Public Safety Building.  T/A Veloski to talk to the Fire Chief about stringing the lights.

3.0 Privatization Study of the  DPW – Selectman Ober made a motion to sign the letter to the Highway Study Committee, seconded by Chairman Giunta; the motion carried 2 aye, 0 nay.  The BOS signed the letter.

4.0 DPW Report – Interim DPW Director Bordeau talked to the BOS regarding recent expenditures: Salt for the roads 2 deliveries (total of $15, 324), 1 Sand delivery ($2,970) Grader repair ($2,727), Truck-5 tires ($2,800), Truck 6 repair ($862), Carbide cutting edges for the plows ($8,012), and invoices last week for $6,589.  Brian talked of the delivery of the new truck at least 3 to 4 weeks out.  Brian talked of the need to fill the 6th position with a temporary employee, the BOS agreed to have him look at the last set of applications for the driver’s position and see if there was someone who might fit the needs of the Town. If there are no candidates that meet the Towns need then advertise as soon as possible. Brian also talked of the need to keep Truck-6 through the winter, the BOS agreed.  Regarding the sub-contracting plowing there was only one bid, re-advertise for 1 week.  Brian only called in 3 of the DPW employees during the light snow and he will rotate employees if it happens again.  The DPW will be removing the downed trees over the next few days.


5.0 Non-Public under RSA 91-A, 3 II (a) – Selectman Ober made a motion to enter non-public under RSA 91-A: 3 II (a), seconded by Chairman Giunta. Roll call vote: Ober aye, Giunta aye, the BOS entered non-public at 5:00 p.m.  Chairman Giunta made a motion to return to public session, seconded by Selectman Ober, 2 aye 0 nay, the BOS returned to public session at 5:09 p.m. The BOS did not seal the minutes for the non-public meeting.  The BOS discussed the compensation of the Interim DPW Director and raising his hourly rate from $20 to $21 per hour.  Chairman Giunta made a motion to increase the hourly rate for the Interim DPW Director from $20 to $21 per hour and be eligible for overtime, seconded by Selectman Ober; the motion carried 2 aye, 0 nay.

6.0 Lower Bay Road Bridge – T/A Veloski advised the BOS that Lower Bay Road Bridge was closed and that the eastern wing walls were in place, and the deck was being removed.  Selectman Ober asked about the deck and it being reused, it is being cut into pieces.  Mike Bean told the T/A the grouting has been done under the supports.


7.0 Lower Bay Road – T/A Veloski advised the BOS that C.R. Willeke from DOT would be setting up a meeting the week of December 9, 2013 with the Town to review the State portion of Lower Bay Road reconstruction with the same 2/3rds State match as the “Y” Project.


8.0 Downtown Sanbornton Sign – Selectman Ober discussed the possible placement of the sign done by A Novicki, Welcome to Historic Downtown Sanbornton.  The sign was made for the Town about 10 years ago and has been cared for by different residents.  There was discussion over where to place the sign.  The discussion was tabled until the next BOS Meeting.  Selectman Ober to see if A Novicki is still around and then the BOS should send a thank you note.


9.0 Transfer Station License – Selectman Ober stated that now that Johnny VanTassel is no longer here that the Town needs to make sure that the Transfer Station still has a licensed operator.  Roy Clark should be qualified after January 1 to obtain the proper license. T/A Veloski to check with DES whether or not Johnny VanTassel’s license would still be valid even if he is not working for the Town and if so would Johnny be agreeable to his license being used.

10.0 ADJOURNMENT – Motion to adjourn by Selectman Giunta, seconded by Selectman Ober, 2 aye, 0 nay.   The Board of Selectman’s meeting adjourned at 9:46 a.m.
