2.0  Tim Lang Re: Town Meeting – Tim Lang and the BOS discussed who would be presenting each Warrant Article, dedicating the Annual Report, doing the “In Memorium”, conducting the Invocation & doing the prayer at Town Meeting.                      













3.0  Policy Re: Campaigning – A brief discussion was held, a decision was made to “squash” the drafted policy because the State's Election Laws would be enough to enforce interference with the Town's normal business operations. 











4.0 Public Hearing Re: Changing the number of Selectmen from 3 to 5 – Chair Ober opened the Public Hearing at 5:03 p.m. Bill Whalen stated two more Selectmen would be another $8K in expenses and the Town doesn’t need extra expenditures. Bill Whalen noted the more people the Board has, the more opinions you will have and next year there will be three position to fill. Mr. Whalen stated he reviewed some of the Town of Tilton’s Selectmen’s minutes that reflected less than five Selectmen being present at most of their current meetings. Chief Dexter expressed concern with getting three people to run in one year. Mr. Whalen replied if three people did sign up, they would win by default and if you want to be a Selectmen, all you have to do is put your name in. Selectman Nickerson stated he is right out straight during the week with various meetings and it would be nice to split the workload because it has doubled since he became Selectmen. Selectman Nickerson stated there could be ideas missing from the Board’s discussions and this could make is much simpler. Chief Dexter stated he agrees there would be more input with five Selectmen but there may not be enough people who want to run. Chief Dexter stated the position may be more enticing with a reduced workload. Chief Dexter noted 3 out of the 5 could make decisions, where 2 out of the 3 make decisions currently. Selectman Nickerson replied the Board tries to include all 3 Selectmen in any decisions that need to be made or the item gets put off for a few weeks. Chair Ober stated she saw the advantage of 2 Selectmen being able to work together on certain issues, instead if establishing a committee of volunteers. Chair Ober noted she wouldn’t be opposed to giving up some of the stipend to fund the other two positions because of the reduced workload.  Chair Ober closed the Public Hearing at 5:28 p.m.
