SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
April 22, 2015 
Town Offices

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, April 22, 2015 at 5:00 p.m. at the Town Offices. Selectmen in attendance were Karen Ober, Dave Nickerson and Johnny Van Tassel. TA Veloski was also present.              










PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.
1.0 Trustees of the Trust Funds Re: Old Home Day funds – Gail Morrison, Don Bormes & Lynn Chong were present. Gail Morrison stated she had sent a letter last Wednesday with the expectation that the Trustees would be on the agenda this week and heard many “mea culpas” from TA Veloski but hopes the Selectman’s decision won’t be honored because the T of TF should be handing the money from the Grange. Gail Morrison noted it is apparent that this is not the favored process. Gail Morrison asked the Trustees if they wished for the Board to reconsider their decision or for it to remain. Don Bormes replied he had mixed emotions because the funds were private, although we can legally do this, we should let the will of the people prevail. Lynn Chong replied the process is more favorable and it should not be revisited. Gail Morrison noted there have been numerous e-mails between her, the Department of Justice and Terry Knowles regarding the Sanbornton Old Home Day Trust and spoke to Mrs. Knowles again today but it is not the Trustees business, it is between the Grange & the Historical Society. Selectman Ober stated she thought the funds could go into a non-lapsing fund but can’t. Lynn Chong stated there was mention of establishing an Old Home Day Committee. Selectman Ober replied the Town can but we need to look into how to make the committee sanctioned. TA Veloski thanked the Trustees of the Trust Funds for their interpretation of the Town Building Improvements CRF and noted the Town Building Improvements fund can be used to repair the Town Hall. Gail Morrison stated specific repair amounts would be needed. TA Veloski asked if the Trustees would like submissions at the end of the year, monthly or quarterly. Gail Morrison replied monthly would be more advantageous but the Trustees will discuss it at their next meeting.                  





    










2.0 Town Planner’s Update – Planning Board, Planner Ward reported the PB’s Chair is Evelyn Auger and the Vice Chair is Don Bormes. Ninety-two Community Development Surveys were received from Town Meeting but the results were not considered significant or reliable. The BOS were provided the results. Chair Nickerson stated Senior Housing bothers him because he doesn’t think it will be Sanbornton residents only, does the PB? Planner Ward replied it would be for elderly that may have moved out of Town but local advertising is the strategy by sending a mailer to local patrons only at first. Chair Nickerson stated if Medicaid is involved then there will be federal funds, so they could decide to place people from out of State and there is no real guaranty the housing would be Sanbornton residents only but it is worth looking in to. Planner Ward stated a Joint Land Use Boards Meeting was held on April the 2nd where they discussed an economic development initiative & the community development survey and it was decided to hold one joint meeting annually. Chair Nickerson asked if there has been a discussion regarding extending the water & sewer from Franklin. Planner Ward replied no but he could. Planner Ward stated the Town needs an economic plan that is very action oriented because the Town is paying the price for having a reputation of being anti-business. Chair Nickerson noted he thinks the community development survey results are probably fairly representative. Planner Ward stated an Economic Development sub-committee is being formed and will hold daytime meetings every other week. Chair Nickerson and Fire Chief Dexter offered to serve on the committee.  







 





3.0 Historic District Commission - request – Franz Vail was present but needed to leave for another meeting. Planner Ward stated he would speak on behalf of the HDC. Planner Ward explained what the “Certified Local Governments” program is and that down town Sanbornton is on the National Registry, which makes the Town eligible for grant funds (60%) from the Department of Interior. The HDC has decided to go with priority D - Public Education & Awareness on historic preservation. Planner Ward noted the village area allows for commercial development and most people do not know that. Planner Ward used the down town of New London as an example. Planner Ward stated matching funds, in the amount of $2,400 dollars  will be needed in the HDC budget for 2017.

The Board reconvened the public session at 7:07 p.m. Chair Nickerson announced that the Board voted unanimously to hire Courtney Plamondon at $15 dollars an hour (review at 6 months) with a start date of May 5, 2015, pending a background check. The Board voted to seal the minutes of the non-public.

DPW - Truck #5 repairs – The BOS reviewed a repair bill in the amount of $2,500 +/- dollars. TA Veloski noted the vehicle repair line in the DPW budget is over and he will be reviewing this with Director Bordeau to make some implicit transfers. Chair Nickerson stated the vehicles were just inspected in March. Selectman Van Tassel replied mud is rough on the trucks and approval should have been asked for first or Director Bordeau could wait to fix the truck because I would like to know what’s left in the budget. Selectman Ober replied she thought this was just an estimate and the truck was at the shop waiting for repairs. Chair Nickerson replied he thinks the truck is already fixed. Steve Ober stated we need to stop nickel & diming our departments, there should be plenty of money and this conversation shouldn’t be happening.
