SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
April 29, 2015 
Town Offices

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, April 29, 2015 at 5:00 p.m. at the Town Offices. Selectmen in attendance were Karen Ober, Dave Nickerson and Johnny Van Tassel (arrived late at 5:15 p.m.). TA Veloski was also present.              










PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.
1.0 Swearing-in of new Police Officer Jaime DeCormier – Chief Hankard stated Jaime comes from the Northfield Police Department and was a part-time officer until 2010 then went to full-time in 2013. Officer DeCormier explained he is from Laconia, has four kids & a fiance’ and loves to play hockey. Chief Hankard informed the Board Jaime would ride with him for the next week and then with Officer Terry after that. Chief Hankard stated Jaime came highly recommended and feels he is a good fit for the department. Selectman Ober made a motion to hire Jaime DeCormier to fill the position of full-time Police Officer. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Chief Hankard swore-in Officer DeCormier and congratulated him.                    





    




2.0 Dulac Land Trust - Open Air Permit for POW WOW & Learner’s weekend – Phil Maynard & Andy Sanborn were present. Mr. Maynard explained that they would like to hold four events in Sanbornton this year. The weekends of May 16th & 17th, June 6th & 7th, July 18th & 19th and September 5th & 6th. Mr. Maynard noted all of the groups are associated in some way. TA Veloski stated the Open Air Permit for two of the four events have been filed and he is waiting for the Health Officer & Police Chief to sign off. TA Veloski stated there is a time restraint, so the Board will need to waive the 21 day requirement and the two week notification to the newspapers. Chief Dexter informed the Selectmen that he has done the inspection and issued the fire permits today. Chair Nickerson made a motion to waive the Open Air Permit’s 21 day requirement and the two week notification to the newspapers. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. TA Veloski noted the Public Hearing has been scheduled for May 13, 2015. Selectman Ober asked if the organizations would be interested in participating in Sanbornton’s Old Home Day celebration. Mr. Maynard replied he would mention it.   







 





3.0 Budget discussion – TA Veloski asked if the BOS would like to hold a joint meeting with the Budget Committee on May 6th. Craig Davis stated the “zero budgeting” was a recommendation from the committee and it would be a lot of work to nail down each line within a budget but it will be a good discussion. Selectman Ober stated some of the Town’s Department Heads have never done something like this before, which may need some training and the budget is 18 months out, so it will be hard to predict those figures. Craig Davis noted all department heads do not have administrative staff, so they will be in charge of crunching those numbers and ultimately its up to the BOS. Selectman Ober noted the lines could become a little more detailed but it can be discussed first then we can let department heads know what we expect.  





 
 






4.0 Old Business










4.1
Class VI Roads Policy  - TA Veloski reported he amended some things upon the suggestion of the DPW Director and has not heard back from Josh Gammon to date. TA Veloski noted this is an adaptation of the Town of Northfield’s policy. Selectman Van Tassel stated building on Class VI Roads is usually discouraged but the waiver is signed if it happens. Selectman Van Tassel noted that Town funds can not be spent on Class VI Roads either. TA Veloski stated he is waiting for comments from Police & Fire. Fire Chief Dexter replied he is fine with the proposed policy but the language regarding access roads needs to be clarified. Planner Ward explained there is something called “Division by Road” and the ruling is that the land is considered two separate building lots. Selectman Ober asked if the land could be further subdivided and Planner Ward replied no, it needs frontage in a Class V Road or better. Selectman Ober stated the board may want to consider discontinuing a portion of Shaw Hill Road to River Road, so the access doesn’t cross through the Transfer Station three times. Chair Nickerson replied it can be done but with all kinds of agreements.
4.2 Economic Development Advisory Committee - Planner Ward explained that the BOS need to vote to establish the EDAC. Planner Ward noted the committee will be large (17 people) because of the different interest groups that will be effected. Selectman Ober made a motion to establish the EDAC. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Planner Ward noted meetings will be held on the 1st & 3rd Tuesdays of the month at 1:00 p.m. in the Library’s meeting room upstairs.

Audit - The BOS reviewed an e-mail from the Auditors and took under advisement. 
4.4 Road Ban - Most of the road bans will be lifted on April 24th. 
4.5 Capital Improvements Program Committee (CIPC) - The BOS reviewed RSA 674:5 for CIP membership. TA Veloski to check when the committee was adopted by Town Meeting vote.  
4.6 Promotion - PAF - The BOS signed a personnel action form for Anna McLoon. Selectman Van Tassel noted classes need to be streamlined for all of the Town’s employees. 
4.7 Bidding Policy - TA Veloski stated there were questions regarding some repairs last week, so he provided the drafted policy for review because it has fallen by the wayside. The Board was also provided meeting minutes. Selectman Van Tassel noted he thought the rule was anything needing to be purchased over $500 dollars needs permission from the Selectmen. Tabled for further review.   

4.8 NH DOT - Red List of Bridges – Turkey Bridge, Chair Nickerson stated the abutments were extended 25 feet. Director Bordeau explained that because the bridge has rock abutments the State will never change the classification. 

5.0 New Business
5.1 Rental property – Chair Nickerson reported that he has had some neighbors come to him because there is a rental property near them that is being used as a shooting range by a motorcycle club out of Lowell, MA. Chair Nickerson stated the police have been called about ten times and there are about eight houses involved but it is a disaster waiting to happen. Chair Nickerson noted he has been looking in to the regulations on operating a shooting range but is still doing the research and there may be some well contamination, soil factors. Chair Nickerson stated there are children running targets and barrel fires. Chair Nickerson explained he doesn’t want this to be on his shoulders and is making these statements as a resident. Fire Chief Dexter replied the department doesn’t issue burn permits to tenants, a letter is needed from the home owner.  
       



5.2 Letter from Primex Insurance - Property Liability – The Town’s property liability insurance is increasing up to 9%. Selectman Ober made a motion to authorize Chair Nickerson to sign the agreement letter. Selectman Van Tassel seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.

Franz Vail - Historic District Commission – Franz is requesting to be moved from the Chairman of the HDC to an Alternate position. Selectman Ober made a motion to move Franz Vail to an Alternate member of the HDC. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.
