SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
June 3, 2015 
Town Offices

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, June 3, 2015 at 5:00 p.m. at the Town Offices. Selectmen in attendance were Karen Ober, Dave Nickerson and Johnny Van Tassel. TA Veloski was also present.              










PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE – All in attendance recited the pledge of allegiance.
1.0 Public Comment – Steve Ober the Stewart of Old Town Hall advised the BOS of an LCHIP grant he is applying for, to fix the steeple.   The grant would cover $6,000 of the anticipated $12,000 repairs.

2.0 PD Update – Chief Hankard updated the BOS on the Police Activities for the month as provided to the FBI. Fraud is up as are DWI’s.  Burglaries, MV stops and drugs are down.  Theft is about the same.  The Chief said the reason for the decline in some areas was due to staffing, but the Department is back to full staff now.  The PD budget is looking good.  The new computers should be in the cruisers soon.  There was a meeting about motorcycle weekend nothing out of the ordinary is expected at this point.  Officer De Cormier is out of training and is going to get married, Chief Hankard asked if Officer De Cormier could be granted 5 days of vacation time for his honeymoon, Chairman Nickerson made a motion to allow Officer De Cormier 5 days of vacation, seconded by Selectman Ober, the motion was approved 3 aye, 0 nay.  Meadow Brook in Gilford is expanding and Chief Hankard would like to allow his officers to do details at the events at a range of $50 p/h, $35 to the officer and the rest to payroll burden and the Special Detail Fund.  Chairman Nickerson Made a motion to allow Sanbornton Officers the ability to do details at Meadow Brook at a rate of $50 p/h, seconded by Selectman Van Tassel, the motion was approved 3 aye, 0 nay.  Selectman Ober gave kudo’s to the Chief on the way NIXLE is working and there was a discussion on the Facebook operated by the PD.  Selectman Ober would like to see a Town Facebook page.  There was a discussion over the advantages and disadvantages, and it would involve staff time, no decision was made.   Former Sanbornton Police Officer Nick Willard has been promoted to Chief of Police in Manchester.

3.0 Board Appointments  – 
Justin Barriault was interviewed for an alternate position on the Planning Board.  After a discussion with Mr. Barriault, Selectman Ober made a motion to appoint Mr. Barriault as an Alternate to the Planning Board, the motion was seconded by Chairman Nickerson, the motion was approved 3 aye, 0 nay.  
Nick Orgettas expressed a desire to continue on the Historic District Commission (HDC). After a brief discussion, Chairman Nickerson made a motion to reappoint Nick Orgettas to the HDC, seconded by Selectman Ober, the motion passed 3 aye, 0 nay.


4.0 Old Business - 
4.1
Budget Realignment - TA Veloski presented a revised schedule of accounts to have all the Departments use the same suffix’s on their budgets, i.e. 341 for telephone.  In the current budget not all Departments are using the same suffix numbers and it causes some confusion for the Budget Committee.  The BOS took under review.     
4.2 Capital Improvements Committee (CIP) – the CIP now has a full complement, the BOS would like the CIP members come into a BOS meeting and discuss duties, what the BOS expects back, to include building improvements and a maintenance timeline.  TA Veloski to contact the members of the CIP to set up an organizational meeting.

Budget update – The funds owed to Sanbornton for the “Y” Project are back in the State Budget, for now.
4.4 The Beane property and the insurance claim - Mr. Beane would like to meet with the BOS to discuss the claim and the response from Primex.  After a long discussion the BOS decided wait for the full report and to advise Mr. Beane that the claim will be handled by Primex our insurance carrier.

5.0 New Business - 
5.1 New Copier - TA Veloski presented the BOS with an ad for a new copier that was approved in the 2016 budget.  The BOS had a few questions and the TA will place the ad.
5.2 Sanbornton Economic Development Advisory Committee (SEDAC) - Selectman Ober update the BOS on the meeting of the SEDAC.  Originally there were 17 proposed members, it is now down to 15.  The members come from different disciplines and Selectman Ober thinks that this will be a good committee.  Selectman Ober had 2 questions for the BOS: 1 do the members need to be sworn in?  Since it is not a statuary committee it is not necessary. Selectman Ober said that the Committee is looking at using 3 phases How to develop economic improvements, an analysis of current situation and an action plan.  2. As the Committee falls under the Master Plan and under the Planning Board they would like permission from the Planning Board to use part of their budget for minute taking.   Selectman Ober took over as the BOS Rep to the SEDAC 

6.0 Accept donations under RSA 31:95 – None at this time.

7.0 Review & Approved - 5/27/15 draft minutes - Members of the Board reviewed the draft meeting minutes of May 27, 2015. Selectman Ober motioned to approve the draft meeting minutes of May 27, 2015 with corrections. Selectman Van Tassel seconded the motion and the motion passed 3 aye, 0 nay
8.0 Authorize Payroll & the Accounts Payable Register – The BOS reviewed & signed the payroll and the accounts payable register, a copy was made available for public inspection.
  The BOS signed 2 checks for over $5,000, one for $8,466.48 to buy out the contract for a Police Officer and one for $264,598 for the School District.
