SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
July 29, 2015

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, July 29, 2015 at 4:30 p.m. at the Town Offices. Selectmen in attendance were Karen Ober, Dave Nickerson and Johnny Van Tassel. Administrative Specialist (AS), Rollins & Assessing Assistant (AA) Jutton were present.              










1.0 Pledge of Allegiance - Those in attendance recited the Pledge of Allegiance. 

2.0 Authorize Payroll & the Accounts Payable Register – The BOS reviewed & signed the payroll and the accounts payable register, a copy was made available for public inspection. The Board signed a memo from Treasurer Shannon to apply the State of New Hampshire’s $702,570.53 dollar payment for the “Y” project to the Town’s principle. Selectman Ober made a motion to authorize Chair Nickerson to sign the US Department of Treasury’s tax return form 720. Selectman Van Tassel seconded the motion and the  motion passed unanimously.    
 











3.0 Business  
3.1
2015 - Tax Deed list - The BOS reviewed an impending tax deed notice and took under advisement. 
3.2 Acceptance of Resignation letter - ZBA Clerk/Alternate - The BOS signed the letter and agreed to advertise for the position for 3 days.
3.3 Memo to BOS Re: locking files for the personnel files - Chair Nickerson made a motion to authorize AA Jutton to spend $200 dollars or less for a file cabinet for the Finance Officer. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the  motion passed unanimously.  
3.4 Pole petition licence - Tabled until 8/5/15. 
3.5 Letter to WRBP “rate payers” - The BOS reviewed the letter drafted by AA Jutton. Chair Nickerson made a motion to send the letter as drafted. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the  motion passed unanimously.  
3.6 Memo from Finance Officer Petraszewski Re: 5% increase - The BOS reviewed the memo, which stated the increase would be $78,400 dollars including retirement & payroll taxes. AA Jutton stated the increase would be a tax rate increase of approximately $.20 per thousand ($23.17).   




3.7 Part-time benefits - carry over for sick & vacation time - Selectman Ober made a motion to allow the carry over time to be whatever the pro-rated amount would be based on their hours worked. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the  motion passed unanimously. 
3.8 Coverage for AA Jutton - AA Jutton will be out all next week to attend a class. AS Rollins stated she would be available most of the week, except for Monday morning & Friday afternoon for a funeral. Selectman Ober offered to cover the front desk Monday morning. AA Jutton noted Planner Ward would be in the office on Friday.
3.9 Deputy Treasurer - Selectman Ober stated the new Deputy Treasurer will need training and proposed moving the Finance Officer in to the Town Administrator’s office. There was a brief discussion and the matter was tabled until next week.  
3.10 Municipal Resources Inc. - TA position - Chair Nickerson provided the BOS with a confidential letter for their review and no action was taken. Selectman Ober stated she like s the idea of someone fresh & new with seasoned experts to help out along the way. Selectman Ober stated a 6-12 month contract would be acceptable with the ability to say whether or not its working out for us. Chair Nickerson stated there is about $16K needed, FO Petraszewski would like to go to 32 hours and not take the retirement. Chair Nickerson stated the BOS can get the funds from within the budget or do an implicit transfer. Chair Nickerson was tasked with contacting Don Jutton, to bring a candidate for Monday and potentially have a contract for Wednesday night, which will then go to the Town’s Attorney for review. 
3.11 Department Head Meeting - AA Jutton reported he rescheduled Thursday’s  department head meeting because he would not be in the office next week. Selectman Ober suggested the meeting still be held next week, so the department heads could be updated. To be held on August 6, 2015 @ 9:00 a.m. 
3.12 ZBA Case #473 - The case has been tabled.
