SANBORNTON BOARD OF SELECTMEN’S MINUTES
August 5, 2015 
Town Offices

The Board of Selectmen convened in regular session Wednesday, August 5, 2015 at 4:30 p.m. at the Town Offices. Selectmen in attendance were Karen Ober, Dave Nickerson and Johnny Van Tassel. Administrative Specialist (AS), Rollins was present.              










1.0 Pledge of Allegiance - Those in attendance recited the Pledge of Allegiance. 




2.0 Public Comment - None at this time. 












3.0 Brendan Morrison Re: Church & Town Hall water quality - Mr. Morrison provided the Board with a letter dated 7/17/15 and a drawing of the Church & Town Hall with the well & pressure tank. Mr. Morrison stated the water is unfit for drinking and the Church & Town Hall share a well but the main line goes in to the pressure tank at the Church then to the Town Hall. Mr. Morrison proposed splitting the cost 2/3rds Town and 1/3rd the Church. Chair Nickerson stated the Library put in their own filtration system and doesn’t think the Town is responsible for maintaining the Church’s water quality. Mr. Morrison stated he would like to do the same improvements that the Library did but he will be having a water analysis conducted first by Daniel’s Artesian Wells. Selectman Ober asked if it would be possible to put a system for just the Church. Mr. Morrison replied yes, he would get an estimate and pressure tanks may be needed for the other two buildings but would get back to the Board. Selectman Ober stated she thinks the pipe froze between the Church & the Town Hall and the pipe  was on the schedule to be replaced this summer by the DPW.     





     








4.0 Personnel Action Form - Deputy Town Treasurer - Selectman Ober made a motion to accept the recommendation from Treasurer, Susan Shannon to hire Karen Cobb as the part-time Deputy Treasurer, as a fill-in for the absence of the Treasurer. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously.   













5.0 Business  
5.1
Josh Gammon update - Josh Gammon provided the BOS with a survey of Tax Map 20, Lots 64.1 & 64.2 that showed an 60-foot deeded easement and a private road to intersect with River Road (Class VI) that turns in to a driveway for the second lot. The BOS reviewed an undated letter from Josh Gammon that contained three questions. 1) Does this meet PB requirements? 2) Can the private road cross River Road? and 3) Will the Town BOS approve the PB to issue the building permit? Chair Nickerson asked who would own the road and Mr. Gammon replied Mr. Lescault will own the land, the right-of-way (ROW) will be a permanent use. Chair Nickerson asked if the width was agreed upon and Mr. Gammon replied yes, he agreed to a private road at 60 feet. Chair Nickerson stated he feels the road issue should be handled by Attorney Waugh, the Town’s Land Use Attorney. Chair Nickerson asked if there were plans to further subdivide and Mr. Gammon replied no. Chair Nickerson noted the other issue that needs to be checked on is ownership. There was a brief discussion regarding Leighton Estate’s private roads being owned by an association not the abutting property owners. Selectman Van Tassel asked why the road couldn’t be a driveway. Planner Ward replied the Fire Chief has said he doesn’t want to have any more shared driveways due to NFPA Standards & E 9-1-1 requirements, so if the Chief doesn’t sign off on the building permit then I can not issue one. Chair Nickerson stated legal should be consulted regarding the ROW access, establishing a private road, if a driveway could be considered for the 2nd lot and if the private road could cross River Road. Tabled for next Wednesday. Mr. Gammon replied he wishes the answers would have been ready for tonight’s meeting.        
5.2 Pay Matrix - Tabled.
5.3 Town Office Windows - Waiting for a new estimate. 
5.4 Perambulation - AS Rollins stated the Town of Meredith is scheduling something for September and the e-mail has been given to Selectman Ober to follow-up on.
5.5 Propane/Oil Vendor - AR Rollins stated AA Jutton was authorized to sign the Rymes’ contract but he is out this week. Selectman Ober made a motion to authorize Chair Nickerson to sign the Rymes contract. Selectman Van Tassel seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 
5.6 Old copier - Will be given to the Fire Department and the Fire Department will move one of their copiers to the Library.   




5.7 Metal Pile at the Transfer Station - A risk assessment meeting is scheduled for August 12, 2015 @ 10:00 a.m. at the Transfer Station. AS Rollins noted an agenda has been posted.  
5.8 OHRV Ordinance - The BOS reviewed a letter from the Police Chief recommending the OHRV Ordinance be repealed. Public Hearing to be scheduled.   
5.9 Transportation Infrastructure Program Committee - Selectman Ober made a motion to appoint Mitch Lewis, Craig Davis & Roger Grey to the TIPC, all until 2018. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Selectman Ober swore-in Craig Davis. 
5.10 WRBP Representative - Selectman Ober stated the letters would be mailed out next week upon AA Jutton’s return to the office.   
5.11 Estimate from Rowell’s Sewer & Drain - Chair Nickerson made a motion to authorize the Fire Chief to replace the wiring chamber at the Fire Department in the amount of $1,530 dollars, estimate from Rowell’s Sewer & drain. Selectman Van Tassel seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 
5.12 Old Home Day Committee - The 2016 Old Home Day is scheduled to take place on Saturday, July 23, 2016.
5.13 Town Pound - Tyler Swain is looking into replacing the sign and has spoken with the Historic District Commission. 
 
6.0 Authorize Payroll & the Accounts Payable Register – The BOS reviewed & signed the payroll and the accounts payable register, a copy was made available for public inspection.

  7.1 7/22/15 - Members of the Board reviewed the draft meeting minutes of July 22, 2015. Selectman Ober motioned to approve the draft meeting minutes of July 22, 2015 without corrections. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 
7.2 7/29/15 - Members of the Board reviewed the draft meeting minutes of July 29, 2015. Selectman Ober motioned to approve the draft meeting minutes of July 29, 2015 without corrections. Selectman Van Tassel seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 
7.3  8/3/15 -  Members of the Board reviewed the draft meeting minutes of August 3, 2015. Selectman Ober motioned to approve the draft meeting minutes of August 3, 2015 without corrections. Chair Nickerson seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. 



8.0 Municipal Resources Inc. - Contract - AS Rollins provided the BOS with a revised & signed contract from MRI. Chair Nickerson explained that TA Smith would get 12 utility days which are used for vacation, sick or personal time. Chair Nickerson stated the Town has decided to contract with MRI over the next year for a new Town Administrator with supervisory support up to 8 hours per month and department Heads will be informed tomorrow. Chair Nickerson provided those in attendance with Charlie Smith’s credentials. Selectman Ober stated the dates in the contract need to amended to reflect a fiscal year. AS Rollins to contact MRI for change. Chair Nickerson made a motion to authorize Selectman Ober or Selectman Van Tassel to sign the contract on the behalf the entire Board. Selectman Ober seconded the motion and the motion passed unanimously. Chair Nickerson stated the Board will need to look at some of the budget’s line items for a potential freeze, as they review the 2017 budget. Chair Nickerson stated the contract is close to what the Town would of needed to pay and the new TA, Charlie Smith start August 10th.
