Meeting minutes

PUBLIC HEARING

April 12, 2011

Present:   Earl Leighton, Katy Wells, Karen Ober, Tim Lang, Jim Wells, Dave Nickerson; Selectmen’s Representative, Guy Giunta; Selectmen’s Representative and Jeff Jenkins

 At 7:00 pm, Chair Leighton recognized the presence of a quorum, called the meeting to order, and opened the Public Hearing.


Chair Leighton read and reviewed the budget by department stating the amounts recommended by the Budget Committee and the Board of Selectmen for FY 2012.


Chair Leighton stated that the Transfer Station budget as of tonight’s meeting was different than previously reported with the BOS recommending an additional amount to increase salary positions that had seemed to be not included in the original recommendation for the part time position. 


Chair Leighton also stated that under Health & Community Organizations, the Budget Committee should amend their recommendation of $1 to $0 for the Youth Assistance Program that is now a warrant article.  Resident Carol Sanborn requested the budget committee reconsider their recommendation and to put the $42,848 back into the budget.  Chair Leighton replied the Budget Committee already considered that and will discuss the removal of the current $1 amount after the public hearing tonight.


Linda Van Valkenburgh from the Library Trustees requested increasing the recommendation of the Budget Committee so the Library can employ their current part time help.  Linda states that all the rooms are open and need to operate at full capacity and that requires additional help in the amount of $6,480. Chair Leighton stated that this has been discussed and previously not recommended and cuts needed to be made and have been made to throughout  the budget.


Chair Leighton reviewed the Warrant Articles.  Steve Surowiec; acting Fire Chief requested $1000 be added to the EMS Clothing line to bring it to $10,600.  The additional money is needed to fund current pricing of these items.


Jeff Jenkins made a motion not to read article 6 & 7 since they do not require a vote of the committee, 2nd by Chair Leighton all were in favor.


Article 12- The budget committee discussed the article’s language and had concerns for the trading in to offset the new ambulance, also how this would be handled.  Suggestions were to strike the “trade-in” language.  Bob Veloski will check with DRA.


Article 13 & 14- Jeff Jenkins expressed concern of the validity of the article if passed, to be applicable to a current budget cycle.  Jeff stated that in the past, it was to approve the article and it would take effect in a year or next budget cycle after the voted change.  Bob Veloski will check with town counsel.


Article 20- Concerns were discussed regarding the movement of this funding and the dissolving of the TIPC and not being able to move forward with a plan and or not looking into the future. Jeff Jenkins expressed his concerns specifically with a possible set back to the town and putting a plan in place, the cost that will be incurred and eventually deciding to get this done. Jeff recommends the funding stays in the budget where it is.


At 8:16 pm, Jeff Jenkins made a motion to close the public hearing portion of the meeting, 2nd by Tim Lang all were in favor.


At 8:35pm, the meeting reconvened after a short break, all previous members were in attendance, Guy Giunta did not return.

 Tim Lang made a motion to extend the meeting 30 minutes, 2nd by Karen Ober all were in favor.


Chair Leighton made a motion to approve the minutes of March 22, 2011, 2nd by Tim Lang all were in favor.


Chair Leighton reviewed the differences from the Budget Committee’s recommended budget to the BOS.  


The budget committee discussed the Transfer Station difference, and decided to stay with the recommendation previously voted.


Jeff Jenkins made a motion to change line 4415.100 to $0 from $1, 2nd by Dave Nickerson, 6 were in favor and 1 opposed. Motion passes.


The budget committee discussed the $6,480 for the Library for personnel for the increased space.  Chair Leighton stated this was previously discussed in detail and Dave Nickerson stated that there are other areas of the town in need of funding, such as town bridges and other economic factors.  The budget committee decided to keep their recommendation as is.


Tim Lang made a motion to recommend to the BOS to increase the warrant article for EMS Clothing to $10,600, 2nd by Karen Ober all were in favor.


Tim Lang made a motion to extend the meeting 30 minutes, 2nd by Jeff Jenkins all were in favor.


Tim Lang made a motion that the Budget Committee recommends Article 1 on the Warrant, 2nd by Karen Ober all were in favor.


Jeff Jenkins made a motion that the Budget Committee recommends Article 2 on the Warrant, 2nd by Tim Lang all were in favor.


Article 3, no recommendation required.


Jeff Jenkins made a motion that the Budget Committee not recommend Article 4 on the Warrant, 2nd by Karen Ober: Vote 5 yes, 1 abstained, 1 opposed.  (the budget committee will not recommend article 4)


Jeff Jenkins made a motion that the Budget Committee not recommend Article 5 on the Warrant, 2nd by Chair Leighton all were in favor.


Article 6, 7, & 8, recommendation previously stated. 


Tim Lang made a motion that the Budget Committee recommend Article 9 on the warrant, 2nd by Jeff Jenkins all were in favor.


Article 10, no recommendation required.


Article 11, recommendation previously stated.


Articles 12 thru 21, no recommendation required.

The Budget Committee members signed the MS-7, and notarized by the Town Clerk, Jane Goss.


Tim Lang made a motion not to have another meeting this month, 2nd by Jeff Jenkins all were in favor.


Tim Lang made a motion not to have a meeting on May 17th, 2nd by Katy Wells all were in favor.

New Business
