Minutes

Chair Leighton made a motion to approve the minutes of February 21, 2012, 2nd by Jim Wells; corrections to be made to CMC as CAC and Earl will email the minutes to Katy for grammatical corrections and repost all were in favor.

Mail/Correspondence

The committee received a memo from Bob Ward, Town Planner regarding the follow up information requested at the last meeting for zoning enforcement.  Chair Leighton read the three page memo and the committee discussed that it didn’t really answer the questions that were asked.  

Johnny Van Tassel met with the committee to respond to questions that came up at the last meeting.  Johnny discussed the recent warm weather and the expenditures for the up keep on the roads for the mud.  Jim Wells asked questions about buying sand and salt now for the future needs of the town with any money left in the budget at this time.  Johnny responded that there is not enough in surplus funds as we have had large expenses maintaining the slippery roads this winter and the control of the mud on the roads already this “mud season”.   Johnny says that planning for the worst and hoping for the best is about the best way to plan for the weather here in this region.  Johnny reported on the waste disposal at the transfer station and the demo waste is about 181.24 ton and $125 a week for trucking.  Johnny brought a report from the quarterly numbers of the single stream recycling.

Outside agencies


The committee discussed the outside agencies that are requesting funding from the town in the budget.  Katy Wells is the liaison for this information and recommends the following;  4415.100 Youth Assistance 0.00 as recommended by the BOS, 4415.200 Central VNA & Hospice as 0.00 as recommended by the BOS, 4415.300 Child and Family Services $750 as recommended by the BOS, 4415.400 LR Community Services 0.00 as recommended by the BOS, 4415.500 New Beginnings as 0.00 and recommends the BOS do the same, 4415.600 CAP $1521 as recommended by the BOS, Genesis Behavioral Health 0.00 as recommended by the BOS, 4415.900 First Fruits Food Pantry $3000 as recommended by the BOS, Sanbornton Food Pantry $3500 as recommended by the BOS, 4415.910 CASA 0.00 and recommends the BOS do the same, GLCAC $1000 as recommended by the BOS, Pemi River Local Advisory Committee 0.00 as recommended by the BOS.  

Chair Leighton made a motion to put 4415.500 at zero 2nd by Jim Wells all were in favor. Tim Lang made a motion to leave the GLCAC new line item at $1000, 2nd by Jim Wells all were in favor.  


Chair Leighton made a motion to adjust the bottom line for the Health & community organization accounts (outside agencies) to$9,771, 2nd by Jim Wells all were in favor. 

Karen Ober made a motion to extend the meeting until 9pm, 2nd by Tim Lang all were in favor.

Tim Lang made a motion to adjust 4140.000-.810 for $8,687, 2nd by Judy Rich all were in favor.

Tim Lang made a motion to adjust 4152.566 to $4,900, 2nd by Judy Rich all were in favor.

Tim Lang made a motion to reduce 4411.115 to $8,000, 2nd by Katy Wells to make the bottom line $9,066 all were in favor.

Chair Leighton made a motion to extend the meeting until 9:30pm, 2nd by Judy Rich all were in favor.
Chair Leighton made a motion to accept the total capital outlay for $509,000, 2nd by Tim Lang all were in favor.

Tim Lang made a motion to recommend Warrant articles 2, 3, and 4, 2nd by Katy Wells all were in favor.

The committee decided to table a recommendation on warrant article #5 until after the public hearing.  

Chair Leighton made a motion to recommend Warrant article 6, 2nd by Tim Lang all were in favor.

Tim Lang made a motion to recommend Warrant articles 7, 8, 9, 11 and 12, 2nd by Katy Wells, discussion: Karen Ober outlined the agreement the BOS made with the state for funding, all were in favor.

Chair Leighton made a motion to recommend Warrant article 10, 2nd by Jim Wells all were in favor except Tim who opposed.
