Recreation Commission – Julie Lonergan, coordinator


Julie met with the Budget Committee to present the FY14 budget for the Rec Department. A few increases were noted for potential everyday help, noting that rain days are not paid.  Julie stated that she always budgets for a prediction of a full summer camp but if it is not full she will cut the staff.  Julie reported that .689 is up for the new kiosks being put at the town beaches. Line .341 is down since we will not be using the payphones at the beaches just cell phones for the life guards.  Julie reminds that February 11, 2013 at 10 am there is a meeting to discuss Old Home Day plans.
Library- Cab Vinton, Librarian 
Cab Vinton met with the Budget Committee to present the FY14 budget for the Library.  Cab presented the committee with a graph showing the patron visit trends from 2012 vs. 2011.  Cab stated that he feels people are taking advantage of these services. Cab discussed that there are 2 full time positions and 2 part time positions at the Library, with each full timer working on the average of 35 hours a week and the part timers working 6-9 hours each.  John questioned line item .690 and asked what this line was made up of.  Cab replied that it was for light bulbs, ac units, and they got a refrigerator vs. using the line item for office supplies.  Marla Davis, Library trustee stated that the Library is working hard to fit their budget line items with the towns.  Chair Leighton noted that the Library budget was up 3%, which is due to last year being cut.  
Welfare- Melanie Van Tassel, Overseer of Welfare

Melanie Van Tassel met with the budget committee to present the FY14 budget for Welfare (General Assistance).  Melanie reported there is an increase need for fuel assistance, but she has been able to work with some of the fuel suppliers and get a 100 gallon minimum delivery.  Melanie has also seen an increase in the need for rental assistance and food pantry services.  Melanie is concerned about Sanbornton not being ready for the increase to the housing trends as the need for rental assistance grows.  She feels there needs to be some direction from the BOS to mandate rental inspections.
Chair Leighton made a motion to extend the meeting until 9pm, 2nd by Dave Nickerson all were in favor.

Katy Wells made a motion to except the General Assistance/Welfare budget at $98,941, 2nd by Dave all were in favor.

Dave made a motion to except the Recreation budget for $111,184, 2nd by John all were in favor.

After discussion, the committee asked Katy to send a memo to the Library requesting a breakdown of line items .690, .62 and .330.
