All were in favor.

Mail/Correspondence

The committee reviewed the email from Cab Vinton regarding the questions from last meeting about the Library budget items.  The committee reviewed the line items again and found that there are areas that history shows little or no expenditures.  The committee felt this budget again this year and that after last year’s cut they still operated without interruption.  Katy Wells made a motion to except the Library budget in the amount of $113,727, 2nd by Chair Leighton all were in favor.

Outside Agencies

The Committee reviewed the line item requests from outside agencies.  Kristen Welch from Genesis met with the budget committee to review their FY14 request.  Ms. Welch handed out an annual report document and discussed that Genesis has a deficit at year end do to their delivery of emergency services.  Roger Grey asked several organizational and budget questions of Ms. Welch.  Ms. Welch will forward information requested to Bob Veloski for the budget committee’s review.

The committee members discussed the two food pantries and the need for more information about them.  Therefore, both pantries will be invited to the 3/5/13 meeting for further Q & A.

Planning Board

No one was present to review the FY14 request for the Planning board.  After reviewed the committee asked Katy to send a memo to Bob Ward, Planner and request explanation of expenditures for line items, 4191.353, .325, .610 and .550.  

Chair Leighton made a motion to extend the meeting until 9pm, 2nd by Dave Nickerson all were in favor

Katy Wells made a motion to except the Zoning budget for $3,759, 2nd by Dave all were in favor (John Olmstead abstained)

Katy Wells made a motion to except the Elections and Registrations budget for $9,281, 2nd by Roger Grey all were in favor.
Katy Wells reviewed the Conservation Commission budget line items.  John Olmstead made a motion to except the Conservation Commission budget for $1,667, 2nd by Roger Grey all were in favor. (Katy Wells abstained)

The Committee reviewed the requests under the Warrant Article section and Bob Veloski gave brief description of each. The Committee discussed the request for the Lake Water Quality Improvement for $38,224. Chair Leighton made a motion to extend the meeting for ½ hour, 2nd by Dave Nickerson all were in favor.

Chair Leighton made a motion to except the individual warrant articles as listed for $110,300, putting a zero in the Lake Water Quality Improvement line, 2nd by John Olmstead all were in favor.  

Other

Dave Nickerson reported on the hearings he attended in Concord today, regarding budgeting issues at the state level.  They included information about the flood control areas in the state that included the one here in town.  He reported that the state of Massachusetts owes money to NH and the state of NH was to pay the towns and the towns were not reimbursed.
