At 7:10, Chair Crosby recognized a presence of a quorum and called the meeting to order.

Lots for sale


Jon Martin reported he has completed the Dr. True Road lot, and Chair Crosby added that this has been presented to the BOS who have turned it over to the town attorney for their review.  In addition, Jon also reported that TML 16/24 has been brushed, blazed and not yet painted, TML 15/101 the back line is all done (all the other sides are road frontage), TML 9/107 was done and sold, TML 6/2 has been brushed, blazed and painted and lastly TML 25/18 is also brushed, blazed and painted.  


Jon reports he is currently working on TML 1/12 with NEF to figure out the boundaries and he recommends this lot be sold when his work is done.  Jon recommends logging on the Dr. True Road lot with over mature Aspen and some Oak and white birch. This lot should be prepped in the summer, bid in the fall and harvested in the winter.  

Jon reported that the survey on the Eastman Hill Lot (196ac.), the east boundary line has been completed by Ron Johnson and Jon has brushed and blazed and painted the lines.  Jon recommends a timber harvest on this lot, after the trails are layed out this spring, a harvest could be done after.  Jon and Ron will prepare a narrative to go with the sketch plan presented tonight for the file to be available for historic information for this parcel.  


Jon will talk with FORACO to get an idea of what it will cost to have them do the boundary work on the west side of the Eastman Hill lot,  Chair Crosby will contact Ron Johnson for a quote as well.


Jon recommends a harvest on the Swain lots and other lots that were treated after the “ice storm”.  Jon recommends re-writing the management plan and when quotes are submitted for bidding on any harvest the Commission should be specific in their request for bids as to type of logging required.  I.e., the Dr True lot could be cable skidded or cut to length.

Swain Update


Chair Crosby reported we have received two quotes for surveying the easement on this property.  Sabourn and Johnson have submitted bids, TML 22/30 & 22/39.  After discussion, Chair Crosby made a motion to hire Ron Johnson to do the survey work on these lots for the Swain Farm Easement, TML 22/30 & 22/39, 2nd by Mary Ahlgren all were in favor.
Dion property update


Chair Crosby reported that he received a call from the Dion’s and they are still waiting for the mortgage company.  The Commission discussed this issue at length and Mary Ahlgren made a motion to draft a letter to Rob and Tammy Dion to withdraw our offer on the purchase of the Conservation Easement TML 21/63, 1 and 21/63, 2 due to lack of clear title, 2nd by Wayne Elliott all were in favor.  


A letter will be drafted and reviewed at our next meeting for a vote.

Jon Martin commented that Mr. Reed could contact NRCS for the wetlands reserve program as a possible venue for easement consideration.
