Katy reported that John left his invoice and it was submitted for payment (reimbursement) as voted at the last meeting, for the expenses of the boxes and more maps.
Mail and Correspondence 


Items filed from DES.


Chair Crosby reported that the commission received a letter from the Mason Conservation Commission asking for our support to oppose the Kinder Morgan-TN gas pipeline that will cross sections of southern NH.  They are asking for a reply for 8/1.  After discussion the commission decided to table this until there are more facts and studies to base an intelligible response for this project. 

Planning board update

No update.  Katy stated that there is an opening for the Planning board secretary that she has applied for, this would allow greater continuity between all the land use boards.  

Other
Chair Crosby reported that the Meader property/easement was walked and the reporting paperwork was done.  Katy will mail it to Concord and put a copy in the file. Chair also reported that the same day, June 18, 2015 members of the commission walked the Swain easement and the landowners appear to be in compliance.  

Chair reported he spoke with Andy Fast, Steve Ober and John Earley regarding the possibility of adding the Dr True Road Lot to the tree farm program, since this is the year to review our paperwork for this program.  Chair reported that the New Boston Road lot should be eventually added as well. There is another meeting on 9/9/15 at 9 am to review this plan.  
Chair Crosby reported that he has been in touch again with the Science teacher at Sanbornton Central School regarding “trout in the classroom”.  Chair stated that Ms. Anderson is filing the paperwork for trout unlimited to get this ready for next school year.

Chair reported that both he and Dick Ayers went on a recent field trip with the recreation department to the Ledgard property where there were trails, and wildlife information presented to these elementary aged children.  

OLD HOME DAY- Chair discussed that John Earley is having a table with information and pamphlets like last year.  There is some talk of carpooling from the DPW garage to the trails on Eastman Hill for hikes.  Times discussed were from 9-11am.  Katy will email Mary Ahlgren and ask for more details and forward this information to Karen, Dot and John.  

Katy reviewed the upcoming ZBA cases that the commission received notice of for July 28th.  Case 473, TML 3/69 on Hermit Lake Road, is a proposal for a garage that will encroach onto town land that is managed by the commission.  After discussion, Chair Crosby made a motion that the commission is in opposition to this proposal as there is concern that it will not only encroach the setback but appears that it will be on town land (over the boundary), 2nd by Dot all were in favor.  The commission further discussed if this was the only spot on this lot for this structure as well as setting precedence for other abutters of town owned land.
Katy reviewed the upcoming ZBA case that was also on the recent notice, but FYI to the commission for Case 475 for a gravel pit on Johnson Road.  The commission reviewed the information and had no concerns at this time.
