Meeting at the Sanbornton Public Library

October 26, 2009 from 7 – 8 pm.

1.  Application for Approval: 15 Pound Road:

Emily Vinton opened the public hearing concerning an application for Certificate of Approval by Charles and Judith Flanders.  The application involved two small additions to currently standing outbuildings on the Flanders’ property. Emily introduced the project and asked the Flanders to describe the materials they had provided for review.  The Commission members then asked for some details concerning the cement siding the Flanders had chosen not only for the addition to the garage, but also to replace the current siding on the garage. This Hardie Plank siding is to be the same grey color as the rest of the buildings and it will positively impact the maintenance costs without changing the look of the exterior. The roofing material will be the same as that of the house. The windows and doors will be hunter green as are the existing ones. The public hearing was closed at 7:21 pm and discussion ensued among Historic District Commissioners present who agreed the cement siding is a contemporary material which meets the standards of the Historic District Commission. The only roof line change with be to the shed which will become a salt box line.  Commissioners agreed that this change is in keeping with the asthetics of the District.   

A motion was made by Abby Mercer that the application be accepted as submitted because it calls for additions to existing structures which are compatible in form, material, color and construction quality to the existing structures.  The motion was seconded by Steve Ober and approved unanimously.  Commission member signed and Certificate of Approval which Emily Vinton will forward to the Town Administrator and to the Flanders for their files.

2. Minutes of April 13, 2009.  A motion was made to approve the minutes of April 13 by Liz Merry, seconded by Abby Mercer and approved unanimously. These will be forwarded and placed on the website for public record.

3. Correspondence:

A letter was received on October 29 from Martin Enviro requesting input from the Historic District Commission on a proposed 130 foot telecommunications tower which is to be placed at the intersection of Perley Hill and Rueben Road. Emily Vinton will write a letter requesting more information, including: tax map number and information, timeline, process for approval and notification to date.

4.  Ordinance, Guidelines and Rules of Procedure:

As a major goal of the Commission in 2009 is to refresh our documentation, Liz Merry submitted a draft ordinance based on current ordinances held by the Town of Gilford and sample NH Ordinances prepared by Atty. Carolyn Baldwin and Elizabeth Hengen.  Liz also presented draft rules of procedure based on those of Amherst, NH (rev. 09). These two documents will be reviewed and discussed at the next meeting of the Commission at which point a process for receiving public input on the draft Ordinance will be developed to ensure it gets proper vetting in the Community.  

Abby Mercer will develop a draft set of Guidelines for review as well at the next meeting. These documents are inter-related, so that revising them concurrently is the best approach.
